This thought is continued in Proverbs chapter 12 verse 8.

It says, “A man shall be commended according to his wisdom;

but he that is of a perverse heart shall be despised.”

Let’s look at that in a modern translation,

to try to see more of what the Lord is saying to us.

In the New Living Testament, it says, 

Creole:  “Tout moun gen respè pou moun ki gen bon konprann ;

 “Everyone admires a person with good sense, 

Creole:  men yo meprize yon lespri malveyan.”

but a warped mind is despised.”  

Creole:  Sa kap pase laa rive souvan nan liv Pwovèb la.

What is happening here happens often in the book of Proverbs.  

Creole:  Gen yon konparezon ant bagay ki bon an ak bagay ki pa bon an nan yon menm fraz.

There is a contrast between that which is good and that which is evil in the same sentence.  

Creole:  Nan Nouvo Vèsyon Entènasyonal la, li di :

In the New International Version, it says,  

Creole:  “Ya fè louwanj yon moun poutèt sajès li, men ya meprize moun ki gen lespri malveyan.”

 “A man is praised according to his wisdom, but men with warped minds are despised.”

Creole:  Keksyon an se kisa ki nan lespei ou.

The issue is what is in our mind.  
Creole:  Ki kalite refleksyon ki nan lespri ou?

What kinds of thoughts are in our mind?  
Creole:  Eske yo se refleksyon ki saj oubyen eske yo se move refleksyon?

Are they wise thoughts or are they perverse thoughts? 
Creole:  Lè nap konsidere nonm sa ki gen move kè a, move bagay se mechanste.

Looking at that man with a perverse heart, perversity is wickedness.  
Creole:  E mechanste a se yon tandans pou peche, yon tandans pou lanvi ; men lespri yon nonm saj plen ak sajès.

And wickedness is a given to sin, a given to lust, but a wise man’s mind is filled with wisdom.  
Creole:  M panse li ta bon pou nou pou n retounen nan Matye chapit 7 vèsè 24 rive 27.

I believe it would be profitable for us to revisit Matthew chapter 7 verses 24 through 27.

How do we get a wise mind?

Remember, anyone with a wise mind is admired.

He had good sense.  

Creole:  Fason nou jwenn yon lespri saj se lè nou koute ansèyman Kris la e nou obeyi yo.

The way we get a wise mind is that we listen to the teachings of Christ and we obey them. 

Creole:  “Tout moun ki koute ansèyman m yo e obeyi yo ;

 “Anyone who listens to my teachings and obeys them 

Creole:  se tankou yon moun ki bati yon kay sou yon wòch solid.

is wise like a person who builds a house on a solid rock.  

Creole:  Menm si lapli vini fè gwo dlo ;

Though the rain comes in torrents, 

Creole:  epi inondasyon yo leve epi van yo frappe nan kay la ak fòs;

and the floodwaters rise and the winds beat against that house, 

Creole:  li pap tonbe paske li te bati sou yon wòch. »

it won’t collapse because it is built on a rock.”  

Creole:  Jezu pap vrèman pale de lapli, de inondasyon, ak van.

Jesus isn’t really talking about rain, floodwaters, and wind.  

Creole:  Lap pale de difikilte ak eprèv ki antre nan lavi yon moun.

He is talking about the difficulties and trials that enter into a person’s life.  

Creole:  Li pat pwomèt nou libète anba difikilte.

He didn’t promise us freedom from difficulty.  

Creole:  An reyalite, yon lòt kote la Bib di nou konsa:

In fact, in another place, the Bible says 

Creole:  se nan mitan anpil tribilasyon nou va antre nan wayòm syèl la.

that through much tribulation that we enter into the kingdom of heaven.  

Creole:  Nan mitan li!

Through it!  

Creole:  Nou pase nan mitan dezè a.

We go through the wilderness.  

Creole:  Nou pase nan mitan difikilte.

We go through the difficulty.  

Creole:  Nou pase nan mitan pwoblèm.

We go through the problems.  

Creole:  Eske ou gen pwoblèm jodi a?

Do you have problems today?

Creole:  Jezu te pwofetize ou pral gen pwoblèm.

Jesus prophesied that you would have problems.  

Creole:  Keksyon an se, eske ou pral kanpe an fas pwoblèm sa yo?

The question is, are you going to stand against those problems?  

Creole:  Eske ou pral gen viktwa nan mitan pwoblèm sa yo?

Are you going to have victory in the midst of those problems?

How does a mind get warped?

How does a mind become preserve?

Where does this come from?  How does this come about?

The scriptures teach us.

Listen as I read in Romans chapter 1 verses 21 through 27.

This passage of scripture says they knew God, but they wouldn’t worship him as God.

This is a description of a warped mind.  

Creole:  Pwovèb 12:8 di nou, yon moun resevwa louwanj poutèt sajes li, men yo meprize moun ki gen lespri malveyan.

Proverbs 12:8 says a man is praised according to his wisdom, but men with warped minds are despised.  

Creole:  Pwofèt Danyèl te pwofetize bagay sa yo ki te gen pou rive.

The Prophet Daniel prophesied that these things would take place.
