Do you want to be healthy? 

Translate here:         
Depart from evil. Be not wise in thy own eyes. 

Translate here:         
Fear the Lord and flee evil. 

Translate here:         
It shall be health to thy navel and marrow to thy bones.

Recently this year, my wife traveled to Haiti.

Some of you who may know Pastor Ignace Augustin and his wife Franchette.

They are just a fine pastor and wife in Haiti.

They have a number of churches in Le Cayes

My wife went to a convention there for women.

We are called to be different.

We are called to be the salt of the earth.

We are not to live the way the world lives.

Well, we are going to look again at another section of Paul’s writings.

Yesterday we looked at Ephesians, 

Translate here:         
but today we are going to look at Colossians.

Translate here:         
He is talking on the same subject.

Translate here:         
The writer of Proverbs says, “Flee evil. It will be health to your body.”

Translate here:         
Listen in Colossians chapter 3 verse 1,

Translate here:         
It says: “Since you have been raised to new life with Christ, 

Translate here:         
set your sights on the realities of heaven, 

Translate here:         
where Christ sits at God’s right hand 

Translate here:         
in the place of honor and power. 

Translate here:         
Let heaven fill your thoughts. 

Translate here:         
Do not think about the things down here on earth.” 

Translate here:         
Now, what Paul is doing here, is he is helping us to flee evil, 

Translate here:         
He is going to speak about it a little more as we read here. 

Translate here:         
But I want to point out, that the way that you flee evil, 

Translate here:         
is by embracing Christ. 

Translate here:         
The way you get set free from darkness 

Translate here:         
is by turning on the light. 

Translate here:         
Jesus is the light. 

Translate here:         
Let heaven fill your thoughts. 

Translate here:         
Don’t think about things down here on earth, 

Translate here:         
for you died when Christ died, 

Translate here:         
and your real life is hidden with Christ in God,  
Translate here:         
When Christ who is your real life is revealed to the whole world, 

Translate here:         
you will share in all his glory. 

Translate here:         
Set your affections on things above, 

Translate here:         
not on things here on earth. 

Translate here:         
You are hidden with Christ in God. 

Translate here:         
Because of this, he gives us clear instructions about how to flee evil.

Do you want to find favor with man? 

Translate here:         
Do you want to find favor with God?  

Translate here:         
You want to be healthy? 

Translate here:         
Don’t be wise in your own eyes, 

Translate here:         
but fear the Lord and flee evil.

Colossians chapter 3 verse 5:

Translate here:         
“So put to death the sinful earthly things lurking within you.” 

Translate here:         
Paul is writing to the church now. 

Translate here:         
He is writing to the church. 

Translate here:         
That includes you and me. 

Translate here:         
We have sinful earthly things lurking inside of us. 
Translate here:         
He says have nothing to do with sexual sin, impurity, lust and shameful desires.

Wow, that’s tough right there 

Translate here:         
because our whole culture is a sex culture. 

Translate here:         
Sex is used to sell cigarettes, automobiles and baby food.

Translate here:         
We are constantly being bombarded with images of people 

Translate here:         
who are involved in illicit sexual activity. 

Translate here:         
Our television set is full of people 

Translate here:         
who are having sexual relations with each other outside of marriage. 

Translate here:         
That’s called ‘sexual sin’.

Translate here:         
Paul says to have nothing to do with sexual sin. 

Translate here:         
Do you watch on TV when that man jumps in bed with that woman, 

Translate here:         
or that young girl gets in bed with that young boy? 

Translate here:         
Do you watch that? 

Translate here:         
If you do then you are not fleeing evil. 

Translate here:         
You are embracing it. 

Translate here:         
You are using it for entertainment. 

Translate here:         
We can not be entertained by the sin of this world. 

Translate here:         
Have nothing to do with sexual sin, impurity, lust and shameful desires.

Paul knows that if you entertain yourself with it, 

Translate here:         
you are going to end up doing it. 

Translate here:         
You will fine a way to justify it. 

Translate here:         
Will you let it happen to others in your household? 

Translate here:         
You are going to say: 

Translate here:         
Well, the reason my daughter is doing what she is doing, 

Translate here:         
is because everyone else acts that way. 

Translate here:         
Do we speak to our children about these dangers? 

Translate here:         
Do we make it clear to our children 

Translate here:         
that they should have nothing to do with sexual sin?

Translate here:         
Paul then goes on to says: 

Translate here:         
“Do be greedy for the good things of this life, 

Translate here:         
or that is idolatry.” 

Translate here:         
Oh, Paul, you are going to step on my toes now. 

Translate here:         
You are going to make me feel bad,

Translate here:         
like I’ve got sinful, earthly things lurking within me. 

Translate here:         
He is saying do not be greedy for the good things of this life. 

Translate here:         
When Jesus was teaching in the parables about the sower and the seed,

Translate here:         
There was one reason that was listed among the 5 reasons, 

Translate here:         
why the word of God wasn’t fruitful, 

Translate here:         
It said, “it was scattered among the thorns and the briers.” 

Translate here:         
Then he explained what he meant about those thorns and those briers. 

Translate here:         
He said that those were the cares and the worries of this world. 

Translate here:         
Not just the worries about what you haven’t got, 

Translate here:         
but the worries about what you have got. 

Translate here:         
There are a lot of people worried about what they’ve got 

Translate here:         
and also worried about getting more. 

Translate here:         
They are spending a great deal of their time and energy thinking about getting more.

I want more! I want more!

Paul is saying here, don’t make that an idol in your life, getting more.

Don’t be greedy for the good things of this life.

He says this is idolatry. 

Translate here:         
It is a form of sin. It’s idolatry.

God’s terrible anger will come upon those who do such things.

You used to act that way when your life was part of this world, 

Translate here:         
but now it is time to get rid of anger, rage, 

Translate here:         
malicious behavior, slander and dirty language.

Doesn’t that sound like what we read yesterday, out of the book of Ephesians? 

Translate here:         
He was talking about getting rid of all those very things. 

Translate here:         
What comes out of our mouth? ? 

Translate here:         
Listen to yourself today. 

Translate here:         
When you get upset, do you bless or do you curse? 

Translate here:         
What is coming out of your mouth in this day? 

Translate here:         
Is your heart hidden with Christ in God today? 

Translate here:         
If it is, this will affect the way you speak.

“But now is the time to get rid of anger.”

I am reading in verse 8 of Colossians chapter 3.

“But now is the time to get rid of anger, rage, 

Translate here:         
malicious behavior, slander and dirty language.”

Do you let a little dirty language slip in?

because everybody else is doing it?

Paul said in Ephesians, don’t live the way the world lives.

Don’t do things the way the world does things. 

Translate here:         
Flee evil. 

Translate here:         
Have a good reputation with man and a good reputation with God.

You know if I had to choose between a good reputation with man

and a good reputation with God, 

Translate here:         
I’d take the good reputation with God.

I want to find favor in the eyes of the Lord Jesus Christ.

Verse 9…Very practical: 

Translate here:         
Don’t lie to each other. 

Translate here:         
Don’t lie to each other, 

Translate here:         
for you have stripped off your old evil nature 

Translate here:         
and all its wicked deeds. 

Translate here:         
Don’t lie to each other. 

Translate here:         
For you have stripped off your old evil nature and all its wicked deeds. 

Translate here:         
In its place, you have clothed yourself with a brand new nature, 

Translate here:         
that is continually being renewed, 

Translate here:         
as you learn more and more about Christ, 

Translate here:         
who created this new nature within you. 

Translate here:         
In this new life, it doesn’t matter if you are a Jew or Gentile, 

Translate here:         
circumcised or uncircumcised, barbaric, uncivilized, slave or free.  

Translate here:         
Christ is all that matters, 

Translate here:         
and He lives in all of us.

Translate here:         
Proverbs is great. 

Translate here:         
It tells us to flee evil, 

Translate here:         
but actually this writing of Paul in the book of Colossians chapter 3 

Translate here:         
It is better because he tells us how to flee evil.  

Translate here:         
He says, “Put on Christ. 

Translate here:         
Put on your new nature. 

Translate here:         
Take off your old nature. 

Translate here:         
When you look in the mirror, 

Translate here:         
you can tell whether your clothes are dirty or not. 

Translate here:         
Listen to what is coming out of your mouth. 

Translate here:         
You can tell whether or not it is coming from your new nature or your old nature. 

Translate here:         
If you can change your dirty clothes before you go to a party, 

Translate here:         
you can shut your mouth 

Translate here:         
and not allow those things to come out, 

Translate here:         
Then say, “Lord, the reason that stuff is coming out 

Translate here:         
is because my heart needs to be fixed. 

Translate here:         
Fix my heart. Heal me. Forgive me. 

Translate here:         
Give me your new heart. 

Translate here:         
Christ is all that matters.

Translate here:         
Chapter 3 of Colossians, verse 12 says,

Translate here:         
“Since God chose you to be, a holy people whom he loves, 

Translate here:         
you must cloth yourself with tenderhearted mercy, 

Translate here:         
kindness, humility, gentleness and patience. 

Translate here:         
This is just the opposite of the things you are getting rid of. 

Translate here:         
You are getting rid of anger and rage 

Translate here:         
and malicious behavior, slander and dirty language.

Clothe yourself with mercy, tenderhearted mercy, 

Translate here:         
kindness, humility, gentleness and patience. 

Translate here:         
You must make allowance for each other’s faults 

Translate here:         
and forgive the person that offends you.

Back in Ephesians, he said don’t go to sleep with that anger. 

Translate here:         
He says you might get angry, 

Translate here:         
but don’t go to sleep with that anger.

Don’t let the sun go down on your anger. 

Translate here:         
You can memorize that. 

Translate here:         
It is right out of Ephesians. 

Translate here:         
Don’t let the sun go down on your anger. 

Translate here:         
In Proverbs, it says flee evil 

Translate here:         
and get a good reputation with man and with God 

Translate here:         
It will be health to your navel,

Translate here:         
health to the marrow in the bones of your body. 

Translate here:         
It’s this bitterness that makes us sick. 

Translate here:         
It’s this lack of humility, and gentleness and kindness.

Translate here:         
These things make us sick. 

Translate here:         
Remember that Lord forgave you 

Translate here:         
so you must forgive others. 

Translate here:         
The most important piece of clothing you must wear is love.

Love is what binds us all together in perfect harmony.

And let the peace that comes from Christ, rule in your hearts,

for as members of one body, you are called to live in peace,
