One of the things that makes the book of Proverbs so interesting,

Translate here:  

it is packed with spiritual wisdom. 

Translate here:  

We have been looking at Proverbs, Chapter 4, verses 23 through 25. 

Translate here:  

We have three verses, with three in-depth studies of vast importance to us. 

Translate here:  

Let us look at them now. 

Translate here:  

”Keep your heart with all diligence, for out of it are the issues of life. 

Translate here:  

Put away from yourself a bad mouth, and perverse lips, put far from yourself. 

Translate here:  

Let your eyes look right on, and let thy eyelids look straight ahead before you.” 

Translate here:  

Well, we have talked about our eyes, 

Translate here:  

and we have talked about our hearts, 

Translate here:  

but this morning we are going to talk about our perverse lips. 

Translate here:  

Sometimes we need to look at a different translation of the Bible

Translate here:  

In order to discover what is really being said. 

Translate here:  

One translation says, 

Translate here:  

“Put away from you a bad mouth and perverse lips, put far from you.”  

Translate here:  

The modern translation says 

Translate here:  

“Avoid all perverse talk, stay far from corrupt speech.” 

Translate here:  

The New International Version says, 

Translate here:  

“Put away perversity from your mouth, and keep corrupt talk from your lips.”  

Translate here:  

Well, we are going to see that there is slight difference here 

Translate here:  

between the reference to our lips in the gospels, Matthew, Mark, Luke and John 

Translate here:  

and the references to our lips in the Old Testament. 

Translate here:  

Proverbs Chapter 6 says that the naughty person or a wicked man 

Translate here:  

walks with a forward mouth, or perverse lips. 

Translate here:  

It goes on to describe him. 

Translate here:  

It says, he winks with his eyes. 

Translate here:  

He speaks with his feet. 

Translate here:  

He teaches with his fingers. 

Translate here:  

I have actually been around this kind of wickedness before. 

Translate here:  

Most of us have seen someone act this way. 

Translate here:  

We can see wicked people in a crowd, 

Translate here:  

who send out body signals with their eyes and with their feet. 

Translate here:  

The way they move their eyes and feet tells you 

Translate here:  

that they are inviting wickedness around them. 

Translate here:  

“A naughty person,” it says in Proverbs Chapter 6, verse 16, 

Translate here:  

“A wicked man walks with a perverse mouth. 

Translate here:  

Frowardness or rebellion is in his heart. 

Translate here:  

He devises mischief continually, 

Translate here:  

and he sows discord, 

Translate here:  

therefore shall his calamity come suddenly. 

Translate here:  

Suddenly shall he be broken without remedy.” 

Translate here:  

Well, it is pretty clear that there is no profit in perversity. 

Translate here:  

There is no profit in having wicked lips. 

Translate here:  

In the Gospels it tells us that we are going to be judged… 

Translate here:  

judged by the things that come out of our mouth. 

Translate here:  

Jesus tells us to put away idle words. 

Translate here:  

Idle words are wicked in the eyes of the Holy Spirit. 

Translate here:  

What is going to happen with our mouth today?  

Translate here:  

How are our lips going to function today? 

Translate here:  

Are they going to be filled with words that are useful and profitable? 

Translate here:  

Or are we going to slip and slide into corrupt talk? 

Translate here:  

Proverbs 6:12, in the New International Version, says, “a scoundrel and villain”. 

Translate here:  

That is the same reference to the “naughty man” found in the King James Version. 

Translate here:  

That naughty man is the one, “who goes about with a corrupt mouth, 

Translate here:  

who winks with his eyes, signals with his feet, 

Translate here:  

and motions with his fingers, who plots evil with deceit in his heart. 

Translate here:  

He always stirs up dissention.  

Translate here:  

Therefore, disaster will overtake him in an instant. 

Translate here:  

He will suddenly be destroyed without remedy.”  

Translate here:  

 Evidently he has not kept his heart. 

Translate here:  

King David said, “My heart is fixed.” 

Translate here:  

We need a repaired heart. 

Translate here:  

Our heart needs to be repaired. 

Translate here:  

It needs to be fixed by the Holy Ghost. 

Translate here:  

Where there was sin, there needs to be remission of sin. 

Translate here:  

Where there was bitterness, there needs to be forgiveness. 

Translate here:  

We need to have our hearts fixed. 

Translate here:  

David also said his was fixed upon the Lord. 

Translate here:  

He had his eyes on Jesus, though Jesus as a Man was not yet born.  

Translate here:  

He was focused on the goodness of God. Alleluia. 

Translate here:  

We are going to repeat something from yesterday 

Translate here:  

about the connection between our lips and our heart. 

Translate here:  

Remember what it says in Matthew 15, verses 16 through 20. 

Translate here:  

“Are you still so dull, Jesus asked them? 

Translate here:  

Don’t you see that what ever enters the mouth 

Translate here:  

goes into the stomach and then out of the body? 

Translate here:  

But the things that come out of the mouth, 

Translate here:  

They come from the heart, and these make a man unclean. 

Translate here:  

For out of the heart come evil thoughts, 

Translate here:  

murder, adultery, sexual immorality, 

Translate here:  

theft, false testimony, slander; 

Translate here:  

these are what makes a man unclean, 

Translate here:  

but eating with unwashed hands can’t make a man unclean.” 

Translate here:  

What makes a man unclean is the condition of his heart, 

Translate here:  

and then his mouth speaks of what his heart is full of. 

Translate here:  

So we have that thermometer. 

Translate here:  

We can tell, we can see our heart by listening to our lips. 

Translate here:  

We can tell exactly what our heart is full of. 

Translate here:  

I found an interesting example of this

Translate here:  

It is the story of demoniac in the gospels. 

Translate here:  

We learn that he was foaming at the mouth. 

Translate here:  

Let’s read that. Starting in Luke 9:37 it says, 

Translate here:  

“The next day when they (Jesus and some of his disciples) came down from the mountain, 

Translate here:  

a large crowd met him. 

Translate here:  

A man in the crowd called out, 

Translate here:  

Teacher, I beg you to look at my son, for he is my only child. 

Translate here:  

A spirit seizes him, and he suddenly screams, 

Translate here:  

And it throws him into convulsions, so that he foams at the mouth. 

Translate here:  

It scarcely ever leaves him and it is destroying him. 

Translate here:  

I begged your disciples to drive it out, but they could not.” 

Translate here:  

Isn’t it interesting that this demon-possessed boy foams at the mouth? 

Translate here:  

Talk about perverse lips. 

Translate here:  

There was so much garbage in his heart as a result of this spirit 

Translate here:  

that it had a hold of his tongue causing him to scream uncontrollably. 

Translate here:  

It is likely that he was screaming obscenities. 

Translate here:  

He was screaming vile words.  

Translate here:  

And they caused him to foam at the mouth. 

Translate here:  

This is an example of the connection between our mouth and our heart. 

Translate here:  

The gospel of Jesus Christ offers us a solution for this. 

Translate here:  

You see, our mouth wasn’t made for profanity and corrupt talk. 

Translate here:  

Our mouth wasn’t made for criticizing other people, 

Translate here:  

or talking bad about them behind their back to others

Translate here:  

Our mouth was created as the very instrument by which our heart gets repaired or fixed. 

Translate here:  

Look in Romans chapter 10 verse 5. 

Translate here:  

“For Moses wrote that the law’s way of making a person right with God, 

Translate here:  

requires obedience to all of its commands”.  

Translate here:  

Paul tells us “the message we preach is already within easy reach.” 

Translate here:  

Moses said that you had to obey all the rules and regulations. 

Translate here:  

In fact, the scripture says the message of salvation is close at hand. 

Translate here:  

It is on your lips and in your heart. 

Translate here:  

If you confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord, 

Translate here:  

and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, 

Translate here:  

you will be saved. 

Translate here:  

So far we have talked about the evil connection, 

Translate here:  

between the evil thoughts that are in our hearts, 

Translate here:  

and the corrupt talk that comes from our lips. 

Translate here: 

When we talk about the way of salvation, 

Translate here: 

the connection between our heart and our lips is just as real. 

Translate here:  

Deep in all of our hearts, Christ has planted the truth about himself and salvation. 

Translate here:  

Faith in God is in there. 

Translate here:  

Jesus came be seen even in the heavens or skies. 

Translate here:  

The book of Psalms tells us, “The heavens declare the glory of God.” 

Translate here:  

Every man ultimately knows that Christ is the answer. 

Translate here:  

But will he confirm it with his mouth? 

Translate here:  

Will he let his tongue talk of that truth? 

Translate here:  

That is the crucial thing, because that is the pathway to salvation. 

Translate here:  

The book of Romans tells us, “If you confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord, 

Translate here:  

and believe in your heart that God raise him from the dead, you will be saved.” 

Translate here:  

That mouth confession is extremely important, 

Translate here:  

for it is by believing in your heart that you are made right with God, 

Translate here:  

and it is by confessing with your mouth that you are saved. 

Translate here:  

This is in Romans chapter 10. It is telling us how to be saved. 

Translate here:  

We confess it. We speak it. 

Translate here:  

Our lips, instead of speaking perverse things, 

Translate here:  

our lips speak the truth about God’s salvation and about Jesus’ death on the cross. 

Translate here:  

This is the forgiveness of my sins. 

Translate here:  

I am a sinner. I need forgiveness for my sins. 

Translate here:  

I receive salvation when I believe that Jesus died for my sins. 

Translate here:  

Then my lips are put into action. 

Translate here:  

My mouth is put into action. 

Translate here:  

I go about telling other people, 

Translate here:  

that Jesus died on the cross for the forgiveness of sins. 

Translate here:  

For it is by believing in your heart that you are made right with God, 

Translate here:  

and it is by confessing with your mouth, that you are saved. 

Translate here:  

The scriptures tell us anyone who believes in him will not be disappointed. 

Translate here:  

Jews and Gentiles are the same in this respect. 

Translate here:  

They all have the same Lord, 

Translate here:  

And, of course, they all have sinned,

Translate here:  

And they have fallen short or missed the mark of God’s acceptance.

Translate here:  

But they all have the same Lord,

Translate here:  

who generously gives his riches to all them that ask him for it. 

Translate here:  

It is in asking. How do we ask? 

Translate here:  

With our lips, with our mouth. 

Translate here:  

We go to God and say, “Jesus, reveal yourself to me. Show yourself to me. 

Translate here:  

I believe that you have forgiven my sins.” 

Translate here:  

This is the means by which we are born again! 

Translate here:  

Until you have declared openly before men that Jesus is the Lord of your life, 

Translate here:  

you are still not really saved. 

Translate here:  

It is by believing in your heart, and confessing with your mouth 

Translate here:  

that Jesus is Lord that you are saved. 

Translate here:  

This salvation is an on-going salvation. 

Translate here:  

It is the way by which we are literally saved from all of our enemies. 

Translate here:  

It is the way by which we are saved in our circumstances. 

Translate here:  

It is our declaration of the all-sufficiency of God, 

Translate here:  

our declaration that He is able to keep what we have committed unto Him. 

Translate here:  

When we speak faith with our mouth, 

Translate here:  

our heart is full of confidence in God. 

Translate here:  

As our mouth speaks of that confidence in God, 

Translate here:  

it confirms what is within our heart. 

Translate here:  

As we believe and speak, God’s power is released 

Translate here:  

He will perform mighty and wonderful things on our behalf.  Alleluia.

Translate here:  

So let’s take our instructions from Proverbs 

Translate here:  

and use it positively. 

Translate here:  

Proverbs says, “Put away from yourself the rebellious mouth and perverse lips. 

Translate here:  

Well, let’s not merely put away corrupt talk. 

Translate here:  

Let’s not merely put away backbiting and idle words, 

Translate here:  

but let’s replace corrupt talk with something else. 

Translate here:  

Let’s replace it by declaring God’s goodness 

Translate here:  

By declaring God’s all-sufficiency for our needs. 

Translate here:  

Let us speak of God’s ability to deal with every one of our problems. 

Translate here:  

Let’s go about today declaring the salvation of God. 

Translate here:  

Let’s allow our mouth to confirm what we believe in our hearts. 

Translate here:  

Not only will we be saved, 

Translate here:  

but those around us will be saved also, 

Translate here:  

and we will be instruments in God’s hands. 

Translate here:  

Do this and have a wonderful time.
