Today we will continue to sound a wakeup call.  

Translate here:  

Recently we looked at the immoral woman.  

Translate here:  

We realized that there would no immoral women 

Translate here:  

if there were no immoral men. 

Translate here:  

Out of the Book of Proverbs, the Lord showed us clearly that there is a better way. 

Translate here:  

It is not enough simply to forsake the immoral woman. 

Translate here:  

God wants us to love our wives 

Translate here:  

and to shape them into wonderful shining beautiful creatures, 

Translate here:  

even as Christ is preparing a Bride for himself.  

Translate here:  

There certainly are many warnings in the Book of Proverbs. 

Translate here:  

In Proverbs chapter 6 verse 16, we learn about what God hates. 

Translate here:  

He hates certain things and he lists them for us. 

Translate here:  

We often think of God as a God of love. 

Translate here:  

Certainly he is a God of love, 

Translate here:  

but he is also a God who hates certain things. 

Translate here:  

We are going to discover something about what God hates in today’s message, 

Translate here:  

so be ready to hear a warning. 

Translate here:  

This is a wake-up call, 

Translate here:  

a trumpet to be sounded to you who are listening. 

Translate here:  

Listen as we read in Proverbs 6:12.  

Translate here:  

Here is a description of a worthless and wicked people.  

Translate here:  

“They are constant liars, 

Translate here:  

signaling their true intentions to their friends, 

Translate here:  

by making signs with their eyes and feet and fingers.  

Translate here:  

Their perverted hearts plot evil.  

Translate here:  

They stir up trouble constantly, 

Translate here:  

but they will be destroyed suddenly, 

Translate here:  

broken beyond all hope of healing.”

Translate here:  

I have often found this particular scripture to be very interesting. 

Translate here:  

It is especially interesting as it gives us a description of worthless and wicked people.

Translate here:  

These people can be found anywhere in the world.

Translate here:  

They live in your community.  

Translate here:  

It says that they signal their intentions to their friends 

Translate here:  

by making signs with their eyes, feet and fingers.  

Translate here:  

There is something about a person’s eyes and their body language, 

Translate here:  

the way they communicate that lets you know whether or not they are sincere. 

Translate here:  

They let you know whether their intentions are pure.  

Translate here:  

I don’t think that it takes years of experience 

Translate here:  

to discern the difference between the pure and the impure. 

Translate here:  

Even a child, if he or she looks carefully, 

Translate here:  

can see in a person’s body language something about the person’s motives. 

Translate here:  

The Book of Proverbs clearly states a way to discern the wicked.

Translate here:  

It say, “The wicked signal their true intentions to their friends 

Translate here:  

by making signs with their eyes, and feet and fingers. 

Translate here:  

Their perverted hearts plot evil.”  

Translate here:  

It says,  “This is a description of worthless and wicked people.” 

Translate here:  

We are going to receive knowledge of God’s word today 

Translate here:  

by looking at the phrase “wicked people.” 

Translate here:  

Of course, the Bible wasn’t written in English.  

Translate here:  

Some English people say the only legitimate translation of the Bible is the King James Translation.  

Translate here:  

If this were true, I would have to feel sorry for people who speak Spanish or French. 

Translate here:  

They can’t read the King James Version. 

Translate here:  

The original language of the Old Testament was actually Hebrew. 

Translate here:  

In Hebrew, the word that was used was “belial”.  

Translate here:  

Now the word “wicked” in this case is “belial.” 

Translate here:  

In the King James Version of the Bible, the word “belial,” is often left in Hebrew. 

Translate here:  

It is often not translated into the English word “wicked.” 

Translate here:  

It is left in its original form, which is “belial”.  

Translate here:  

In some places in the scriptures, there is a reference to the Sons of Belial. 

Translate here:  

We will look one of these verses in a few minutes. 

Translate here:  

The English translation of the word “belial” is “useless, or worthless, or wicked.”  

Translate here:  

In the New Testament, the Apostle Paul uses this word “belial”.  

Translate here:  

He refers to the fact that Christ and Belial don’t get along together.  

Translate here:  

Paul says, “Do not be yoked together with unbelievers, 

Translate here:  

for what do righteousness and wickedness have in common?  

Translate here:  

What fellowship can light have with darkness?  

Translate here:  

What harmony is there between Christ and Belial?”  

Translate here:  

This man Belial is Satan. 

Translate here:  

The word wickedness and Satan are clearly linked together in the New Testament.  

Translate here:  

When we say in Proverbs, “Here is a description of worthless and wicked people”, 

Translate here:  

we are talking about the people whose lives are ruled by Satan.  

Translate here:  

You might say we are talking about a worthless, Satanic people.  

Translate here:  

They are constant liars, 

Translate here:  

signaling their true intentions to their friends 

Translate here:  

by making signs with their eyes, their feet and their fingers. 

Translate here:  

Their perverted hearts plot evil.  

Translate here:  

They stir up trouble constantly. 

Translate here:  

The sound of the trumpet, that we are going to blast today, is this:

Translate here:  

that these sons of Belial are all too often found in the church. 

Translate here:  

“Now Brother Steve, say that again?” 

Translate here:  

I said, “These sons of Belial are all to often found in the church.”  

Translate here:  

Their description follows here in Proverbs chapter 6 verses 16 through 19.  

Translate here:  

Let’s see if we can recognize any of these people. 

Translate here:  

I will read a list of the 6 things that the Lord hates. 

Translate here:  

It says, “He hates six things, no seven things he detests.” 

Translate here:  

Here is the list. Listen. 

Translate here:  

“A haughty eye”.  

Translate here:  

That can be translated “a proud look”. 

Translate here:  

Have we ever seen in the church a person with a proud look?  

Translate here:  

“A lying tongue.”  God hates a lying tongue.  

Translate here:  

Have we ever seen a lying tongue among the congregation of the saints?  

Translate here:  

God hates a lying tongue.  

Translate here:  

“Hands that kill the innocent” 

Translate here:  

In its strictest interpretation here, we don’t have many murders in the church, 

Translate here:  

but we do have people who can kill with their tongue. 

Translate here:  

Innocent people are often accused of things that they didn’t do,

Translate here:  

by Christians who spread rumors about them. 

Translate here:  

This evil is not uncommon in the church.

Translate here:  

So we could say that those hands that kill the innocent can still be found in the church. 

Translate here:  

There is also, “…a heart that plots evil.” 

Translate here:  

Usually the heart that is plotting evil is the one that wants to get some kind of revenge. 

Translate here:  

I want to “get back” at someone, 

Translate here:  

I am going to hurt them like they hurt me.  

Translate here:  

My heart thinks, “I don’t like what they did or said and I am going to get them back.” 

Translate here:  

But God hates hearts that plot evil. 

Translate here:  

Proverbs speaks of another thing God hates.  

Translate here:  

That is feet that race to do what is wrong.  

Translate here:  

Some one could literally run to the other side of the congregation 

Translate here:  

and whisper a word of gossip right within the church.  

Translate here:  

Why would I be talking about these things that God hates inside the church? 

Translate here:  

It is because ultimately God wants to have a perfect unblemished bride.  

Translate here:  

He wants to make the church beautiful.  

Translate here:  

We have already referenced that.  

Translate here:  

He wants to clean up our actions.  

Translate here:  

He wants us to walk in ways that will please him and will make him happy. 

Translate here:  

He is letting us know what doesn’t make him happy, 

Translate here:  

so we can put these things away from us.  

Translate here:  

We must have nothing to do with them.  

Translate here:  

He is making it clear to us what he wants and what he doesn’t want. 

Translate here:  

He is listing here in the Book of Proverbs seven things that he hates or detests. 

Translate here:  

Listen to number 6. 

Translate here:  

“A false witness that pours out lies.”  

Translate here:  

God hates a false witness that pours out lies.  

Translate here:  

How easy it is for us to repeat a rumor. 

Translate here:  

There is something in us that delights in gossip. 

Translate here:  

It delights in seeing someone else put down, 

Translate here:  

thinking that spreading this rumor is somehow lifting us up. 

Translate here:  

We try to lift ourselves up by putting someone else down. 

Translate here:  

We are willing to distort the truth 

Translate here:  

and to lie about someone, to somehow feel better about ourselves. 

Translate here:  

Proverbs warns us that a false witness who pours out lies is one of those whom God hates. 

Translate here:  

The last thing in the list is something we need to spend more time on,

Translate here:  

and we will do that in our next study on A Proverb A Day. 

Translate here:  

We will be talking about, “…a person who sows discord among brothers.”  

Translate here:  

This is a spirit of division.

Translate here:  

This can bring a split between God’s people. 

Translate here:  

In the New Testament, the word “heresy” is mentioned. 

Translate here:  

Have you heard of the word “heresy”?  

Translate here:  

A “heretic” is a person who sews division.  

Translate here:  

We will be looking at that in our next session of A Proverb A Day.  

Translate here:  

I believe that if we are aware of the devil’s destructive tactics,

Translate here:  

we will be forewarned and won’t ignorantly do these things.

Translate here:  

God hates those who sew discord among brethren. 

Translate here:

I have mentioned that these things are found in the church.  

Translate here:  

It is nothing new.  

Translate here:  

There is an example in the Old Testament of an individual 

Translate here:  

who was referred to as a son of Belial, a worthless wicked person.  

Translate here:  

This man was a preacher’s son.  His name was Hoffni. 

Translate here:  

His father was a judge over Israel. 

Translate here:  

His father’s name was Samuel. 

Translate here:  

Yes, Samuel the great prophet.  

Translate here:  

Because Samuel, his father, had become old and couldn’t perform the work of the ministry, 

Translate here:  

Hoffni and his brother, Phineas, were put in charge of the church. 

Translate here:  

Actually, in this case, we are not talking about the church, 

Translate here:  

we are talking about the temple.  

Translate here:  

We learn that Hoffni and Phineas stood at the temple gate 

Translate here:  

And stole portions from the offerings that the people were bringing….

Translate here:  

This is really very sad because, as priests, 

Translate here:  

they had a right to take portions of these offerings anyway. 

Translate here:  

If they had simply waited they would have received their portion. 

Translate here:  

But, before it was time, they took the best parts of the offerings for themselves. 

Translate here:  

They were even looking out for the young women that came to the temple. 

Translate here:  

They took advantage of them.  

Translate here:  

They were referred to as sons of Belial. 

Translate here:  

This is an example in the Old Testament in the congregation of Israel 

Translate here:  

of men who were in the priesthood, who were abusing the priesthood.  

Translate here:  

They both perished in a disastrous battle with the Philistines.  

Translate here:  

They died suddenly, without another chance.  

Translate here:  

They didn’t expect to die that day.  

Translate here:  

They thought that God was with them, and that everything was all right. 

Translate here:  

We have read about this in Proverbs chapter 6 verse 15.  

Translate here:  

It says, “They will be destroyed suddenly, 

Translate here:  

broken beyond all hope of healing.”  

Translate here:  

Let us let this be a wake up call to the pastor or the deacon. 

Translate here:  

If he is not walking closely to the Lord 

Translate here:  

as he knows that he ought to be. 

Translate here:  

Maybe he is dipping into the offering a little bit 

Translate here:  

and taking the best of the offerings for himself. 

Translate here:  

We would hope that it would not be the case, 

Translate here:  

but there are known instances of pastors 

Translate here:  

who are taking advantage of the young women in the church.  

Translate here:  

This is nothing new.  

Translate here:  

It happened way back there in the Old Testament.  

Translate here:  

It is happening today in churches around the world.  

Translate here:  

But the warning, the wakeup call is this: 

Translate here:  

“They will be destroyed suddenly, 

Translate here:  

broken beyond all hope of healing.” 

Translate here:  

I hope we have heard this warning today.  

Translate here:  

There are things that God hates. 

Translate here:  

Here is the list again from Proverbs chapter 6 verses 16 through 19.  

Translate here:  

“There are six things that the Lord hates; 

Translate here:  

yes, seven are an abomination to him: 

Translate here:  

a proud look, a lying tongue, 

Translate here:  

hands that  shed innocent blood, 

Translate here:  

a heart that devises wicked imaginations, 

Translate here:  

feet that are swift in running to mischief, 

Translate here:  

a false witness that speaks lies, 

Translate here:  

and last, a person that sows discord among brethren.” 

Translate here:  

Tomorrow, by God’s grace, we are going to learn a little more about the last one.

Translate here:
