“The commandment is the lamp and the law is light, 

Translate here:  

and reproofs of instruction are a way of life. 

Translate here:  

When you go, they shall lead you. 

Translate here:  

When you sleep, they shall keep you, 

Translate here:  

When you awake in the morning, they shall talk to you. 

Translate here:  

Bind them continually upon your heart. Tie them about your neck.”  

Translate here:  

I learned this scripture by singing it many years ago.

Translate here:  

I won’t try to sing it for you,

Translate here:  

But I would recommend to everyone that this is a very good way to learn the word the God. 

Translate here:  

The very message is about binding the message of God upon your heart. 

Translate here:  

The melody not only helps with memorization, 

Translate here:  

but the tune can stay in your mind throughout the day, 

Translate here:  

and remind you of God and his instructions and promises.

Translate here:  

I was blessed by being brought up in a revival. 

Translate here:  

I was born in a revival that was heavily focused on singing the word of God. 

Translate here:  

These few verses come from Proverbs chapter 6 verses 21 through 23.

Translate here:  

It was a section of scripture that I memorized and sang often as a baby Christian. 

Translate here:  

I think it really had a big impact on my life. 

Translate here:  

I think it changed things. 

Translate here:  

It reminded me to stay focused on the Word of God throughout the day.

Translate here:  

It put an emphasis on the profound truths of God. 

Translate here:  

It made me consider what is important. 

Translate here:  

The writer of Proverbs talks about the “lamp”. 

Translate here:  

David talks about it in Psalm 18. 

Translate here:  

He says, Lord, you have brought light to my life. 

Translate here:  

My God, you light up my darkness. 

Translate here:  

In your strength, I can crush an army. 

Translate here:  

With my God I can scale any wall.” 

Translate here:  

What a promise! The light of God…the lamp of God. 

Translate here:  

In another place David says in Psalm 119 verse 108: 

Translate here:  

“Your word is a lamp unto my feet and a light unto my path.” 

Translate here:  

How many times I have thought on that! 

Translate here:  

“Your word is a lamp unto my feet and a light unto my path.” 

Translate here:  

When a verse of scripture in the form of a song gets into your heart, 

Translate here:  

It can elevate your life.

Translate here:  

The active word of God in your heart can make life so much easier to live. 

Translate here:  

It influences your whole attitude toward life. 

Translate here:  

Do you have that respect for the Word of God? 

Translate here:  

Do you hunger for the Word of God? 

Translate here:  

Do you get involved with the Word of God on a daily basis? 

Translate here:  

That’s a good question, because in Proverbs 13, it says: 

Translate here:  

“The light of the righteous rejoices, 

Translate here:  

but the lamp of the wicked shall be put out.” 

Translate here:  

The lamp of the righteous, the light of the righteous,…

Translate here:  

Our relationship with the Word of God is supposed to shine brighter and brighter, 

Translate here:  

but the lamp of the wicked will be put out. 

Translate here:  

It goes on to say in Proverbs 20 verse 20:

Translate here:  

“Whoever curses his father or his mother, ..

Translate here:  

his lamp shall be put out in blackness of darkness.” 

Translate here:  

Now there is a thought that our lamp could be put out 

Translate here:  

because we curse our mother or we curse our father. 

Translate here:  

In the same way, God has shown in his Word 

Translate here:  

that a great respect is needed between a husband and his wife. 

Translate here:  

He is showing here that the child is supposed to respect the parent. 

Translate here:  

I know people who are 50 years old 

Translate here:  

and still don’t respect their mother or their father. 

Translate here:  

Now that doesn’t mean that their father and mother are right. 

Translate here:  

The Father and mother may not even be Christians, 

Translate here:  

but the Word of God says that we can’t curse them. 

Translate here:  

The first commandment with promise is that you obey your mother and father, 

Translate here:  

that you respect your mother and father who gave you life. 

Translate here:  

This is all related to our lamp, our light, and our revelation 

Translate here:  

It is related to our understanding and how much we comprehend God’s plan.

Translate here:  

Is the Bible confusing to us? 

Translate here:  

Is the Bible a dark book that holds secrets that we can’t unlock? 

Translate here:  

Or is it Word of God that speaks to us as we think upon it? 

Translate here:  

In Proverbs chapter 6 verse 22, it says it speaks to us in the morning. 

Translate here:  

Everyone lies down to sleep, and God’s Word is there with us.

Translate here:  

When we awake in the morning, it awakes with us. 

Translate here:  

As we go along our way, it speaks to us. 

Translate here:  

This is the normal condition of the person who is a Christian. 

Translate here:  

He has the commandment of God. The commandment of the Lord is his lamp. 

Translate here:  

It speaks to him. It goes with him. It guides him. 

Translate here:  

It shows him the path of righteousness. 

Translate here:  

I have promised to make a connection 

Translate here:  

between the book of Proverbs and the gospels, Matthew, Mark, Luke and John.

Translate here:  

I think the most appropriate place to do this, is in Matthew chapter 25. 

Translate here:  

In Matthew chapter 25, it looks forward to the return of the Lord. 

Translate here:  

We can learn a lot from it, 

Translate here:  

but let’s focus on the light and the lamp for just a minute. 

Translate here:  

In Matthew 25 verses 1 through 13, it says, 

Translate here:  

“Then shall the kingdom of heaven be like unto 10 virgins 

Translate here:  

who took their lamps and went forth to meet the bridegroom.” 

Translate here:  

Now the lamp of our life is the Word of God. 

Translate here:  

God’s commandment is a lamp and his word is light. 

Translate here:  

Then these 10 virgins that took their lamps to go to meet the bridegroom…

Translate here:  

They were taking their treasures, like their wallets filled with money. 

Translate here:  

What did they have? 

Translate here:  

What have you got in your lamp? 

Translate here:  

How much revelation do you have? 

Translate here:  

It says, “then shall the kingdom of heaven be compared unto 10 virgins 

Translate here:  

who took their lamps and went to meet the bridegroom. 

Translate here:  

Five of them were foolish and 5 were wise, 

Translate here:  

for the foolish when they took their lamps, they took no oil with them, 

Translate here:  

but the wise took oil in their vessels with their lamps.” 

Translate here:  

This oil speaks of the anointing of the Holy Ghost. 

Translate here:  

The oil throughout the scriptures speaks of the energy of God. 

Translate here:  

Now if the commandment is a lamp and the law is light, 

Translate here:  

then Jesus expands by telling us a little bit more. 

Translate here:  

He says it is not enough just to have the book with the words in it. 

Translate here:  

The oil is the UNDERSTANDING of the Words of God. 

Translate here:  

You need to have the anointing of God in addition to the word of God, 

Translate here:  

because the word or the letter of the law kills, 

Translate here:  

but the spirit of the law gives life. 

Translate here:  

The spirit of the law comes from the oil. 

Translate here:  

It comes from the anointing.

Translate here:  

Continuing on: “For the foolish when they took their lamps, took no oil with them.” 

Translate here:  

You see, they had lamps. 

Translate here:  

They had information and they had the written words, 

Translate here:  

but they didn’t have the anointing of the Holy Ghost. 

Translate here:  

They didn’t have the spiritual interpretation of the word available to them. 

Translate here:  

Continuing on it says, “The wise took oil in their vessels with their lamps. 

Translate here:  

While the bridegroom tarried, they all slumbered and slept, 

Translate here:  

but at midnight there was a cry. 

Translate here:  

Behold the bridegroom. Come you forth to meet him.” 

Translate here:  

This is all speaking of the kingdom of heaven. 

Translate here:  

The bridegroom is Jesus. 

Translate here:  

The wise and unwise virgins represent those who are in the church. 

Translate here:  

“Then all those virgins arose and trimmed their lamps.” 

Translate here:  

Many of us in the age of electricity don’t understand trimming the lamp. 

Translate here:  

A lamp wick is a small rope in a kerosene lamp oil. 

Translate here:  

It wicks up oil to the top where the fire burns it.

Translate here:  

After it has burned a while, it begins to burn unevenly. 

Translate here:  

On the right side of the wick, the fire may burn very bright, 

Translate here:  

but on the left side, it may be smoking because the wick is uneven. 

Translate here:  

Not enough of the wick is exposed to the air to cause it to burn correctly. 

Translate here:  

The way to correct this, is to put the fire out, 

Translate here:  

and roll the wick up about an inch into the air. 

Translate here:  

Then take a pair of scissors and cut off the top so that it is even across the top. 

Translate here:  

The result is a cleanly burning, well-distributed light. 

Translate here:  

So we not only have a lamp, which is the commandment of God, the Word of God. 

Translate here:  

We not only have the anointing of God, 

Translate here:  

but we have a responsibility to see to it that we keep the Word balanced, 

Translate here:  

that we don’t get too much into certain doctrines or certain ideas or certain theories. 

Translate here:  

This is one advantage we have in studying the book of Proverbs. 

Translate here:  

We are not focused on any special doctrines. 

Translate here:  

We are focused on the full counsel of God. 

Translate here:  

Looking at the book of Proverbs on a daily basis, 

Translate here:  

how many different topics have we touched on since we started this study? 

Translate here:  

We are keeping a balanced word coming forth. 

Translate here:  

We are not talking only about the goodness of God. 

Translate here:  

I know some people who speak all day long about the goodness of God. 

Translate here:  

He is good and he is always good. 

Translate here:  

Yes, He IS good, and He is always good, 

Translate here:  

but that is not the whole counsel of God. 

Translate here:  

That is not everything we need to know in order to be profitable and constructive in the kingdom. 

Translate here:  

So we need to trim our lamps. 

Translate here:  

We need to keep the oil flowing, the understanding of God’s word, 

Translate here:  

We need to keep the light glowing in an even, balanced way. 

Translate here:  

Let’s continue with the story.

Translate here:  

“At midnight, there arose a cry. 

Translate here:  

The foolish said to the wise. Give us of your oil.” 

Translate here:  

This is what is going to happen on that day. 

Translate here:  

The foolish, those who don’t have oil, 

Translate here:  

those who have only relied on their intellectual understanding of the word, …

Translate here:  

They will go to the spiritual people, and say, 

Translate here:  

“Give some of the spiritual insight and understanding that you have.” 

Translate here:  

But the wise answered, saying, 

Translate here:  

“Peradventure there will not be enough for us and for you. 

Translate here:  

Rather you go to them that sell and buy for yourselves.” 

Translate here:  

The wise ones could also have said to the unwise ones, 

Translate here:  

if you had been careful about the spiritual anointing, you would have been ready. 

Translate here:  

In the book of Proverbs it says, 

Translate here:  

buy the truth and sell it not. 

Translate here:  

We need to buy the truth about the spirit of God, which is the agency of God. 

Translate here:  

The Agent of God is the Holy Spirit in our lives. 

Translate here:  

He is the One who brings us into all truth.  

Translate here:  

The ones who hadn’t bought the truth went away trying to find some. 

Translate here:  

It says, “While they went away to buy some, the bridegroom came, 

Translate here:  

and they that were ready went in with him to the marriage feast and the door was shut. 

Translate here:  

Afterwards also came the other virgins, saying, “Lord, open to us.” 

Translate here:  

But he said, truely I say unto you, I know you not. 

Translate here:  

Watch you therefore, for you know not the day or the hour.” 

Translate here:  

This is serious stuff. 

Translate here:  

We need to have the anointing of the Holy Ghost. 

Translate here:  

We have to have our lamps to start with, which is the written word of God

Translate here:  

and we have to have the oil, which is the anointing of spiritual understanding, 

Translate here:  

and it needs to be a balanced word. 

Translate here:  

I pray that you will be here with us again tomorrow on “A Proverb a Day”

Translate here:
