Translate here:  

The Lord Jesus wants us to be wise. 

Translate here:  

He wants us to have our priorities right. 

Translate here:  

He wants us to think right thoughts and be seeking right things. 

Translate here:  

Listen to how he speaks to us out of the book of Proverbs. 

Translate here:  

He is now Wisdom speaking. Proverbs chapter 8 verses 1 through 9, 

Translate here:  

“Listen as wisdom calls out, as understanding raises her voice. 

Translate here:  

She stands on the hilltop at the crossroads, 

Translate here:  

at the entrance to the city, at the city gates and she cries aloud. 

Translate here:  

I cry. I call to all of you. I am raising my voice to all people. 

Translate here:  

How naive you are. Let me give you common sense. 

Translate here:  

Oh foolish ones, let me give you understanding. 

Translate here:  

Listen to me for I have excellent things to tell you. 

Translate here:  

Everything I say is right. 

Translate here:  

For I speak the truth and I hate every kind of deception. 

Translate here:  

My advice is wholesome and good. 

Translate here:  

There is nothing crooked or twisted in it. 

Translate here:  

My words are plain to anyone with understanding, 

Translate here:  

clear to those who want to learn.” 

Translate here:  

Listen to how wisdom is crying out. 

Translate here:  

We are reading from the book of Proverbs. 

Translate here:  

This is A Proverb a Day. 

Translate here:  

We are making the connection between the book of Proverbs and the gospels, Matthew, Mark, Luke and John. 

Translate here:  

When we finish reading this passage from the book of Proverbs, 

Translate here:  

we will revisit the story of the 5 wise virgins and the 5 unwise virgins. 

Translate here:  

We will to try to determine what it is that we are really seeking, 

Translate here:  

what it is that we are after. 

Translate here:  

I see that it is discussed here in Proverbs chapter 8. 

Translate here:  

Looking at verse 10, we see that the writer of Proverbs says 

Translate here:  

“Choose instruction rather than silver, 

Translate here:  

and choose knowledge over pure gold.” 

Translate here:  

That is quite an admonition, 

Translate here:  

“For wisdom is far more valuable than rubies. 

Translate here:  

Nothing you desire can be compared with it.” 

Translate here:  

Imagine that. Wisdom is more valuable than rubies. 

Translate here:  

Wisdom says, “I wisdom live together with good judgment.  

Translate here:  

I know where to discover knowledge and discernment.” 

Translate here:  

We are not finished reading, but I have to mention this:

Translate here:  

A few people in America have won a lot money in the lottery 

Translate here:  

which is a gambling game offered by state governments. 

Translate here:  

They have been given 100’s of 1000’s of dollars. 

Translate here:  

Many of us may not be aware of it, 

Translate here:  

but when the lottery first came into existence in America, 

Translate here:  

it used to be that the winners got a check and walked away. 

Translate here:  

Then some studies were done 

Translate here:  

and it was found that people with 10’s of millions of dollars would be broke in a year and a half. 

Translate here:  

Not only would they be broke, 

Translate here:  

but they would be in debt. 

Translate here:  

They would have spent the whole thing. 

Translate here:  

So now when a person wins the lottery, 

Translate here:  

the wisdom of the state is to not give them all the money, 

Translate here:  

but to give them so much every year. 

Translate here:  

But you know, foolish men can’t even deal with that. 

Translate here:  

Many have borrowed the amount that they have won. 

Translate here:  

So they use their yearly income to pay off the loan. 

Translate here:  

In a very short time they have spent all of their winnings and they are in debt again. 

Translate here:  

This is foolishness! Having riches is not the answer. 

Translate here:  

Wisdom is better than riches, 

Translate here:  

because if you have wisdom, then you know where to get riches. 

Translate here:  

Wisdom says, “I wisdom live together with good judgment. 

Translate here:  

I know where to discover knowledge and discernment. 

Translate here:  

All who fear the Lord will hate evil. 

Translate here:  

This is the beginning of wisdom and knowledge. 

Translate here:  

That is why I hate pride, arrogance, corruption and perverted speech. 

Translate here:  

Good advice and success belong to me. 

Translate here:  

Insight and strength are mine.”

Translate here:  

This is what the writer of Proverbs is telling us:

Translate here:  

that as we pursue wisdom, then our mouths will be free from perverse speech. 

Translate here:  

Our hearts will be free from arrogance and corruption. 

Translate here:  

We will have insight and strength. 

Translate here:  

This is a wonderful promise. 

Translate here:  

In verse 15 he says, “Because of me, kings reign and rulers make just laws. 

Translate here:  

Rulers lead with my help 

Translate here:  

and nobles make righteous judgments.” 

Translate here:  

We know that there is corruption in government 

Translate here:  

and not all leaders make right decisions. 

Translate here:  

Some of them make very selfish decisions. 

Translate here:  

All they are interested in is getting elected or being in power. 

Translate here:  

The writer of Proverbs is telling us when a nation has good government, 

Translate here:  

it comes from those people in leadership who listen to wisdom. 

Translate here:  

Listen to the voice of wisdom who cries out. 

Translate here:  

Wisdom tells us in verse 17, “I love all who love me.” 

Translate here:  

Do you love wisdom today? 

Translate here:  

Is wisdom something that you are seeking, 

Translate here:  

or are you merely looking forward to problems and worries today? 

Translate here:  

Perhaps if you had wisdom, you wouldn’t have those worries today, 

Translate here:  

because wisdom would give an answer to your worries,

Translate here:  

because wisdom would comfort your heart in the midst of your problems.  

Translate here:  

The promise is that those who search for me will surely find me. 

Translate here:  

Doesn’t that sound a lot what Jesus said in the Sermon on the Mount. 

Translate here:  

He said those that hunger and thirst for righteousness, shall be filled. 

Translate here:  

The writer of Proverbs, speaking in the person of wisdom, says, 

Translate here:  

“Those who search for me will surely find me.” 

Translate here:  

Each of us should be making up his mind today to search for wisdom. 

Translate here:  

One place to search for it is in the Word of God. 

Translate here:  

If you have determined to look into the book of Wisdom, this Bible is a book of Wisdom. 

Translate here:  

Are you ignoring this book of Wisdom? 

Translate here:  

Are you saying, I might look at it some time in the future?

Translate here:  

Are you saying, I don’t have time to listen to good Bible teaching? 

Translate here:  

Right now I have more important things to do with my life? 

Translate here:  

If you are, then you are demonstrating that you really don’t love wisdom. 

Translate here:  

You don’t really hunger for Wisdom. 

Translate here:  

Wisdom is found in this book of knowledge, the Bible, the Word of God. 

Translate here:  

If you had real wisdom, then you could open the door to some amazing things. 

Translate here:  

Wisdom says, “My gifts are better than the purest gold, 

Translate here:  

my wages better than sterling silver.” 

Translate here:  

This is wisdom speaking. 

Translate here:  

Wisdom is saying that its gifts are better than gold 

Translate here:  

and its wages are better than sterling silver. 

Translate here:  

Wisdom walks in paths of righteousness and in justice. 

Translate here:  

When we have wisdom, we have the ability to choose the right way. 

Translate here:  

 “Just and true” will be the things you are doing. 

Translate here:  

Next it says, “Those who love me inherit wealth, 

Translate here:  

for I fill their treasuries.” 

Translate here:  

This is where we will finish reading in Proverbs today.  

Translate here:  

I will begin reading in the gospels in just a moment, 

Translate here:  

but think about this. 

Translate here:  

Wisdom is standing on the street corner crying out, 

Translate here:  

saying come to me. 

Translate here:  

I want to give to you unending wealth…treasures…

Translate here:  

treasures that are better than silver and gold.  

Translate here:  

It says mere gold or rubies will perish. 

Translate here:  

We see that in another place in Proverbs 

Translate here:  

that riches that come quickly will flee quickly. 

Translate here:  

But this richness that comes from the person of Wisdom, 

Translate here:  

from Jesus himself, will bring you unending, and unlimited treasure.  

Translate here:  

It will free your mouth from perversity. 

Translate here:  

You will no longer need to be speaking bad words.  

Translate here:  

It will free your heart from arrogance. 

Translate here:  

You will no longer lift yourself up in pride. 

Translate here:  

Corruption will flee from you 

Translate here:  

because you will shine like the bright morning star. Alleluia. 

Translate here:  

But wisdom says, “You have to choose my instruction.” 

Translate here:  

It says you have to seek me. You have to look for me. 

Translate here:  

That brings us back to the Gospels. 

Translate here:  

We have been here before in this study. 

Translate here:  

Let’s look again in Matthew chapter 25 verse 1. 

Translate here:  

It says, “The kingdom of heaven can be illustrated by 10 bridesmaids 

Translate here:  

who took their lamps and went out to meet the bridegroom. 

Translate here:  

Five of them were foolish and five were wise. 

Translate here:  

The 5 who were foolish took no oil for their lamps, 

Translate here:  

but the other 5 were wise enough to take along extra oil. 

Translate here:  

When the bridegroom was delayed, 

Translate here:  

they all lay down and slept. 

Translate here:  

At midnight they were aroused by a shout, 

Translate here:  

“Look, the bridegroom is coming. 

Translate here:  

Come out and welcome him.” 

Translate here:  

All the bridesmaids got up and prepared their lamps. 

Translate here:  

Then the 5 foolish ones asked the others, 

Translate here:  

please, give us some of your oil, because our lamps are going out. 

Translate here:  

But the others replied, we don’t have enough for all of us. 

Translate here:  

Go to a shop and buy some for yourselves. 

Translate here:  

But while they were gone to buy oil, the bridegroom came 

Translate here:  

and those who were ready went in with him to the marriage feast

Translate here:  

And the door was locked. 

Translate here:  

Later when the other 5 bridesmaids returned, 

Translate here:  

they stood outside calling Sir, open the door for us. 

Translate here:  

But he called back. I don’t know you. 

Translate here:  

So stay awake and be prepared, 

Translate here:  

because you do not know the day or the hour of my return.” 

Translate here:  

Hear the voice of wisdom. 

Translate here:  

What if our priorities are wrong? 

Translate here:  

What if our attention is in the wrong direction? 

Translate here:  

Now both of these groups of people were virgins. 

Translate here:  

That speaks of having been washed and cleansed. 

Translate here:  

It speaks of purity and wholeness, 

Translate here:  

so in a sense they were all Christians, the virgin bride of Israel. 

Translate here:  

Five of them were wise and were seeking the coming of the Lord. 

Translate here:  

Their hearts were turned toward heaven. 

Translate here:  

Is your heart turned toward heaven today? 

Translate here:  

Are you seeking the kingdom of God? 

Translate here:  

Are you making sure that your lamp, which is your mind of understanding, 

Translate here:  

and your eye, that part of you that sees the things of God

Translate here:  

… are they filled with oil?  

Translate here:  

Do you have the anointing of the Holy Ghost flowing in your lamp today? 

Translate here:  

Are you turned on to Jesus today? 

Translate here:  

Is your lamp trimmed? Is it glowing brightly? 

Translate here:  

Have you had the wisdom to seek first the kingdom of God and his righteousness, 

Translate here:  

so that all these other things can be provided for you? 

Translate here:  

This is an admonition today. 

Translate here:  

Wisdom is a crying out! 

Translate here:  

Wisdom stands at the top of the hill and at the crossroads and calls out. 

Translate here:  

It’s a call to all of you. 

Translate here:  

I am raising my voice to all people.  

Translate here:  

It says how naïve you are! 

Translate here:  

Let me give you common sense. 

Translate here:  

Let me give you understanding. 

Translate here:  

Listen to me for I have excellent things to tell you. 

Translate here:  

Listen to me. Read the Bible. 

Translate here:  

Turn to that radio station that has solid Bible teaching on it. 

Translate here:  

Go and be with that friend who talks about the kingdom of God. 

Translate here:  

Seek ye first the kingdom of God and his righteousness 

Translate here:  

and all these other things will be provided. 

Translate here:  

The promise here is for unending treasures. 

Translate here:  

“Those who love me will inherit wealth, 

Translate here:  

for I will fill their treasuries. 

Translate here:  

My gifts are better than the purest gold.  

Translate here:  

My wages better than silver.”  Alleluia.

These are real promises. This is the truth. 

Translate here:  

This is the Word of God. 

Translate here:  

Proverbs says wisdom is better that gold, silver and rubies.
