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047 Watch for Wisdom – Tuesday

I don’t want to make any assumptions. 

Translate here:   

I suspect that many have not listened to all of these teachings from Proverbs. 

Translate here:   

If you missed earlier ones, 

Translate here:   

then you may not be aware of an important fact in the New Testament. 

Translate here:   

The New Testament tells us that, 

Translate here:   

“… in Christ Jesus dwells the fullness of all wisdom and knowledge.”

Translate here:   

That is a key bit of information, 

Translate here:   

because we are looking at wisdom talking in chapter 8 of Proverbs. 

Translate here:   

Wisdom tells us that it has unending treasures available for us. 

Translate here:   

Wisdom tells us that it is better than rubies or gold or silver. 

Translate here:   

We have to understand that this isn’t talking about an abstract wisdom. 

Translate here:   

It is talking about Jesus himself, where wisdom dwells. 

Translate here:   

This is Jesus calling out in the person of wisdom in the Old Testament. 

Translate here:   

We are going to see this a little more clearly. 

Translate here:   

In the second half of Proverbs chapter 8, 

Translate here:   

it talks about wisdom forming the earth. 

Translate here:   

We know from John chapter 1 verse 1 that “in the beginning the Word already existed. 

Translate here:   

The Word was with God and that the Word was God. 

Translate here:   

This is talking about Jesus. 

Translate here:   

In the beginning He was with God. He created everything there is. 

Translate here:   

Nothing exists that He didn’t make. 

Translate here:   

Life itself was in him, and His life is light to everyone.” 

Translate here:   

This creation process is talked about in the second half of Proverbs chapter 8. 

Translate here:   

We want to put Jesus right in the middle of the story. 

Translate here:   

Come with us now as we go to verse 22 in chapter 8 of Proverbs. 

Translate here:   

Wisdom is speaking. 

Translate here:   

“The Lord formed me from the beginning, 

Translate here:   

before he created anything else. 

Translate here:   

I was appointed in ages past, the very first before the earth began. 

Translate here:   

I was born before the oceans were created, 

Translate here:   

before the springs bubbled forth their waters. 

Translate here:   

Before the mountains and the hills were formed, I was born. 

Translate here:   

Before he had made the earth, the fields and the first handfuls of soil.” 

Translate here:   

Remember that in Christ Jesus dwells all fullness of wisdom. 

Translate here:   

Wisdom is crying out from the hilltop as we read yesterday.  

Translate here:   

Continuing in verse 27, 

Translate here:   

I was there when he established the heavens, 

Translate here:   

when he drew the horizon on the oceans. 

Translate here:   

I was there when he set the clouds above, 

Translate here:   

when he established the deep fountains of the earth. 

Translate here:   

I was there when he set the limits of the sea, 

Translate here:   

so that they would not spread beyond their boundaries.” 

Translate here:   

Isn’t that interesting that we can look at a map of the globe 

Translate here:   

and there is a line. 

Translate here:   

On the left of it is earth and on the right of it is sea. 

Translate here:   

God drew that line, according to this writer of Proverbs. 

Translate here:   

God drew the line that separated the land from the sea. 

Translate here:   

“I was there when he marked off the earth’s foundations. 

Translate here:   

I was the architect at his side. 

Translate here:   

I was his constant delight rejoicing always in his presence, 

Translate here:   

and how happy I was with what he created! 

Translate here:   

His wide world and all the human family!! 

Translate here:   

And so, my children, listen to me. 

Translate here:   

Happy are all that follow my ways. 

Translate here:   

Listen to my counsel and be wise. 

Translate here:   

Don’t ignore it.” 

Translate here:   

Now in chapter 8 of Proverbs, Wisdom is crying out, saying, 

Translate here:   

“Watch for me, look for me, get me.”  

Translate here:   

It will repeat this statement as I read the last 2 verses in the chapter. 

Translate here:   

This wisdom that is crying out is exceedingly wise. 

Translate here:   

It knows about the heavens. 

Translate here:   

It knows about the foundations of the earth. 

Translate here:   

It knows about the boundaries by which the sea and the seashore are established. 

Translate here:   

It knows the foundational principles of the earth. 

Translate here:   

I would suggest to you in our quest for wisdom and in our quest for knowledge, 

Translate here:   

we do not have to ignore higher education in schools or colleges. 

Translate here:   

The sciences that we might study when we go to school …

Translate here:   

They can reveal to us the knowledge that wisdom knew at the beginning. 

Translate here:   

There is an unfortunate aspect about the way science is taught in American schools today. 

Translate here:   

Too many teachers don’t understand that Jesus created the earth. 

Translate here:   

They have this mythology, this so-called theory of evolution 

Translate here:   

They teach that things accidentally evolved along the way. 

Translate here:   

They don’t see the truth of the scriptures and the truth of wisdom 

Translate here:   

that God formed these things, and set these things in place. 

Translate here:   

So when we approach scientific learning regarding knowledge, 

Translate here:   

we have to approach it with wise eyes. 

Translate here:   

We have to realize that many scientists simply make a mistake about where it all came from. 

Translate here:   

Even thought they have made a mistake about where the earth came from, 

Translate here:   

many scientists have done a wonderful job at taking a look at what is actually there. 

Translate here:   

They have listed and named thousands of insects and animals. 

Translate here:   

They have looked deep into the foundations of the earth. 

Translate here:   

They know the different layers of bedrock. 

Translate here:   

They know the topsoil and molten lava that exist underneath the face of the earth. 

Translate here:   

In spite of the error of the theory of evolution, 

Translate here:   

I can still recommend the study of sciences. 

Translate here:   

No thinking person when they see how wonderfully complex the earth is 

Translate here:   

and how beautiful it is, and how filled it is with balance and harmony, 

Translate here:   

could fail to realize how it took an exceedingly wise mind to create the entire thing. Alleluia, 

Translate here:   

Verse 34 of Proverbs chapter 8, Wisdom is speaking. 

Translate here:   

“Happy are those who listen to me, 

Translate here:   

watching for me daily at my gates, 

Translate here:   

waiting for me outside my home, 

Translate here:   

for whoever finds me finds life 

Translate here:   

and wins approval from the Lord, 

Translate here:   

but those who missed me, have injured themselves. 

Translate here:   

All who hate me love death.” 

Translate here:   

I want to marry these two things together, Jesus and Wisdom.  

Translate here:   

In Christ Jesus dwells the fullness of all knowledge and wisdom. 

Translate here:   

When you have Jesus, you have wisdom. 

Translate here:   

It is a great mistake to seek wisdom without seeking the Lord. 

Translate here:   

That is where people become puffed up in intellectual pride. 

Translate here:   

They have gained knowledge in a certain kind of worldly wisdom, 

Translate here:   

but if they have not known the Lord, 

Translate here:   

if they have not found Jesus, 

Translate here:   

then their wisdom is very weak and incomplete.

Translate here:   

In fact, they won’t have the strength to walk in what they know is right.

Translate here:   

They will want to do the things that they know are wrong. 

Translate here:   

But when you have Jesus, and when you seek the Lord, 

Translate here:   

a door of potential opens for you. 

Translate here:   

You gain access to the fullness of all knowledge and wisdom. 

Translate here:   

In one way of thinking, wisdom is a gift. 

Translate here:   

It is something that is granted to a person 

Translate here:   

when they take a wise step to follow Jesus. 

Translate here:   

Even so, I want to focus here for just a minute 

Translate here:   

on how it is that we are supposed to be watching for wisdom on a daily basis. 

Translate here:   

Happy are those watching for me daily at my gates,

Translate here:   

And waiting for me outside of my home. 

Translate here:   

Are we waiting for Jesus? 

Translate here:   

Are we watching for the Lord? 

Translate here:   

Are we looking for his arrival? 

Translate here:   

This is not the best analogy, but let’s think about this. 

Translate here:   

A person wants to go on a trip and they don’t have a vehicle, 

Translate here:   

but they do have some money. 

Translate here:   

They want to get from one place to another. 

Translate here:   

They are standing on the road. 

Translate here:   

Because it is hidden from them, 

Translate here:   

they don’t realize that they are standing at a bus stop. 

Translate here:   

All they are thinking about is their desire to get some place. 

Translate here:   

The bus comes by and stops and leaves. 

Translate here:   

Another one comes along and stops and leaves. 

Translate here:   

Another one comes along, and stops and leaves. 

Translate here:   

But that person is not waiting and watching for the bus, 

Translate here:   

He is waiting for something else.

Translate here:   

He is not sure what it is, but it never seems to come.

Translate here:   

He is watching for something else.

Translate here:   

He is not sure what it is, but it never seems to appear. 

Translate here:   

He is lacking in insight and understanding. 

Translate here:   

But the wise person who wants to get some place watches and waits for the bus. 

Translate here:   

When the bus comes, he gets on and leaves. 

Translate here:   

This is a relatively simple idea or concept. 

Translate here:   

But you know, some people today are not waiting and watching for wisdom. 

Translate here:   

They are not looking for Jesus, when He comes to the bus stop. 

Translate here:   

He says I want to take you to where you want to go. 

Translate here:   

Not only do I want to take you to where you want to go, 

Translate here:   

I want to take you to places better than places you ever thought of. 

Translate here:   

I want to bless you exceedingly abundantly 

Translate here:   

beyond what you could ask for or even expect. 

Translate here:   

These foolish naïve people who are not watching and waiting, miss Jesus, 

Translate here:   

exactly the way that person in my story missed the bus. 

Translate here:   

It goes by and he doesn’t pay any attention to it, 

Translate here:   

because he wasn’t watching. 

Translate here:   

He wasn’t waiting. 

Translate here:   

The bus was hidden from him.

Translate here:   

He missed the pleasure of the ride and the joy of the destination. 

Translate here:   

In Matthew chapter 24 verse 42, it says 

Translate here:   

“Keep watch because you do not know on what day your Lord will come, 

Translate here:   

but understand this, if the owner of the house had known what time the thief was coming, 

Translate here:   

he would have kept watch 

Translate here:   

and he would not have let his house be broken into, 

Translate here:   

so you also must be ready, 

Translate here:   

because the Son of Man will come at an hour when you do not expect him.” 

Translate here:   

I believe that this does not only refer to the return of the Lord. 

Translate here:   

It is not limited to the second coming of Christ at the end of the age. 

Translate here:   

Do you know that the Lord comes to us daily? 

Translate here:   

Often he comes when we are not even expecting him. 

Translate here:   

The admonition here is, “… therefore keep watch.” 

Translate here:   

It’s very clear.  It says look, 

Translate here:   

If you had information that there was a thief coming to knock down your door, 

Translate here:   

to come in and steal, you would find a weapon to protect yourself, wouldn’t you? 

Translate here:   

You would be waiting.  

Translate here:   

You would be watching 

Translate here:   

because you would want to protect yourself from evil. 

Translate here:   

Well, I can declare that wisdom wants to come into your life. 

Translate here:   

I can declare that Jesus wants to manifest himself to you. 

Translate here:   

He wants to reveal himself to you, 

Translate here:   

but are you going to be watching when he comes? 

Translate here:   

Are you going to be looking? 

Translate here:   

Are you going to be looking like that person that is at the bus stop, 

Translate here:   

watching for the bus when it comes down the road? 

Translate here:   

Or are you going to be like that other person who wants to get some place, 

Translate here:   

but doesn’t have the common sense to look for the bus.  

Translate here:   

There is a ride available.  There is a way available. 

Translate here:   

It is in the person of Jesus Christ in whom dwells the fullness of all wisdom and knowledge. 

Translate here:   

Wisdom is speaking to us today. 

Translate here:   

 Wisdom says, “Watch! Happy are those who listen to me, watching for me daily at my gates.” 

Translate here:   

Are you watching daily? 

Translate here:   

Have you daily sought for the Lord in the Word of God? 

Translate here:   

Have you opened the Book of Wisdom today? 

Translate here:   

Unending treasures are mine, says the Lord of Wisdom. 

Translate here:

I pray for you that your treasure houses will be filled this day. 

Translate here:   

Seek Him this day.

Translate here:
