These are what we call pithy statements,

statements of truth.

They are short statements that are worthy of meditating on and thinking on.

For the next several sessions of A Proverb A Day,

we will be taking one verse at a time.

In some cases, we will look at 2 or more verses when they happen to be related to each other.

We are now in Proverbs chapter 10. 

Translate here:   

This first nugget of Gold to keep the devil away is a powerful one.

It says in Proverbs chapter 10 verse 1, 

Translate here:   

“A wise son makes the father glad, 

Translate here:   

but a foolish son brings heaviness to his mother.” 

Translate here:   

We can see an immediate truth regarding this 

Translate here:   

because we are fathers and we are mothers who may have sons. 

Translate here:   

Those of us who have children know the pleasure of having wise children. 

Translate here:   

We enjoy having children make the right decisions and do the right things. 

Translate here:   

In contrast, there are many mothers who know the heaviness 

Translate here:   

that comes as a result of having a foolish son. 

Translate here:   

I recall myself when I was 18. 

Translate here:   

I made my mother’s heart heavy 

Translate here:   

when I rebelled against the provision of my home. 

Translate here:   

I left home to go off to see the world 

Translate here:   

and seek my own fortune, and do my own things.

I can recall how distraught and how heavy my mother’s heart was at that particular time.

A group of Presbyterians about 200 years ago in Scotland tried to start a new church.

The only way the Presbyterians could free themselves from this war was to become an established religion.

“Man’s chief and highest end is to glorify God and to fully enjoy him forever.”

This is the conclusion of people who just thought the matter out.

They said why are we here? 

Translate here:   

What is life all about?

The conclusion they came to,….

Translate here:   

the chief end of man, the purpose of man is to glorify God. 

Translate here:   

Let’s apply this to the verses we read in Proverbs, 

Translate here:   

It says, “A wise son makes a glad father.” 

Translate here:   

If we are the sons of God, 

Translate here:   

if we are the children of God, 

Translate here:   

if He is our heavenly Father, 

Translate here:   

then it is true that the children of God make glad the heavenly Father. 

Translate here:   

Are you going to make Him glad today? 

Translate here:   

Have you even made this a part of your life? 

Translate here:   

Have you made this the chief purpose of your life to make Him happy? 

Translate here:   

I see in the book of Revelation 

Translate here:   

that He thinks we are supposed to make Him happy. 

Translate here:   

In Revelation chapter 4, it speaks of a wonderful time 

Translate here:   

when the living beings give glory and honor and thanks to the One sitting on the throne.

There are 24 elders who fall down and worship the one who lives forever and forever. 

Translate here:   

John the revelator says, they lay their crowns before the throne. 

Translate here:   

This is what the elders in heaven are saying…

They say you are worthy, O Lord our God, to receive glory and honor and power, 

Translate here:   

for you have created everything 

Translate here:   

and it is for your pleasure that they exist and were created.

Everything was created for the pleasure of God. 

Translate here:   

You and I were created for the pleasure of God. 

Translate here:   

Our chief purpose, our chief end is to glorify God and to give him pleasure. 

Translate here:   

Praise the Lord. Praise the Lord. 

Translate here:   

Heaviness though comes to the mother of a rebellious son. 

Translate here:   

I wonder if we have thought about how our religious activities make God heavy? 

Translate here:   

How our going to church can cause God to be saddened in his heart? 

Translate here:   

Jesus talked about it. 

Translate here:   

We are trying to connect the book of Proverbs to the gospels, Matthew, Mark, Luke and John. 

Translate here:   

Look with me in Matthew at some woes that are spoken of here. 

Translate here:   

Matthew chapter 23 verses 23 through 29, 

Translate here:   

Jesus says, “Woe to you teachers of the law, you Pharisees, your hypocrites. 

Translate here:   

You give a tenth of your spices, mint, dill, and cumin, 

Translate here:   

but you have neglected the more important matters of the law, justice, mercy and faithfulness. 

Translate here:   

You should have practiced the latter without neglecting the former. 

Translate here:   

You blind guides. 

Translate here:   

You strain out a gnat but you swallow a camel.” 

Translate here:   

Why are we talking about the scribes and the Pharisees and their religious hypocrisy? 

Translate here:   

Because hypocrisy is in the heart of every one of us. 

Translate here:   

What is the chief purpose of man? 

Translate here:   

How do we as wise sons make our heavenly Father glad? 

Translate here:   

By knowing the things that matter to him: 

Translate here:   

justice, mercy, and faithfulness. 

Translate here:   

You see, these religious men, these scribes and Pharisees, tried to please God 

Translate here:   

by tithing of their spices, their mint, dill, and cumin. 

Translate here:   

Jesus says woe to you teachers of the law and you Pharisees, 

Translate here:   

you clean the outside of the cup and the dish, 

Translate here:   

but inside they are full of greed and indulgence. 

Translate here:   

Blind Pharisees, first clean the inside of the cup and the dish, 

Translate here:   

and then the outside will also be clean. 

Translate here:   

It is in the heart of every one of us to be like this. 

Translate here:   

We all like to polish up our image on the outside, 

Translate here:   

and walk around looking like we are righteous. 

Translate here:   

We want to go to church wearing the right clothes.  

Translate here:   

We want to go to church with a big smile, 

Translate here:   

no matter how angry we were with a family member just before we got there.

Translate here:   

We all try to look our very best before other Christians,

Translate here:   

but if we allow our insides to be filled with anger and jealousy and fear, 

Translate here:   

we are nothing but hypocrites, like the scribes that Jesus spoke to. 

Translate here:   

We are creating heaviness in the heart of God. 

Translate here:   

A wise son makes his father glad or happy, 

Translate here:   

but a foolish son is the heaviness of his mother. 

Translate here:   

Jesus goes on to say, woe to you teachers of the law and Pharisees, 

Translate here:   

you hypocrites, you white-washed tombs which look beautiful on the outside, 

Translate here:   

on the inside you are full of dead man’s bones 

Translate here:   

and everything that is unclean. 

Translate here:   

In the same way on the outside you appear to people as righteous, 

Translate here:   

but on the inside you are full of hypocrisy and wickedness. 

Translate here:   

Woe to you teachers of the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites, 

Translate here:   

you build tombs for the prophets 

Translate here:   

and decorate the graves of the righteous. 

Translate here:   

What a warning this is to our religious nature! 

Translate here:   

Our religious nature wants to go to church and look right, 

Translate here:   

but God isn’t interested in how we look on the outside. 

Translate here:   

He is interested in how we look on the inside. 

Translate here:   

The wise son has received the new heart that comes from the promise of the father. 

Translate here:   

King David in Psalms said 

Translate here:   

“Create in me a clean heart, Oh Lord, 

Translate here:   

and renew a right spirit within me.” 

Translate here:   

He was focused on justice, mercy and faithfulness. 

Translate here:   

He had heard what the Prophet Micah said. 

Translate here:   

“What does the Lord require of you? 

Translate here:   

To love mercy, to do justice and to walk humbly with your God.” 

Translate here:   

Are you walking humbly with God today? 

Translate here:   

Are you focused on making the Father glad? 

Translate here:   

A wise son makes a glad father. 

Translate here:   

I think we should take to heart what David was focused on. 

Translate here:   

He said 12 times in the book of Psalms, 

Translate here:   

“bless the Lord, Oh my soul.”. 

Translate here:   

He was talking to his soul. 

Translate here:   

David was saying to himself, soul, bless the Lord. 

Translate here:   

Let me take a minute to translate that. 

Translate here:   

Soul, make the Father glad. 

Translate here:   

Soul, make the Father happy. 

Translate here:   

He was speaking to the personality that everybody sees 

Translate here:   

and people know by its voice and its actions. 

Translate here:   

People know the way you talk and think 

Translate here:   

and the way you conduct your life. 

Translate here:   

You, you, that soulish part of my body, make God happy. 

Translate here:   

He said, Bless the Lord, Oh my soul, 

Translate here:   

and all that is within me bless his Holy Name. 

Translate here:   

This is in Psalm 103. 

Translate here:   

Oh bless the Lord, Oh my soul, and forget not all his benefits, 

Translate here:   

who forgives all your iniquities, 

Translate here:   

who heals all your diseases, 

Translate here:   

who redeems your life from destruction, 

Translate here:   

and who crowns you with loving kindness and tender mercies, 

Translate here:   

who satisfies your mouth with good things, 

Translate here:   

so that your youth is renewed like the eagle. 

Translate here:   

Alleluia. David understood God. 

Translate here:   

Maybe Solomon wrote about a wise son making a glad father 

Translate here:   

because he had heard David his father, trying to please God. 

Translate here:   

He had heard him say, “Soul, make God glad.”. 

Translate here:   

Even Solomon tried to make his father David glad 

Translate here:   

by promising him to carry out all the instructions for building the temple. 

Translate here:   

This is our pithy saying for today, our Proverb for the day.

“A proverb a day keeps the devil away.”

Go out today and bless the Lord. 

Translate here:   

Make the Father glad today. Focus on it.

Say to yourself, soul, how can I make God glad today.
