If you are a regular listener to A Proverb A Day,

you may say, “Well, I have heard this program before.”

What you are going to hear today, you will have heard before. 

Translate here:   

You will have heard some of it, but not everything.

Translate here:   

We are going to talk about the fruit of the lips.  

Translate here:   

We are going to talk about the relationship between the mouth and the heart.  

Translate here:   

We have talked about this on several occasions. 

Translate here:   

The reason we are going to talk about it again is this:

Translate here:   

it is in the next passage in our study of the book of Proverbs. 

Translate here:   

The book of Proverbs is very concerned with the fruit of the lips. 

Translate here:   

This subject appears over and over again.  

Translate here:   

Here it is again today in Proverbs chapter 10 verses 31 and 32.  

Translate here:   

Listen to the word of the Lord.  

Translate here:   

“The Godly person gives wise advice,

Translate here:   

but the tongue that deceives will be cut off.”  

Translate here:   

It further states, “The Godly speak words that are helpful, 

Translate here:   

but the wicked speak only what is corrupt.”  

Translate here:   

The Godly person gives wise advice.  

Translate here:   

We have seen that before, but we will look at it again. 

Translate here:   

We are going to revisit Jesus‘ remarks 

Translate here:   

about the connection between the heart and the mouth.  

Translate here:   

He says, “Man does not live by bread alone, 

Translate here:   

but by every word that proceeds from the mouth of God.” 

Translate here:   

The reason that the Godly person gives wise advice is this:

Translate here:   

the mouth of God himself is filled with wise advice.  

Translate here:   

The mouth of God speaks to our condition, to our situation, 

Translate here:   

It speaks to our hurts, and to our happiness, 

Translate here:   

to our needs, and to those things we need to be fixing.  

Translate here:   

So if the mouth of God causes us to live, 

Translate here:   

then surely the Godly person will give wise advice. 

Translate here:   

Jesus has come to live in these earthen vessels, in these tabernacles, in these tents.  

Translate here:   

We are tents for the Holy Ghost.  

Translate here:   

Our body is meant to be is a place for the love of God to reside 

Translate here:   

so that Jesus can be manifested through our mouths. 

Translate here:   

God wants us to speak a preceding word from him.  Praise the Lord. 

Translate here:   

The Godly person gives wise advice.  

Translate here:   

Who is the most Godly person?  Jesus. 

Translate here:   

Jesus is that perfect Godly person.  

Translate here:   

When he speaks, when he opens his mouth, what comes out is wise advice. 

Translate here:   

His words are exceedingly wise and powerful. 

Translate here:   

In Matthew 5 verse 2 he says, 

Translate here:   

“He opened his mouth and he taught them saying, 

Translate here:   

Blessed are the poor in spirit for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.  

Translate here:   

Blessed are they that mourn, for they shall be comforted.  

Translate here:   

Blessed are the meek, for they shall inherit the earth.  

Translate here:   

Blessed are they which do hunger and thirst after righteousness, for they shall be filled. 

Translate here:   

Blessed are the merciful, for they shall obtain mercy.”  

Translate here:   

Can you see now how the book of Proverbs is fulfilled in the person of Jesus?  

Translate here:   

Proverbs 10:31 says that the Godly person gives wise advice. 

Translate here:   
Here is the most Godly person of all: 

Translate here:   

Jesus speaking in Matthew chapter 5.  

Translate here:   

Out of his mouth comes wisdom.  

Translate here:   

Those that hunger and thirst after righteousness will be filled, he tells us.  

Translate here:   

Seek first the kingdom of God, he tells us.  

Translate here:   

He tells us the pathway to righteousness.  

Translate here:   

Out of the most Godly person comes not only helpful words, but wise advice.  

Translate here:   

Now we are challenged to do the same.  

Translate here:   

We are challenged to think before we speak.  

Translate here:   

When we speak, we should be speaking words of wisdom, 

Translate here:   

and we should be giving Godly advice.

Translate here:   

I don’t mean that you act like you know so much,

Translate here:   

But that you know how to speak a good word at the right time.  

Translate here:   

Also remember that Proverb that says, 

Translate here:   

“Be quick to listen and slow to speak.”  

Translate here:   

We need to hear from God 

Translate here:   

and when we are sure we have heard him, then we speak what God has to say. 

Translate here:   
Proverbs 10:31  

Translate here:   

“The Godly person gives wise advice, 

Translate here:   

but the tongue that deceives will be cut off.  

Translate here:   

The wicked speak only what is corrupt.”  

Translate here:   

Let’s look again a Matthew 12 verses 34 through 35. 

Translate here:   

We have read it several times on A Proverb A Day.  

Translate here:   

We are going to understand it eventually. 

Translate here:   

We are not going to let this subject go without getting a lot of instruction from it.  

Translate here:   

We are going to keep on reading it.  

Translate here:   

We are not finished with it yet in Proverbs. 

Translate here:   

This subject will come up again later.

Translate here:   

The book of Proverbs talks over and over again about our mouth 

Translate here:   

And about its connection to our heart. 

Translate here:   

Jesus says in Matthew 12:34, 

Translate here:   

“Oh generation of vipers, how can you being evil speak good things, 

Translate here:   

for out of the abundance of the heart, the mouth speaks.  

Translate here:   

The Godly man out of the treasure of his heart brings forth good things, 

Translate here:   

and an evil man out of the evil treasure brings forth evil things.”  

Translate here:   

Jesus continues on in Matthew chapter 15.  

Translate here:   

We have read this before, but we are going to read it again, 

Translate here:   

and this is not the last time we are going to read this, 

Translate here:   

looking in verses 15 through 11.  

Translate here:   

“Ye hypocrites, well did Isaiah prophesy of you saying, 

Translate here:   

this people draws near to me with their mouth and honors me with their lips, 

Translate here:   

but their heart is far from me. 

Translate here:   

In vain do they worship me, 

Translate here:   

teaching for doctrines the commandments of men.” 

Translate here:   

And he called the multitude and he said unto them.  

Translate here:   

Hear and understand, 

Translate here:   

not that which goes into the mouth defiles a man, 

Translate here:   

but that which comes out of the mouth defiles a man. 

Translate here:   

Jesus finishes this thought in verses 15 through 20, 

Translate here:   

“Do you not yet understand that whatever enters a man in the mouth enters into the belly 

Translate here:   

and is cast out through the drought (bowels)? 

Translate here:   

But those things that come forth from the heart, they defile the man, 

Translate here:   

for out of the heart proceeds evil thoughts, 

Translate here:   

murders, adulteries, fornications, thefts, false witness, blasphemies. 

Translate here:   

These are the things that defile a man. 

Translate here:   

But to eat with unwashed hands does not defile a man.” 

Translate here:   

This subject came up when Jesus was questioned by the Pharisees.

Translate here:   

They saw that Jesus’ disciples were eating food 

Translate here:   

without obeying the religious traditions of ceremonial hand washing.  

Translate here:   

The Scribes and Pharisees were concerned with the obedience 

Translate here:   

to traditions, rules and regulations. 

Translate here:   

They said to Jesus, “How is it that your disciples don’t wash their hands before they eat?”  

Translate here:   

Jesus said they were looking on the outside appearance of things.  

Translate here:   

They were looking at the wrong things.  

Translate here:   

He said what you need to be looking at is the condition of the heart, 

Translate here:   

because the heart determines the value of a man.  

Translate here:   

The heart determines what is going to come out of his mouth, 

Translate here:   

and whether or not it will be wise advice, 

Translate here:   

whether or not it will be words that are helpful.  

Translate here:   

We have spoken of it before and we will speak of it again.  

Translate here:   

It is essential that our heart be right before God.  

Translate here:   

We need what the Bible calls a clean heart.  

Translate here:   

Is your heart filled with gossip?  

Translate here:   

Is your heart filled with tales and stories about that brother or sister in Christ that doesn’t meet your expectation? 

Translate here:   

Maybe someone has hurt you 

Translate here:   

so you are going to get revenge by telling these little stories about them.

Translate here:   

Of course we don’t use the word “revenge”.

Translate here:   

We say we are being “fair” to respond and to “set the story straight.” 

Translate here:   

You know everybody is going to be anxious to hear these stories.  

Translate here:   

But what is coming out of your mouth regarding your brothers and sisters in Christ?  

Translate here:   

Is it good advice or is it gossip?  

Translate here:   

Is it jealousy?  Is it anger?

Translate here:   

No matter how justified we feel, God knows the motive.  

Translate here:   

When our children are doing childish things and making mistakes, 

Translate here:   

do we give them Godly advice, 

Translate here:   

or do we shout at them in frustration and anger?  

Translate here:   

It depends on where our heart is.  

Translate here:   

Is our heart prepared to handle difficulty?  

Translate here:   

Is our heart filled with wisdom? 

Translate here:   

Has our heart been fixed? 

Translate here:   

David cried out in Psalm 51 and said, 

Translate here:   

“Create in me a clean heart, Oh Lord, 

Translate here:   

…renew in me a right spirit.”  

Translate here:   

Our heart and our spirit are tied up with each other.  

Translate here:   

There is a connection between our right spirit and our right heart. 

Translate here:   

There is a connection between our mouth and the condition of our heart.  

Translate here:   

Proverbs 10:31 and 32. 

Translate here:   

“The Godly person gives wise advice, 

Translate here:   

but the tongue that deceives will be cut off.  

Translate here:   

The Godly speaks words that are helpful, 

Translate here:   

but the wicked speak only what is corrupt.” 

Translate here:   

Let’s look again at the words of the most Godly man in the world, Jesus. 

Translate here:   

In Luke chapter 4 we read about Jesus going to his hometown of Canaan. 

Translate here:   

He went into the synagogue where he spoke and taught. 

Translate here:   

Afterwards it was said of him, 

Translate here:   

“And they all watched him, 

Translate here:   

and wondered at the gracious words which proceeded out of his mouth.”  

Translate here:   

Then they said, “Is this not Joseph’s son, the carpenter’s son?”  

Translate here:   

They were amazed that a carpenter’s son could speak such gracious words. 

Translate here:   

I wish it were possible for us to be taught how to speak gracious words at some school. 

Translate here:   

The school teachers would say, 

Translate here:   

“These are gracious words that this student is speaking. 

Translate here:   

I want you to fill your heart with these gracious words. 

Translate here:   

You shouldn’t speak ungracious words.”  

Translate here:   

Unfortunately, it is not that simple.  

Translate here:   

It is not that simple.  

Translate here:   

You see, the graciousness that came out of Jesus‘ mouth came out of a pure heart.  

Translate here:   

So we need to say, God, give us a pure heart 

Translate here:   

so that gracious words can come forth. 

Translate here:   

Allow us to be that Godly person that gives wise advice.
