Clearly God’s ways are higher than man’s ways.  
Translate here:   

God sees things one way and man sees things another way.  
Translate here:   

This is particularly evident to me in the Proverb for today.  
Translate here:   

We are looking at Proverbs chapter 11 verse 3.  
Translate here:   

Listen to the word of the Lord.  

Translate here:   

“Good people are guided by their honesty.  
Translate here:   

Treacherous people are destroyed by their dishonesty.” 

Translate here:   

On the surface, we all agree with this statement. 

Translate here:   

Nonetheless, we live in a culture that teaches that a little bit of dishonesty can help.

Translate here:   

We can easily justify a little bending of the rules. 

Translate here:   

We learned early that a little dishonesty may make things go better. 

Translate here:   

I believe Christians are tempted very often to be slightly dishonest.  
Translate here:   

The word of God says, “Treacherous people are destroyed by their dishonesty.”  
Translate here:   

I actually think this is telling us that people who are dishonest are treacherous.  
Translate here:   

In fact, that is exactly what it says.

Translate here:   

We wouldn’t think that a little cheating occasionally would be a problem.

Translate here:   

Yesterday I saw a young man leave a large store with the police chasing him. 

Translate here:   

He was about 25 years old and had apparently stolen merchandise from the store.

Translate here:   

He didn’t look like that kind of person 

Translate here:   

and he probably didn’t think of himself as a thief.  

Translate here:   

He may have stolen only a few inexpensive items.

Translate here:   

But the police chased him across the streets and caught him.

Translate here:   

Now he is in jail and will eventually go to prison.

Translate here:   

As a teenager, he may have started the pattern of stealing. 

Translate here:   

I am sure he didn’t see how treacherous he was going to become, 

Translate here:   

nor realize that he would have a criminal record for breaking state laws.  

Translate here:   

It will hinder him the rest of his life:  

Translate here:   

he will have difficulty getting a good job.  

Translate here:   

He can’t vote or hold public office.  

Translate here:   

He will suffer the stigma of a bad reputation.
Translate here:   

If you are involved with dishonesty, then you may be a treacherous person too!  
Translate here:   

On the other side of this Proverb, it says that good people are guided by their honesty.  
Translate here:   

What is it that makes a person good?  
Translate here:   

And what enables a person to be honest?  
Translate here:   

I believe that Jesus Christ is the answer to these questions.  
Translate here:   

It is Jesus that makes it possible for us to be both good and honest.  
Translate here:   

Jesus came to the earth to bring us truth.  
Translate here:   

Truth and honesty cannot be separated.  
Translate here:   

You cannot have honesty without truth. 

Translate here:   

Hear the word of the Lord in John chapter 1 verses 11 through 14. 
Translate here:   

“He (Jesus) came unto his own and his own received him not, 

Translate here:   

…but as many as received him, to them he gave power to become sons of God, 

Translate here:   

even to them that believe on his name.”  
Translate here:   

We have here a group of people who are his own.  
Translate here:   

These were the Jewish people, in this case, who didn’t receive him.  
Translate here:   

They could not accept or receive the truth about who Jesus was.  
Translate here:   

“He came to them and they didn’t receive him, 

Translate here:   

but those that did receive him, he gave them power.  
Translate here:   

These people were born not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, 

Translate here:   

nor of the will of man, but of God.”  
Translate here:   

He gave power to those born of God. 
Translate here:   

Then it says that the word was made flesh and dwelled among us.  
Translate here:   

This speaks of our bodies being temples of the Holy Spirit, 

Translate here:   

and Jesus lives there within us.  
Translate here:   

It also speaks of Jesus leaving his throne of glory 

Translate here:   

and coming to earth to be a man in flesh as we are.  
Translate here:   

It talks about both of these things at the same time. 
Translate here:   

“The word was made flesh and dwelled among us, 

Translate here:   

and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father, 

Translate here:   

full of grace and TRUTH, 
Translate here:   

…for the law was given by Moses, but grace and TRUTH came by Jesus Christ.” 

Translate here:   

Remember now, we are looking at the fact 

Translate here:   

that good people are guided by their honesty.  
Translate here:   

How is it that we can enter into a world of honesty?  
Translate here:   

We have to have truth.  
Translate here:   

Jesus came full of grace and truth.  
Translate here:   

Not everybody wants to have truth, 

Translate here:   

because truth reveals the innermost parts of the heart. 
Translate here:   

Truth makes it clear what you really want out of life.  
Translate here:   

What is motivating you? 
Translate here:   

What is causing you to do the things you are doing?  
Translate here:   

Truth reveals the truth about those issues.  
Translate here:   

Going on in John chapter 3 verse 21, Jesus says, 
Translate here:   

“He that loves the truth comes to the light, 

Translate here:   

that his deeds may be made manifest, that they are wrought in God.” 

Translate here:   

It also says in that same section of scripture, 

Translate here:   

that there are those who won’t come to the light, 

Translate here:   

because they don’t want truth. 
Translate here:   

For them, it is a fearful thing 

Translate here:   

because when they come into the light, the truth about their evil sin nature will be revealed. 

Translate here:   

The truth is that they love sin more than they love righteousness. 
Translate here:   

They really want to follow the evil pleasures of this world instead of following Jesus. 

Translate here:   

The prince of the power of the air has tricked them.  
Translate here:   

They think they are going to get more pleasure out of sin than out of righteousness. 

Translate here:   

In fact, the most pleasurable life a man can live, is a life of honesty and truth. 
Translate here:   

There is a greater pleasure by far in the kingdom of God than in the kingdoms of this world.  
Translate here:   

Good people are guided by their honesty. 
Translate here:   

Jesus had a conversation with the woman at the well.  
Translate here:   

He said, “Believe me, the time is coming …

Translate here:   

when it will no longer matter whether you worship the Father here or in Jerusalem.  
Translate here:   

You Samaritans know so little about the One you worship, 

Translate here:   

while we Jews know all about him, for salvation comes through the Jews.”  
Translate here:   

He was speaking truth to her.  
Translate here:   

The Lord had decided long ago that he was going to bring a salvation to Israel.  
Translate here:   

But Jesus tells this woman, “The time is coming and is already here 

Translate here:   

when true worshippers will worship the Father in spirit and in TRUTH. 

Translate here:   

The Father is looking for anyone who will worship him that way for God is Spirit, 
Translate here:   

…so those who worship him must worship him in Spirit and in TRUTH.” 

Translate here:   

This declaration by the Lord Jesus is big.  
Translate here:   

It is truly big. 
Translate here:   

It says that there is such a thing as true worshippers.  
Translate here:   

If there are true worshippers, that is, honest worshippers, 

Translate here:   

then he is implying that there are also untrue worshippers. 
Translate here:   

There are worshippers who are basically playing games with their Christianity.  
Translate here:   

Those people are fulfilling the prophesy of Isaiah that says 

Translate here:   

“their lips are for him but their heart is far away.”  
Translate here:   

We have read that scripture from Isaiah several times 

Translate here:   

since we have begun this study of the book of Proverbs.
Translate here:   

The book of Proverbs is so concerned with the character 

Translate here:   

and the quality of the heart of man.

Translate here:   

Is your heart a true heart?  
Translate here:   

Are you worshipping him in truth?  
Translate here:   

…..in Spirit and in truth?  

Translate here:   

Truth speaks of the word of God. 
Translate here:   

Is the form of worship, the manner of worship,

Translate here:   

the content of worship in agreement with what God is looking for?  
Translate here:   

In John chapter 4 Jesus says 

Translate here:   

“some think they have to worship here and some think they have to worship there.”  
Translate here:   

He then says it is not where you worship, 

Translate here:   

but HOW you worship:
Translate here:   

…you must worship in spirit and in truth. 

Translate here:   

What does it mean to be “In truth”? 
Translate here:   

“I am the way, the truth and the life, 

Translate here:   

and no man comes to the Father except by me.”  
Translate here:   

Jesus himself is the Truth.  
Translate here:   

We would like to squeeze the truth down to a set of rules and regulations. 
Translate here:   

“I am in church at exactly 11 o’clock and I will leave a 12:30.  
Translate here:   

That makes me a true worshipper 

Translate here:   

because I have done what was required of me.  
Translate here:   

The preacher said to be on time, and I was on time.”  
Translate here:   

You may always be on time, 

Translate here:   

but that doesn’t make you a true worshipper.  
Translate here:   

Jesus says there are true worshippers who will come to him.  
Translate here:   

Coming to Jesus is more than arriving at church on time.  
Translate here:   

I don’t even know if I can express it today, 

Translate here:   

what it is to worship in truth or to have the truth.  
Translate here:   

Truth is a function of the Holy Spirit.  
Translate here:   

Jesus says, “The time has come when the Father seeks those that will worship in Spirit and in truth.” 

Translate here:   

There is a connection in the spirit.  
Translate here:   

In John 15, Jesus teaches that when the Comforter has come… 
Translate here:   

 …even the spirit of truth which proceeds from the Father, 

Translate here:   

he shall testify of me.”  
Translate here:   

The Comforter, that is, the Holy Spirit is not little bumps on your arm, 

Translate here:   

or getting so excited that you shake and yell and fall down.  
Translate here:   

No, the Comforter is described in John 14 as the Spirit of Truth
Translate here:   

Those that worship God, must worship him in Spirit and in Truth.  
Translate here:   

Spirit and truth are hooked to each other.  
Translate here:   

You need a spirit of truth 

Translate here:   

in order to be one of those good people who is guided by honesty.  
Translate here:   

I have spoken of spirit and truth regarding how we worship. 

Translate here:   

You should know by now 

Translate here:   

that worship doesn’t end when we leave the church building on Sunday morning.

Translate here:   

The REAL worship begins when the church service ends.  
Translate here:   

When the church service is over, then our TRUE worship begins. 

Translate here:   

The way we live our lives is, in fact, our worship.  
Translate here:   

Are we living our lives in honesty and truth?  
Translate here:   

Could we be called good people?  
Translate here:   

I believe the book of Ephesians discusses this question.  
Translate here:   

It says, “Since you have heard all about him, 

Translate here:   

learn the truth that is in Jesus.  
Translate here:   

Throw off your old evil nature and your former way of life 

Translate here:   

which is rotten through and through, 

Translate here:   

full of lust and deception.  
Translate here:   

Instead there must be a spiritual renewal of your thoughts and attitudes.  
Translate here:   

You must display a new nature 

Translate here:   

because you are a new person, created in God’s likeness, 

Translate here:   

righteous, holy and TRUE.” 

Translate here:   

This requirement, this command from Paul in the book of Ephesians 

Translate here:   

has little to do with Sunday morning church service, 

Translate here:   

but a lot to do with how you live your life.  
Translate here:   

Throw off your old evil nature, your former way of life, 

Translate here:   

which is rotten through and through, 

Translate here:   

full of lust and deception.  
Translate here:   

Instead there must be a spiritual renewal of your thoughts and attitudes.  
Translate here:   

You must display a new nature, 

Translate here:   

because you are a new person created in God’s likeness, 

Translate here:   

righteous, holy and true. 

Translate here:   

Paul goes on and says, “Put away all falsehood.”  
Translate here:   

He is agreeing with Proverbs chapter 11: 3 where it says, 

Translate here:   

“Treacherous people are destroyed by their dishonesty.” 
Translate here:   

He says, “Put away all falsehood, 

Translate here:   

and tell your neighbor the truth.  
Translate here:   

Speak the truth in love.” 
Translate here:   

Jesus is the Way the Truth and the Life.  
Translate here:   

Let’s walk in the truth today.  
Translate here:       
This is Brother Stephen Keel and this is A Proverb A Day.
