A great benefit comes to everyone mediating on the word of the Lord.

King David said that one, who mediates on the word of the Lord, 

Translate here:   

is like a tree planted beside the river.  

Translate here:   

He says its leaf shall not wither 

Translate here:   

and it will grow fruit in its season.   

Translate here:   

When we eat or partake of a proceeding word, 

Translate here:   

a question arises in our heart. 

Translate here:   

Did I read enough or hear enough to learn something?  

Translate here:   

How much word did I get? 

Translate here:   

Did I read a chapter? 

Translate here:   

Did I read 2 chapters?  

Translate here:   

I am going to suggest an answer to that; 

Translate here:   

just one verse is enough to feed you for the day. 

Translate here:   

Here is a verse.  Listen to this: Proverbs chapter 11 verse 8.  

Translate here:   

“The righteous are delivered out of trouble.”  

Translate here:   

That is only half of the verse, 

Translate here:   

but that is enough for today.  

Translate here:   

“The righteous are delivered out of trouble.”  

Translate here:   

Do you have trouble today?  

Translate here:   

Do you need deliverance today?  

Translate here:   

The word of the Lord in Proverbs 11 verse 8 says 

Translate here:   

that the righteous are delivered out of trouble.  

Translate here:   

It goes on and says, “But the wicked comes in his stead ( or place).”  

Translate here:   

That is a little confusing. 

Translate here:   

We will see in a few minutes what that means.  

Translate here:   

That is old English language.  

Translate here:   

I want us to think about the first half of the verse again.  

Translate here:   

“The righteous are delivered out of trouble.”  

Translate here:   

If we examine our lives, we could say, we have got troubles,

Translate here:   

and we don’t always feel that we are getting delivered out of our troubles.  

Translate here:   

What is happening?  

Translate here:   

The Bible says the righteous are delivered from trouble.  

Translate here:   

Why, why do I have this trouble?  

Translate here:   

Well, brothers and sisters, I am going to suggest several answers:

Translate here:   

There are 3 reasons for having trouble, that I am aware of.  

Translate here:   

There may be more reasons for having trouble, 

Translate here:   

but there are 3 basic reasons that I know about that cause people to have trouble. 

Translate here:   

One of the reasons people have trouble is because of the wages of sin.  

Translate here:   

If you sin you are going to have trouble, 

Translate here:   

because the scripture says clearly, that the wages of sin is death.  

Translate here:   

There is a connection between trouble and sin. 

Translate here:   

If you yank a dog’s ear, you are going to get bit. 

Translate here:   

If you chase another man’s wife, you are going to get into trouble.  

Translate here:   

We have already read that Proverb that says 

Translate here:   

that a husband’s jealousy can not be stopped.  

Translate here:   

He will come to get you.  

Translate here:   

So there is trouble that comes from sin. 

Translate here:   

You might say that the unrighteous deserve the trouble, 

Translate here:   

which is the opposite of, the righteous are delivered out of trouble.  

Translate here:   

So if you have trouble today as a result of sin, 

Translate here:   

you are not going to be able to rely on this particular verse for help. 

Translate here:   

There are 2 other reasons for having trouble that I am aware of.  

Translate here:   

You may know of more. 

Translate here:   

Sometimes trouble comes as a God-given pressure, pressure of the Holy Spirit. 

Translate here:   

What does it come for, but to purify?  

Translate here:   

The fire of God is a form of trouble, 

Translate here:   

but it is a good trouble. 

Translate here:   

It is there for a purpose.  

Translate here:   

For instance, you need money that isn’t available until the 12 o’clock hour.  

Translate here:   

The reason God waited until the very end, was that he wanted to perfect your faith.  

Translate here:   

He wanted you to maintain an attitude of faithfulness in the face of trouble.  

Translate here:   

I tell you, faithfulness in the face of trouble is a wonderful thing to learn, 

Translate here:   

because there is pressure in this life.  

Translate here:   

We live in a world of pressures of all kinds.  

Translate here:   

When things don’t seem to be going right, 

Translate here:   

we have to put our hand in God’s hand and walk through it with him. 

Translate here:   

“I am following you, Jesus.  

Translate here:   

I see all of this trouble around, 

Translate here:   

but I know that my Lord knows the way through the wilderness.  

Translate here:   

All I have to do is follow.”  

Translate here:   

So the second reason for trouble is to bring pressure to purify us. 

Translate here:   

We shouldn’t resist the chastening of the Lord.  

Translate here:   

It is good for us.  

Translate here:   

It perfects us and brings us to where we need to be, 

Translate here:   

and, in that case, the righteous are delivered out of trouble.  

Translate here:   

God doesn’t always chasten.  

Translate here:   

He doesn’t always break up the ground.  

Translate here:   

In the book of Isaiah, he says the farmer doesn’t break up the ground all the time.  

Translate here:   

Breaking up the ground is an important part of raising a crop.  

Translate here:   

If you don’t break up the ground, you can’t plant the seeds.  

Translate here:   

But you wouldn’t break up the ground while the plants are growing, 

Translate here:   

especially about the time the fruit is ready to harvest. 

Translate here:   

Otherwise you would destroy the fruit. 

Translate here:   

So there are seasons of breaking up the ground and seasons of planting and sewing.  

Translate here:   

There are seasons of trouble that come from pressure 

Translate here:   

and we accept that pressure. 

Translate here:   

It is a normal and natural trouble.  

Translate here:   

We take hope and believe that the righteous will be delivered out of it. 

Translate here:   

But I promised you three reasons for trouble. 

Translate here:   

Unfortunately some of us don’t experience the third reason often enough.  

Translate here:   

The Apostle Paul tells us in Timothy…

Translate here:   

Those who live Godly in Christ Jesus, shall suffer persecution. 

Translate here:   

There is a trouble that comes from persecution, 

Translate here:   

but it is reserved for those who live Godly lives. 

Translate here:   

It is our Godliness that invites persecution.  

Translate here:   

When we take a stand for Jesus, when we say he is my Lord…

Translate here:   

I shall follow him,

Translate here:   

in spite of the fact that the forces in the community want me to go some place else, or do something else. 

Translate here:   

How about prayer in schools in America? 

Translate here:   

Do we tell our children don’t pray over your meal when you are in the school building…

Translate here:   

Do we say, don’t pray 

Translate here:   

because some silly people think you are going to offend some one who sees your head bowed?  

Translate here:   

The Godly will pray anyhow, 

Translate here:   

and they might be persecuted for it. 

Translate here:   

Let’s review the 3 kinds of trouble…

Translate here:   

There is trouble that comes from sinning 

Translate here:   

 I pray that your trouble today is not the result of sin in your life. 

Translate here:   

If it is, repent.  

Translate here:   

Say Lord, I am sorry that I have been doing this, and I turn away from it.  

Translate here:   

Will you please forgive me?  

Translate here:   

It could be that the trouble in your life today is the purifying pressure of the Holy Spirit.  

Translate here:   

If it is, then my suggestion to is to grow.  

Translate here:   

Grow in holiness, grow in faith, and grow in righteousness.  

Translate here:   

Allow this trouble to have its wonderful way in your life.  

Translate here:   

Let God create in you who he wants you to be.  

Translate here:   

If the trouble that is in your life is the result of persecution because of your godliness, 

Translate here:   

then rejoice and be glad. 

Be a shining light.  

Translate here:   

Be a city set upon a hill.  

Translate here:   

Let your light shine before men, even if persecution comes.  

Translate here:   

It is a wonderful thing. 

Translate here:   

In the last 2 troubles we discussed, Proverbs 11 verse 8 certainly makes sense.  

Translate here:   

“The righteous are delivered out of trouble.”  

Translate here:   

There is trouble out there 

Translate here:   

that is stronger than any of us have ever imagined.  

Translate here:   

Let’s take a look at what Jesus says in Mark.  

Translate here:   

He talks about some real trouble here. 

Translate here:   

He says in Mark chapter 13, 

Translate here:   

“Don’t let anybody mislead you, 

Translate here:   

because many will come in my name, claiming to be the Messiah.  

Translate here:   

They will lead many astray.  

Translate here:   

Wars will break out, near and far, but don’t panic. 

Translate here:   

 (He is telling us something that some of us have already experienced.)  

Translate here:   

Yes, these things must come, 

Translate here:   

but the end is not here yet. 

Translate here:   

 (Now he is going to tell us about trouble.)  

Translate here:   

Nations and kingdoms will make war with each other, 

Translate here:   

and there will be earthquakes in many parts of the world and famines.” 

Translate here:   

We have seen earthquakes and famines recently.  

Translate here:   

We have seen war.  

Translate here:   

He says, “When these things happen, watch out.  

Translate here:   

You will be handed over to the courts and beaten in the synagogues.  

Translate here:   

You will be accused before governors of being my followers.  

Translate here:   

This will be your opportunity to tell them about me.”  

Translate here:   

I believe that this scripture is for us.  

Translate here:   

It has happened in various places over the centuries.

Translate here:   

But it is still happening in many, many places on the earth. 

Translate here:   

It is for the last days.  

Translate here:   

I believe there are some among us who will be faithful to Jesus…

Translate here:   

and when these wars increase and the earthquakes increase and these famines increase, 

Translate here:   

the Christians may get blamed for it. 

Translate here:    

It says “you will be handed over to the courts and beaten in the synagogues, 

Translate here:   

but it will be your chance to talk about Jesus.  

Translate here:   

The good news must first be preached to every nation, 

Translate here:   

and when you are arrested and stand trial, 

Translate here:   

don’t worry about what to say in your defense. 

Translate here:   

Just say what God tells you to.  

Translate here:   

Then it is not you who are speaking but the Holy Spirit.”  

Translate here:   

He is foretelling a trouble none of us have ever known.  

Translate here:   

You think you have trouble?  

Translate here:   

There are bigger troubles here.  

Translate here:   

It says in verse 12, “Brother will betray brother to death.  

Translate here:   

Fathers will betray their own children. 

Translate here:   

Children will rise against their parents and cause them to be killed.  

Translate here:   

There is trouble yet to come, but Proverbs 8:11 says, 

Translate here:   

“The righteous are delivered out of trouble.”  

Translate here:   

And Jesus tells us in John chapter 14, “Don’t let your heart be troubled. 

Translate here:   

If you trust in God, then trust in me.”  

Translate here:   

He says, “There are many rooms in my father’s home 

Translate here:   

and I am going to prepare a place for you. 

Translate here:   

If this were not so, I would tell you plainly.  

Translate here:   

When everything is ready I will come and get you 

Translate here:   

so that you will always be here with me, 

Translate here:   

and you know where I am going and how to get there.” 

Translate here:   

When this trouble starts, 

Translate here:   

When it starts, we hear the word of the Lord: 

Translate here:   

“Let not your heart be troubled.”  

Translate here:   

We have the assurance in Proverbs 8:11.  

Translate here:   

“The righteous are delivered out of trouble.”  

Translate here:   

Jesus says also in John 14:27, 

Translate here:   

“I am leaving you with a gift: peace of mind and heart.  

Translate here:   

And the peace I give you is not like the peace that the world gives.  

Translate here:   

So don’t be troubled or afraid.  

Translate here:   

Remember what I told you.  

Translate here:   

I am going away, but I will come back and get you again.” 

Translate here:   

This is the message of the gospel. 

Translate here:   

“The righteous are delivered out of trouble.”  

Translate here:   

If the trouble is the result of sin, repent.  

Translate here:   

You can get delivered out of sin.  

Translate here:   

If the trouble is to purify you and increase your faith, let God have his way. 

Translate here:   

Endure it. 

Translate here:   

“Persevere” the Bible says.  

Translate here:   

Persevere and don’t give up until that season of purification ends.  

Translate here:   

When you come out of it you will be stronger than ever before. 

Translate here:   

And lastly, if trouble comes from persecution, rejoice and be exceedingly glad, 

Translate here:   

because you have been chosen to represent God.
