Proverbs 13:23: A good man leaves an inheritance for his children’s children.  

Translate:   

What a wonderful promise!  We want to be counted among that group of people.  

Translate:   

A good man! 

Translate:  

A good man leaves an inheritance for his children’s children.  

Translate:  

What are you leaving your children?  

Translate:  

What are you leaving your children’s children?  

Translate:  

Is it real?  Is it what Jesus talked about?  

Translate:  

A rich relationship with God….  Praise the Lord!  

Translate:  

Psalm 37 also talks about a good man.  

Translate:  

Listen to the word of the Lord in Psalm 37 verses 23 to 25.  

Translate:  

It tells us “The steps of a good man are ordered by the Lord, and he delighted in his way.  

Translate:  

Though he fall, he shall not utterly be cast down for the Lord upholds him with his hand.  

Translate:  

I have been young and now I am old 

Translate:  

yet have I not seen the righteous forsaken nor his seed begging bread.”  Praise the Lord!  

Translate:  

That is a wonderful description of the inheritance of a good man.  

Translate:  

It says that the Lord delights in a good man.  

Translate:  

You know, David said bless the Lord, Oh my soul, 

Translate:  

and all that is within me bless his holy name.  

Translate:  

He was talking about delighting God.  Can we delight God today?  

Translate:  

Will the way in which we walk today, will our conversation, 

Translate:  

will the words that are on our lips or the thoughts that are in our heart, 

Translate:  

will they delight God today?  

Translate:  

The steps of a good man are ordered by the Lord, 

Translate:  

directed by the Lord,… the Lord, the Lord!  Alleluia!  

Translate:  

We have a Lord.  We have someone that commands our life, that rules our life.  

Translate:  

If we are walking in the righteousness of Jesus, then we are walking in the ways of the Lord.  

Translate:  

Our ways are being ordered by the Lord.  

Translate:  

King David said, I have been young and I have been old, …

Translate:  

and I have not seen the righteous forsaken nor his seed, meaning children, begging bread.  

Translate:  

Our God shall supply all of our needs according to his riches in glory in Christ Jesus.  

Translate:  

We can lean on the everlasting arms of Jesus.  We can trust him at the midnight hour.  

Translate:  

We can trust him the moment before the need must be filled; 

Translate:  

we can still believe that he will fill the need, that he will take care of it.  

Translate:  

That kind of life, that way of living is an inheritance for our children’s children.  

Translate:  

Yesterday, we emphasized the fact that if a man’s eye is single, he will be full of light, 

Translate:  

but if it is evil, it will shut out the light and plunge you into darkness.

Translate:  

A single eyesight means to be focused on one thing, not several things.

Translate:  

You can’t look to God and lead a sinful life.  That is looking 2 ways at once.  

Translate:  

And then we saw in Matthew 6:23, it says if the light you think you have is really darkness, how deep will that darkness be?

Translate:   

Let’s explore a little bit right now what it means to be saved.  

Translate:  

In John chapter 3 verses 3 through 8, the Lord talks about salvation.  

Translate:  

He talks about what it means to be born again.  

Translate:  

As I read this, think about your own life.  

Translate:  

Does this describe your relationship with Jesus? 

Translate:  

Are these words the words that apply to you?  

Translate:  

“Jesus says, I assure you that unless a man is born again, you can never see the Kingdom of God.  

Translate:  

What do you mean exclaimed Nicodemas?  

Translate:  

How can an old man go back into his mother’s womb and be born again?  

Translate:  

Jesus replied, the truth is no one can enter the Kingdom of God without being born of water and of spirit.  

Translate:  

Humans can produce only human life, but the Holy Spirit gives new life from heaven, 

Translate:  

so don’t be surprised at my statement to you that you must be born again.  

Translate:  

Just as you can hear the wind, but can’t tell where it comes from or where it is going, 

Translate:  

so (therefore) you can’t explain how people are born of the spirit.”  

Translate:  

What it is telling us here that this business of being born again is very mysterious.  

Translate:  

It is hard to explain and you can’t see it with your eyes.  

Translate:  

You can’t see the wind either, 

Translate:  

but when a wind storm blows down a tree, you know that tree was blown down by wind.  

Translate:  

When the wind of the Spirit comes through and blows sin out of a person’s life, you can see that that sin is gone.  

Translate:  

You can’t explain just exactly how that happened, 

Translate:  

but you know in your heart that everything has changed, that it is all different.  

Translate:  

One of the ways that I really knew that I was a Christian, was I read in 1 John, 

Translate:  

where it says, “By this we know we have been translated from the world of darkness into the world of light, 

Translate:  

because we have love for the brethren.  

Translate:  

You see, before I was a Christian, I had a very critical attitude toward Christians.  

Translate:  

I thought they were sort of mindless idiots.

Translate:  

I thought they were following blindly after something that was apparently promising, but really not fulfilling.  

Translate:  

I was very critical of them.  

Translate:  

But when I got born again, it all changed.  

Translate:  

I had the love of God well up inside of my heart, 

Translate:  

and people whom I had ignored and despised and criticized, I suddenly saw in a new light.  

Translate:  

I said, “Wow!  Those are my brothers and sisters in Christ.  

Translate:  

Those are the redeemed of the Lord.  

Translate:  

Those are the ones who are close to the bosom of Abraham.  

Translate:  

They are in the arms of Jesus, and I am in the arms of Jesus with them.  

Translate:  

Ain’t this wonderful!  Isn’t this great! Alleluia!”  

Translate:  

I suddenly fell in love with Christians.  

Translate:  

You see, I was born again.  I can’t explain it to you exactly, but I know that the wind blew in my life.  

Translate:  

I was changed in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye.  

Translate:  

I was not a Christian and then I was a Christian.  I was born again.  

Translate:  

We are pursuing this idea that (if) the light you think you have is really darkness, how deep will that darkness be.  

Translate:  

We are pursuing it because some people’s idea of salvation is merely to be sorry for their sins.  

Translate:  

Yes, you must be sorry for your sins.  But you know, some people are sorry that they got caught.  

Translate:  

There are many people who come to God as a result of getting caught in their sin.  

Translate:  

They live a life of evil, and the evil caught up with them.  Maybe they went to jail.  

Translate:  

Maybe they didn’t go to jail.  Maybe it was just the bill collector.  

Translate:  

Maybe it was the wife or husband that left because they caught you in sin.  

Translate:  

Your sins culminated in a crisis, 

Translate:  

and now you are sorry that you got caught, 

Translate:  

and you go to God begging him to fix the great big old mess that you have got yourself into.  

Translate:  

Now it is not that God doesn’t want to fix your mess.  He does want to fix your mess, 

Translate:  

but if that is all you got, if that is all of your dealing with Jesus is, ….is the fixing of the mess, 

Translate:  

then it could be that you have not really entered into the joy of the Lord….

Translate:  

that you have not truly been born again, 

Translate:  

because being born again is only in part having to deal with your mess getting straightened out.  

Translate:  

Yes, God straightens out your mess, but that’s not all. 

Translate:  

But after he straightens out your mess, he makes you fall in love with the brethren.  

Translate:  

He gives you the opportunity to hear his voice and obey it.  

Translate:  

And where you were previously working on your own kingdom,…. 

Translate:  

now you are working on building the kingdom of God.  

Translate:  

You are exceedingly concerned about his commandment, 

Translate:  

“Go you into all the world, making disciples of all men, 

Translate:  

baptizing them in the name of the Father, and the Son and the Holy Ghost.”  

Translate:  

You are concerned because you know that you got more than just rescued.  

Translate:  

You see, some people came to Jesus because their house was burning down, 

Translate:  

and they wanted to escape outside of the house.  

Translate:  

Well, that is good!  It is not bad to get out of a burning house. 

Translate:  

And there is a certain level of salvation associated with that, but it is just the beginning.  

Translate:  

The riches of God in Christ Jesus are far more wonderful than that….

Translate:  

far more wonderful than merely being saved from a house that is on fire.  

Translate:  

To be born again is to partake of the heavenly nature of God.  

Translate:  

It is to have Christ living within you.  

Translate:  

It is to have the personality of Jesus flow from your heart and from your lips.

Translate:  

Now you are no longer yourself.  

Translate:  

You are now a tent in which dwells the holiness of God. Alleluia! Alleluia!  

Translate:  

But there are many who are mistaken regarding this.  

Translate:  

They have a zeal for God as Romans 10 tells us about the Jewish people.  

Translate:  

It says they have a zeal for God, but it is without knowledge.  

Translate:  

They are excited about the things of God, but they really don’t know what it is that God wants for them, 

Translate:  

and they really don’t have any concept of being born again.  

Translate:  

They have no concept of Jesus being the Lord of their lives, 

Translate:  

that he is making all the decisions for their lives.  

Translate:  

They are trying to work out their own salvation by keeping all the rules and regulations.  

Translate:  

Now the scripture does tell us to work out our own salvation with fear and trembling, 

Translate:  

but the way we work it out is different than we suspect.  

Translate:  

In Roman’s chapter 10 it says there are some people who don’t understand God’s way of making people right with himself.  

Translate:  

Instead they are clinging to their own way of getting right with God by trying to keep the law.  

Translate:  

Some people are trying to perfect themselves by trying to obey the rules and regulations.  

Translate:  

The worst thing that could happen is that in their own strength, they might succeed.  

Translate:  

And then they may become proud, and they would say look at me.  

Translate:  

I have obeyed all the rules and regulations.  

Translate:  

but God has a higher way…He calls it a better way.  

Translate:  

He sent his son Jesus to die on the cross 

Translate:  

for the forgiveness of your sins and to open a door into the kingdom of God 

Translate:  

where you can walk in and know the King.  

Translate:  

The king can be the Lord of your life.  

Translate:  

You can hear his voice and you can follow him.  

Translate:  

You can receive life from the throne of grace.  

Translate:  

That is my hope for you today, 

Translate:  

so that you can have an inheritance to pass on to your children’s children. 

Translate:  

Have a great eternity and God bless you..
