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Translate:

Jesus said about himself that he is the Way, the Truth and the Life.  

Translate:

I know from experience that sometimes his ways are hard to understand.  

Translate:

But we can profit from knowing the ways of the Lord.  

Translate:

Proverbs is a window into the ways of the Lord.  

Translate:

It’s an opportunity for us to understand and know God’s wisdom.  

Translate:

Listen to this wisdom from Proverbs 14 verses 6 through 7.  

Translate:

I am reading from the New International Version.  

Translate:

“The mocker seeks wisdom and finds none, 

Translate:

but knowledge comes easily to the discerning.  

Translate:

Stay away from the foolish man, when you don’t find knowledge on his lips.”  

Translate:

The second half of that first verse says that knowledge comes easily to one who understands.”  

Translate:

Did you ever notice that some people are simply smart?  

Translate:

They seem to understand quickly?  

Translate:

It always bothered me in school, when I had an exam to take, 

Translate:

that I had to study in order to pass the exam.  

Translate:

There were always a few people who didn’t have to study.   

Translate:

They remembered what the teachers had taught them.  

Translate:

Knowledge came easily to them.  

Translate:

What’s the difference between the person who receives knowledge easily 

Translate:

and the rest who have a hard time understanding?  

Translate:

Well, it tells us here that the mocker or the scorner seeks wisdom but he doesn’t find it. 

Translate:

It tells us to stay away from the foolish man, 

Translate:

because you will not find knowledge on his lips.  

Translate:

So there is foolishness and mocking, and the scorners…

Translate:

They seek knowledge, but they don’t find it, 

Translate:

but knowledge comes easily to the discerning or those with understanding.  

Translate:

We will try to understand this concept today.  

Translate:

We will plunder this “way” of God.  

Translate:

Jesus is the Way.  

Translate:

He is the Big Way to all of life’s issues.  

Translate:

And this is proper because He is our Creator.

Translate:

But today we want to look into one small way that God does things. 

Translate:

He gives knowledge to some and he doesn’t give knowledge to others.  

Translate:

John 7 verses 16 through 17: “Jesus answered his disciples and said, 

Translate:

My teaching is not my own.  

Translate:

It comes from him who sent me. 

Translate:

If anyone chooses to do God’s will, he will find out whether it comes from God or whether I speak on my own.”  

Translate:

That is a key in the proverb we are trying to solve today.  

Translate:

Why is it that knowledge comes easily to some 

Translate:

and some people don’t understand at all?   

Translate:

That phrase here in John chapter 7 asks the question: 

Translate:

“If anyone chooses to do God’s will.” ….

Translate:

The principle is simply this.  

Translate:

If you have heard instructions from God out of his Word, 

Translate:

and you obey it, then it makes sense to you.  

Translate:

It is alive to you.  

Translate:

Think about those people in Jerusalem when Peter stood up and preached on the day of Pentecost. 

Translate:

They said, “What must we do to be saved.”  

Translate:

Peter replied plainly and simply, “Repent and be baptized for the remission of your sins.”  

Translate:

Now there were 2 groups of people that were there that day.  

Translate:

One group repented and got baptized.  

Translate:

The other group watched from afar what was going on.  

Translate:

Who do you think gained knowledge and understanding of repentance?  

Translate:

Was it the ones that got baptized 

Translate:

or the ones that stood by and watched the others getting baptized?  

Translate:

David says in Psalm 32, “Blessed or happy, wildly happy, is the man whose sins are forgiven!” 

Translate:

Alleluia! It was those that repented 

Translate:

and turned from their sins and got washed in the water.   

Translate:

They understood repentance.  It came easily to them.  

Translate:

They didn’t have a problem understanding the foolishness of sin 

Translate:

They didn’t have a problem understanding the wisdom of turning to God.  

Translate:

But the other group of people stood there watching and wondering.  

Translate:

I can hear them now.  They probably had a theological debate.  

Translate:

Maybe they reasoned within themselves if this was in the scripture.  

Translate:

But until they did it, they couldn’t really understand it.  

Translate:

Now that is a key.  That is a serious key to all spiritual knowledge.  

Translate:

People can worry about such things as speaking in tongues.  

Translate:

Is it of God?  Is it not of God?  

Translate:

But do they trust God enough to let God reveal himself through the experience?  

Translate:

Have they ever gone to God and said well, it says here in the Bible that you give good gifts.  

Translate:

Let’s look at Luke 11 verses 11 through 13.  

Translate:

It says, “If a man asks for bread of any of you that is a father, will he give him a stone? 

Translate:

Or if he asks for a fish, will he give him a serpent?  

Translate:

Or if he asks an egg, will he offer him a scorpion?  

Translate:

If you then being evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, 

Translate:

how much more shall your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to them that ask him?”  

Translate:

The scripture teaches that in gospel of Luke, 

Translate:

but some people today still question the issue of speaking in tongues, 

Translate:

and will never ask for the Holy Spirit.  

Translate:

They are like the people on the day of Pentecost 

Translate:

and stood by and watched others receiving the Holy Spirit 

Translate:

and debated what was happening to these Galileans who were speaking in many different languages. 

Translate:

But those opened to being edified by speaking in tongues, understood it.  

Translate:

They had no problem with it.  Knowledge came easily to them.  

Translate:

They did it.  

Translate:

If any man would do this doctrine, he will know it, 

Translate:

whether or not it be of God.  

Translate:

That is an important key to the whole process.  

Translate:

Some people are opened to knowledge and some people are not opened to knowledge.  

Translate:

The scorner or mocker really doesn’t want to know.  

Translate:

He seeks knowledge, but he really doesn’t want to know.  

Translate:

Let’s look in Matthew chapter 13 verses 12 through 17.  

Translate:

This is Jesus talking.  It says, “To those who are open to my teaching, more understanding will be given, 

Translate:

and they will have an abundance of knowledge.”  

Translate:

Remember, we are comparing this to Proverbs 14:6.

Translate:

where it talks about knowledge coming easily to the discerning. 

Translate:

That is the principle to remember.  

Translate:

Jesus says, “Those that are open to my teaching, more understanding will be given, 

Translate:

and they will have an abundance of knowledge.”  

Translate:

To be open to his teaching means to obey his teaching, 

Translate:

not only open to the idea, but willing to do it.  

Translate:

But for those who are not listening, even what they have will be taken away from them.  

Translate:

That is why I tell these stories so that people will understand, 

Translate:

but they really don’t understand.  

Translate:

They hear what I say, but they really don’t hear, and they don’t understand.  

Translate:

This fulfills the prophecy of Isaiah.”  

Translate:

Now Jesus is stating that these people have difficulty with wisdom.  

Translate:

It doesn’t come easy to them.  They are mockers.  They are fools.  

Translate:

They wouldn’t do it even if they understood it.  

Translate:

Isaiah says, “You will hear my words, but you will not understand.  

Translate:

You will see what I do, but you will not perceive its meanings, 

Translate:

for the hearts of these people are hardened and they ears can not hear, 

Translate:

and they close their eyes, so that their eyes can not see, 

Translate:

and their ears can not hear, and their hearts can not understand, 

Translate:

and they cannot turn to me and let me heal them.”  

Translate:

Jesus goes on and says to the disciples, “Blessed are you because you see, and your ears because they hear.  

Translate:

I assure you that many prophets and Godly people longed to see 

Translate:

and hear what you have seen and heard, but they could not.”  

Translate:

Now this is a great dilemma.  

Translate:

Why is it that some people can see and hear, and some people can not?  

Translate:

What is the blockage that holds them back?  

Translate:

Jesus tells us in John chapter 3, “He says that light came into the world, 

Translate:

but those that loved darkness stayed away from the light.”  

Translate:

That is part of what he said, but he got even closer to the issue.  

Translate:

He said, “The reason that they wouldn’t come to the light is because they loved sin more than they loved righteousness.”  

Translate:

This problem of people not seeing and not hearing and not understanding has a ROOT.  

Translate:

The root is their affection, what they desire and long for and love.  

Translate:

Jesus said that they loved sin more than they love righteousness.  

Translate:

They are in a state of deception.  

Translate:

They think that this sin that they are enjoying …

Translate:

is more wonderful than the righteousness that God wants to give them.  

Translate:

And because they love sin more than they love righteousness, they can’t see, 

Translate:

they can’t hear and they can’t understand.  

Translate:

They are called mockers and fools.  

Translate:

Is there a sin in your life today that you love more than righteousness?  

Translate:

Is it standing between you and God? 

Translate:

Tomorrow we are going to look at the question of considering our ways and not deceiving ourselves.  

Translate:

That will be useful in answering this question.  

Translate:

But today let’s stick to the concept of doing the will of God, 

Translate:

and then knowledge will come easily to you.  

Translate:

You will be able to understand the things of God.  

Translate:

How often have you said it is too hard?  I can’t understand it.  

Translate:

How often have I heard people say I read the Bible but it doesn’t mean anything? 

Translate:

It doesn’t speak to me.   Or I don’t understand it?  

Translate:

How can it be that people can read the Bible and it doesn’t speak to them?  

Translate:

There can be a spiritual blockage.  

Translate:

There can be misplaced affections.  

Translate:

There could be this problem of loving sin more than they love righteousness, 

Translate:

living in deception, thinking that they are okay.  

Translate:

The good news is, though, that knowledge comes easily to the discerning and to the understanding.  

Translate:

I pray today that you will be anxious not only to hear and understand the word of God, 

Translate:

but specially to do it.  

Translate:

If any man will obey this doctrine, he will know it, whether or not it be of God.  

Translate:

This is Brother Stephen Keel.  This is A Proverb A Day.  

Translate:

I pray that you have a great eternity and that you walk in the truth.
