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152 A True Witness Tuesday Week 31

Translate:  

I suppose that it’s the job of the Bible teacher to bring out meaning that is found in the scripture.  

Translate:  
I have a job to do today.  

Translate:  :

I have a scripture from the book of Proverbs that on the surface doesn’t seem to have much depth to it.  

Translate:  
It seems to be self explanatory, but as I have thought about it and considered it, 

Translate:  
I believe that there is a tremendous message in this Proverb for us.  

Translate:  
Hear the word of the Lord from Proverbs 14:25.  

Translate:  
“A true witness delivers souls, but a deceitful witness speaks lies.”  

Translate:  
A true witness saves lives and a false witness is deceitful.  

Translate:  
Well that seems somewhat self-explanatory.  

Translate:  
A false witness is deceitful, but what does it mean, “a truthful witness saves lives”?  

Translate: 
A true witness delivers souls. 

Translate:  
Actually as I read it, I got really excited about speaking on the subject today. 

Translate:    

A true witness delivers souls.  You and I are those witnesses.  

Translate:  
If we are true witnesses, we deliver souls.  

Translate:
Well, let’s just talk about what a witness is for a minute.  

Translate:
Perhaps the best way to approach the subject, is to think about the legal system, the court system.  

Translate:  
Because the Bible set the precedent thousands of years ago..  

Translate:  
The Bible said that nobody should be convicted of a crime unless there were 2 or 3 witnesses.  

Translate:  
In other words, there had to be somebody that saw the crime, 

CREOLE:

and could verify that so-and-so actually committed that crime. 

Translate: 
If there is no true witness, then it is wrong for that person to be judged as guilty, and convicted.  

Translate:  
So the first thing we learn about a witness, is that he be an eye witness. 

Translate:  
You understand that the Bible means “he” or “she”.

Translate:  
The pronoun “he” is used throughout the Bible, but it means “mankind” or “persons”

Translate:  
He or she has to have actually seen something. 

Translate:    

Well are we witnesses for the Lord Jesus Christ?  

Translate:  
Have we seen the Lord?  Have we really seen the Lord, 

Translate:  
or are we just reporting on something that someone else has told us about the Lord?  

Translate:  
A true witness has to have actually seen that thing which he is witnessing about.  

Translate:  
After all, that’s what the job of a witness is, to tell what he has seen, to accurately tell what he has seen.  

Translate:  
A true witness delivers souls.  

Translate:  
In other words, if you have seen Jesus, if you have truly seen Jesus, 

Translate:  
and you tell the truth about what you have seen, 

Translate:  
then you will in fact deliver other people from a life of bondage to sin, 

Translate:  
to a life of obedience to the Lordship of Jesus Christ.  It’s a wonderful thing. 

Translate:  
Jesus said about himself,  “I am the Way and the Truth and the Life.  

Translate:  
No one comes to the Father except through Me.  

Translate: 
If you really knew Me, you would know My Father as well.”  

Translate:  
We are going to be looking for a couple of days at the subject of a true witness, 

Translate:  
which leads us to a discussion of the truth.  

Translate:  
What is the truth?  Jesus said I am the Truth.  

Translate:  
We have to see Jesus to have seen truth.  

Translate:  
I like what he says about himself in the book of Revelation.  

Translate:  
Several times this same phrase is repeated, 

Translate:  
but I am only going to read it from one instance in Revelation chapter 3.  

Translate:  
It says “To the angel of the church in Philadelphia, 

Translate:  
write these are the words of him who is holy and true, who holds the key of David.  

Translate:  
What he opens, no one can shut, and what he shuts, no one can open.”  

Translate:  
This is the description of Jesus.  He is holy and true.  

Translate:  
Wouldn’t it be just awful if he were not true?  

Translate:  
What if the promises of God were not true?  

Translate:  
What if we were believing a lie?  Wouldn’t that be just horrible?  

Translate:  
But we are not believing a lie.  Just and right is he.  

Translate:  
His ways are full of truth, and they are without iniquity.  

Translate:  
There is no sin in the ways of Jesus.  He is true!  

Translate:  
Now a little later in our discussion of truth, we will talk about ourselves and the truth of our lives, 

Translate:  
and the truth of our relationship with Jesus.  

Translate:  
But just for a minute, I want to raise us up a little bit 

Translate:  
and look at the “truth of Jesus”.  I want us to see the trueness of Jesus. 

Translate:  
Let’s go to a high place in the book of Revelation.  

Translate:  
Revelation 19:11 through 16.  It says,  “I saw heaven standing open, 

Translate:  
and there before me was a white horse whose rider is called Faithful and True.”  

Translate:  
 Now this is John the Revelator and he has a vision.  

Translate:  
And he sees a white horse and on this horse is a rider and his name is Faithful and True.  

Translate:  
Now ultimately Jesus is the true witness, 

Translate:  
because he said about himself, I am the Truth.  

Translate:  
He is the Way, the Truth and the Life.  

Translate:  
Well, this Faithful and True guy on the top of the horse, listen to him.  

Translate:  
It says with justice he judges and makes war. 

Translate:
His eyes are like blazing fire and on his head are many crowns.  

Translate:  
He has a name written on him that no one knows but he himself.  

Translate:  
He is dressed in a robe dipped in blood, and his name is “the Word of God”. 

Translate:  
We have no question about who is being described here now. 

Translate:  
The Apostle John said in the Gospel of John chapter 1: 

Translate:  
“In the beginning was the word.” His name is the Word of God.  

Translate:  
The armies of heaven were following him, riding on white horses and dressed in fine linen, white and clean.  

Translate:  
Out of his mouth comes a sharp sword with which he strikes down the nations. 

Translate:  
And we know that the writer of Hebrews tells us that the Word of God is as sharp as a two-edged sword. 

Translate:  
“He will rule them with an iron scepter.  

Translate:  
He treads the wine press of the fury of the wrath of God Almighty, 

Translate:  
and on his robe and on his thigh, he has this name written:  

Translate:  
King of Kings and Lord of Lords.”  

Translate:  
What a marvelous picture that we have here… of majesty, and leadership and lordship, 

Translate:  
but the fact is that this faithful witness that delivers souls is known as “Faithful and True.”  

Translate:  
Faithful and True.  Are we faithful and true?  

Translate:  
If we are born again, if we have in us the spirit of Christ, if our bodies are the temple of the Holy Spirit, 

Translate:  
then it should be said about us also, that we are faithful and true.  

Translate:  
I know I’m may be going off into the mystical a little bit here.

Translate:  
But let’s continue looking in Revelation just a minute.  

Translate:  
We want to see Jesus in the book of Revelation.  

Translate:  
You see, if we can see Jesus, then we can be faithful witnesses.  

Translate:  
We can be true witnesses and we can deliver souls.  

Translate:  
So let’s read a little bit more about Jesus as he is found in the book of Revelation.  

Translate:  
I am reading this time from Revelation chapter 15, 

Translate:  
and I am going to be reading verses 1 through 8.  John the Revelator is writing.  

Translate:  
“I saw in heaven another great and marvelous sign.  Seven angels with the 7 last plagues.  

Translate:  
“Last” because with them God’s wrath is completed, 

Translate:
and I saw what looked like a sea of glass mixed with fire, 

Translate:  
and standing beside the sea, those who had been victorious over the beast 

Translate:  

and over his image and over the number of his name.  

Translate:  
They held harps given them by God

Translate:  
and they sang the song of Moses, the servant of God, and the song of the Lamb.” 

Translate:  
Now this is not only a vision of Jesus, but this is a vision of us.  

Translate:  
I hope you can see yourselves standing there singing this song, faithful and true.  

Translate:  
This is what they sang, “Great and marvelous are your deeds, Lord God Almighty.  

Translate:  
Just and TRUE are your ways.  King of the ages, 

Translate:  

who will not fear you, O Lord, and bring glory to your name, for you alone are holy.  

Translate:  
All nations will come and worship before you, 

Translate:  
for your righteous acts have been revealed.” 

Translate:  
Now we are focusing on the true witness here.  Just and true are your ways.  

Translate:  
This is the picture that John the Revelator had of Jesus, 

Translate:  
and he saw all of the church bowing down, and singing out unto the Lord.  

Translate:  
“Great and marvelous are your deeds Lord God Almighty.  Just and true are your ways.”  

Translate:  
Well the trueness of it has an awesome aspect 

Translate:  
because after this I looked and in heaven, the temple that is the tabernacle of the testimony was opened, 

Translate:  
and out of the temple came the 7 angels with the 7 plagues.  

Translate:  
They were dressed in clean shining linen and they wore golden sashes around their chest.  

Translate:  
Then one of the 4 living creatures gave the 7 angels 7 bowls filled with the wrath of God who lives forever and ever, 

Translate:  
and the temple was filled with smoke from the glory of God and from his power, 

Translate:  
and no one could enter the temple until the 7 plagues of the 7 angels was completed.” 

Translate: 

Well, if Jesus is true and if this word of God is true, …

Translate:  
then there are 7 plagues that are going to come upon the earth, 

Translate:  
and the wrath of God, will be poured out against uncleanness, against sin.  

Translate:  
But we are given an instruction, we are to stand firm with the belt of true buckled around our waist.  

Translate:  
We are to wear the breastplate of righteousness.  

Translate:  
We stand against evil by wearing the belt of truth.  

Translate:  
We want to be that true witness. We are going to talk about this again tomorrow 

Translate:  
and we are going to talk about how a truthful witness saves lives.  

Translate:  
I just wanted to raise us up a little bit, and see the King of kings and the Lord of lords, 

Translate:  
the One that is faithful and true, the One whose ways are just and right.

Translate:  
I hope that you’ve been excited a little bit by this picture of Jesus in the heavenly realms.  

Translate:

and be with me again tomorrow to learn more about delivering souls.
