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167 A True Witness 2  - Tuesday Week 34

TRANSLATE:  

We have been talking about a true witness delivering souls.  

TRANSLATE:  

Yesterday we looked at Deuteronomy chapter 17 

TRANSLATE:  

and it told us that there has to be 2 or 3 witnesses, 

TRANSLATE:  

or else no one could be put to death, except by 2 or 3 witnesses.  

TRANSLATE:  

Now that’s the rule of the witness, 

TRANSLATE:  

that there must be more than one witness in order to put someone to death.  

TRANSLATE:  

These rules about witnessing ….

TRANSLATE:  

……have a lot to do with our being witnesses of the Lord Jesus Christ.  

TRANSLATE:  

If we are declaring something to be true,…… 

TRANSLATE:  

if we are saying that we have seen something about Jesus……. 

TRANSLATE:  

and we are telling other people about it, 

TRANSLATE:  

and what we are telling them is really important, 

TRANSLATE:  

then there must be 2 or 3 witnesses.  

TRANSLATE:  

We have the witness of the word.  

TRANSLATE:  

If what we are declaring to be true is found in the word of God, 

TRANSLATE:  

then we have the witness of the word.  

TRANSLATE:  

We have to have the witness of the spirit.  

TRANSLATE:  

The spirit that’s within us confirms the way we know Christ.

TRANSLATE:  

The spirit itself bears witness.  

TRANSLATE:  

The Holy Spirit bears witness to the truth of what we are saying…. 

TRANSLATE:  

….and it agrees with the witness of the Word.  

TRANSLATE:  

And as the scripture says in Hebrews chapter 12,…..

TRANSLATE:  

….we are surrounded by a cloud of many witnesses.  

TRANSLATE:  

So there are 3 witnesses: the word of God, the Holy Spirit and other witnesses.

TRANSLATE:  

If what we are suggesting to be true, is true,…. 

TRANSLATE:  

then we won’t be alone in our acknowledgment of the truth.  

TRANSLATE:  

There are rules regarding what kind of a witness you are.  

TRANSLATE:  

This whole subject is so big to me, 

TRANSLATE:  

 I’m somewhat at a loss to which way to start. 

TRANSLATE:  

There are so many ways that we can approach it.  

TRANSLATE:  

There’s so much that we can say about it, 

TRANSLATE:  

and it is so incredibly important.  

TRANSLATE:  

It is an issue of life and death.  

TRANSLATE:  

People are either going to either live or die….. 

TRANSLATE:  

…..based on whether or not you and I are true witnesses.  

TRANSLATE:  

If we are false witnesses, 

TRANSLATE:  

if we have forsaken the witness of the word, 

TRANSLATE:  

…..and the witness of the Spirit, 

TRANSLATE:  

….and are willing to only promote our Jesus, 

TRANSLATE:  

….because this is the way some others may done it…. 

TRANSLATE:  

….or this is the tradition of our church, …

TRANSLATE:  

…we may be leading someone into eternal damnation.  

TRANSLATE:  

What an awesome responsibility 

TRANSLATE:  

…..that we ourselves walking in falsehood would lead others into falsehood, 

TRANSLATE:  

all along claiming to be telling them the truth.  

TRANSLATE:  

Is something of God or is it not of God?  

TRANSLATE:  

Is it true or is it not true?  

TRANSLATE:  

Recently we looked at John, John’s Gospel, 

TRANSLATE:  

….where Jesus was having a conversation with Pilot, 

TRANSLATE:  

….and Pilot said what is truth?  

TRANSLATE:  

And Jesus said he that has my words and keeps them.  

TRANSLATE:  

He that hears my voice and obeys my commandments, he has truth.  

TRANSLATE:  

Is it of God or is it not of God.  

TRANSLATE:  

There is a special gift given unto the church to help us know about this.  

TRANSLATE:  

It’s called the gift of discernment.  

TRANSLATE:  

Now we had a session in A Proverb A Day on this recently.  

TRANSLATE:  

It’s all tied in together.  It’s all hooked in together.  

TRANSLATE:  

It talks about the person with discernment is wise.  

TRANSLATE:  

 In the wise heart rests or reposes discernment.  

TRANSLATE:  

Discernment is the ability to know whether something is of God,….

TRANSLATE:  

…..or whether something is not of God.  

TRANSLATE:  

We need to look at that subject today for a few minutes.  

TRANSLATE:  

Look at I Corinthians chapter 12.  

TRANSLATE:  

 He says, “And now dear brothers and sisters, 

TRANSLATE:  

I will write you about the special abilities ….

TRANSLATE:  

….that the Holy Spirit gives to each one of us, 

TRANSLATE:  

…..for I must correct your misunderstandings about them.  

TRANSLATE:  

You know that when you were still pagans,…. 

TRANSLATE:  

….you were led astray 

TRANSLATE:  

…..and swept along in worshipping speechless idols,… 

TRANSLATE:  

…..so I want you to know how to discern what is truly from God.  

TRANSLATE:  

No one speaking by the Spirit of God can curse Jesus, ….
TRANSLATE:  

…and no one who is able to say Jesus is Lord, except by the Holy Spirit.”  

TRANSLATE:  

Now there are different kinds of spiritual gifts,…. 

TRANSLATE:  

…..but it is the same Holy Spirit, who is the source of them all.  

TRANSLATE:  

There are different kinds of services in the church, …..
TRANSLATE:  

…..but it is the same Lord we are serving.  

TRANSLATE:  

There are different ways God works in our lives,…. 

TRANSLATE:  

….but it is the same God who does the work through all of us.  

TRANSLATE:  

A spiritual gift is given to each of us as a means of helping the entire church.  

TRANSLATE:  

Here is the reason we are looking at this:

TRANSLATE:  

…..discernment is one of the gifts given to the church.  

TRANSLATE:  

The discernment is the ability to know whether something is of God or is not of God.  

TRANSLATE:  

Now he tells us….”to one person the Spirit gives the ability to give wise advice,… 

TRANSLATE:  

…..and to another he gives the gifts of special knowledge.  

TRANSLATE:  

The Spirit gives special faith to another,…. 
TRANSLATE:  

…..and to someone else he gives the power to heal the sick.”  

TRANSLATE:  

You see these gifts are given by the Spirit to help the entire church, to grow the church.  

TRANSLATE:  

He gives one person the power to perform miracles, and to another the ability to prophesy.  

TRANSLATE:  

He gives some one else the ability to know….. 

TRANSLATE:  

……whether it is really the Spirit of God or another spirit that is speaking.  

TRANSLATE:  

That’s the gift of discernment.  Is it really of God or is it of another spirit? 

TRANSLATE:  

In the church, there is a great war going on.  

TRANSLATE:  

There’s a great battle, a fight going on.  In the book of Galatians, it tells us, 

TRANSLATE:  

“The flesh and the spirit are at enmity with each other.”  

TRANSLATE:  

They are at war with each other.  The flesh wars against the spirit.  

TRANSLATE:  

The Spirit of God wants to manifest itself with wisdom and truth,…. 

TRANSLATE:  

…..but the flesh, the mind, the will, the emotions, men’s personalities,…. 

TRANSLATE:  

…..men’s ideas about what’s right and what’s wrong, is at war with the Spirit of God.  

TRANSLATE:  

And for the entire church to be helped,…. 

TRANSLATE:  

….there has to be someone around that can tell the difference between the flesh and the spirit.  

TRANSLATE:  

We need somebody with the gift of discernment….. 
TRANSLATE:  

…..so we can discover what is a true witness and what is a false witness.  

TRANSLATE:  

I hope this has been helpful.  

TRANSLATE:  

I want you to understands that a true witness delivers souls,…. 

TRANSLATE:  

……but a false witness brings people into condemnation and to death.  

TRANSLATE:  

Is what we do in church true?  Are we truly following Jesus?  

TRANSLATE:  

In Philippians chapter 3, it talks about having confidence in the flesh,….. 

TRANSLATE:  

…..but it says that “there are those others that have confidence in the flesh.”  

TRANSLATE:  

They are confident that whatever they see to do, is right.  
TRANSLATE:  

 They say, “Hey, I know what to do.”  

TRANSLATE:  

But Paul says, he considers that to be garbbage or trash. Ha!  

TRANSLATE:  

In Philippians it says, “We are the circumcision which worship God in the spirit,… 

TRANSLATE:  

….and have no confidence in the flesh.”  

TRANSLATE:  

We have no confidence in our own ability…. 

TRANSLATE:  

…..to know whether something is of God or something is not of God. 

TRANSLATE:  

We don’t make that decision.  We don’t make that judgment call.  

TRANSLATE:  

God makes that judgment call.  

TRANSLATE:  

God shows us whether something is of the Lord, or something is not of the Lord.
TRANSLATE:  

That is one reason of  the reasons we pray….to ask God’s will about a matter.  

TRANSLATE:  

And he then reveals it to us.  

TRANSLATE:  

He shows us that which is of God and that which is not of God,…. 

TRANSLATE:  

…..so that we can be a true witness and not a false witness,….. 

TRANSLATE:  

….so that we can lead people in the pathways of everlasting life,…. 

TRANSLATE:  

……instead of leading people in the pathways of man’s religion, going the way the world goes.  

TRANSLATE:  

Jesus said the spirit is like the wind.  

TRANSLATE:  

You can’t tell where it comes from, or where it goes,…. 

TRANSLATE:  

…..but you can know that it’s been there.  

TRANSLATE:  

What wind is blowing through our lives?  

TRANSLATE:  

Is it the wind of the Holy Spirit that brings life and life abundantly?  

TRANSLATE:  

Is it the wind that heals families?  

TRANSLATE:  

Is it the wind that creates strong men of faith?  

TRANSLATE:  

We have women of faith also,…. 

TRANSLATE:  

…..but if men of faith are missing in our midst, what kind of wind is blowing?  

TRANSLATE:  

What kind of wind is blowing?  Is the spirit of God truly manifesting itself in our midst?  Alleluia!  

TRANSLATE:  

A true witness delivers souls.  

TRANSLATE:  

A false witness condemns people to death and leads people into everlasting damnation.  

TRANSLATE:  

We need the Spirit of God to tell us that which is of God and that which is not of God.  

TRANSLATE:  

Now in fact, all this conversation that we are having, is ground work.  

TRANSLATE:  

We are just laying ground work, because by the spirit, by grace,…. 

TRANSLATE:  

…..if the Lord allows it, we will be getting into the details a little bit.  

TRANSLATE:  

We will look at the details of our home life. 

TRANSLATE:  

We will look at the details of our church life.
TRANSLATE:  

….and try to discover anything that is not of God? 
TRANSLATE:  

What are some of those things?  

TRANSLATE:  

I would like you to ask yourself that question.  Is there anything that you do in church?  

TRANSLATE:  

Is there anything that happens in church that is suspicious,….. 

TRANSLATE:  

……anything that happens in church that you could say comes from a false spirit, ….
TRANSLATE:  

….or comes from a spirit other than Jesus?  

TRANSLATE:  

Is there anything in your Christian experience that you are not totally at peace with,…. 

TRANSLATE:  

…..that you don’t have total comfort with in Christ?  

TRANSLATE:  

If there is, then it’s possible that that lack of comfort,…. 

TRANSLATE:  

…..the lack of peace is God telling you and showing you….. 

TRANSLATE:  

…..that it’s a false witness, that it’s not truly of God,…. 

TRANSLATE:  

…..but we need the Holy Spirit to make the judgment. 

TRANSLATE:  

We need the gift of discernment to know that which is of God and that which is not of God. 

TRANSLATE:  

This is Brother Stephen Keel. This is A PROVERB A DAY.  

TRANSLATE:  

I know this is a deep subject.  

TRANSLATE:  

I pray that it will be profitable so that we can lead people into everlasting life.  

TRANSLATE:
