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TRANSLATE:  
Yesterday we saw in Proverbs 15:10 that whoever abandons the way will die.  

TRANSLATE:  
15:11 continues and tells us that hell and destruction are before the Lord.  

TRANSLATE:  
In the New Living Testament it says,

TRANSLATE:  
 “Even the depths of death and destruction are known by the Lord.” 

TRANSLATE:  
Death…..  Death and destruction…..  

TRANSLATE:  
But there is an addition to that statement in Proverbs 15:11.  

TRANSLATE:  
Listen to what the Lord says, 

TRANSLATE:  
“How much more then does he know the hearts of the children of men.”  

TRANSLATE:  
Even death and destruction are before the Lord. He comprehends all of that.  

TRANSLATE:  
We can’t comprehend it.  We can’t understand it.  

TRANSLATE:  
We can read about the Lake of Fire.  We can read about the second death.  

TRANSLATE:  
We can read about the wages of sin being death, but can we comprehend it?  

TRANSLATE:  
Can we truly understand it?  The Lord understands it.  

TRANSLATE:  
He not only understands that, how much more he is able to know the human heart. 

TRANSLATE:  
In Luke chapter 2, we see a picture of the baby Jesus brought to the temple for dedication, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and there is an old man there named Simeon.  

TRANSLATE:  
He’s been waiting all of his life for the appearance of the Lord. 

TRANSLATE:  
….and it says he blessed the boy.  

TRANSLATE:  
He blessed the mother and the father and this is what he said to them.  

TRANSLATE:  
He said to Mary, “This child will be rejected by many in Israel, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and it will be to their undoing, but he will be the greatest joy to many others. 

TRANSLATE:  
Thus the deepest thoughts of many hearts will be revealed, 

TRANSLATE:  
and a sword will pierce your very soul.”  

TRANSLATE:  
Simeon was prophesying regarding Jesus. 

TRANSLATE:  
He was just a baby having been brought to the temple. 

TRANSLATE:  
But Simeon knew by the Spirit of God that he would be rejected by many in Israel 

TRANSLATE:  
…..and that he would be the greatest joy to others. 

TRANSLATE:  
He told her the deepest thoughts of many hearts will be revealed. 

TRANSLATE:  
This is pointed out to us clearly in Hebrews chapter 4.  

TRANSLATE:  
It tells us that the word of God is quick and powerful 

TRANSLATE:  
…..and sharper than any 2-edged sword, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..piercing even to the dividing asunder soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..and is a discerner of the thoughts and the intents of the heart.  

TRANSLATE:  
Jesus is the word.  

TRANSLATE:  
John tells us in the beginning was the Word 

TRANSLATE:  
….and the Word became flesh and dwelled among men. 

TRANSLATE:  
The Word that’s referred to here in Hebrews is the living Word of God.  

TRANSLATE:  
It’s Jesus.  He is the Discerner of the thoughts and the intents of the heart of men. 

TRANSLATE:  
We all have a sense regarding this. 

TRANSLATE:  
We all know that God knows, but it’s useful, I believe, to take a look at the biblical record, 

TRANSLATE:  
….to look at those things that God caused to be written, 

TRANSLATE:  
….to show us clearly that Jesus has the ability to know our hearts, 

TRANSLATE:  
….to know exactly what we are thinking. 

TRANSLATE:  
Let’s look at 4 or 5 passages 

TRANSLATE:  
….where Jesus was able to know what people were thinking in advance.  

TRANSLATE:  
If as a man walking on the face of the earth, 

TRANSLATE:  
….he knew what other people were thinking, surely he knows what we are thinking now.  

TRANSLATE:  
He knows for instance how close or how far we are from the path of righteousness. 

TRANSLATE:  
He knows better than we do, 

TRANSLATE:  
….. because you see, we could be fooling ourselves regarding that issue. 

TRANSLATE:  
We could be guilty of what it tells us in the book of Proverbs 

TRANSLATE:  
…..when it says that a fool’s ways are clean in his own eyes. 

TRANSLATE:  
Every man’s way is right in his own eyes, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..but Jesus knows the thoughts and the intents of our hearts, 

TRANSLATE:  
……and we all would do well to say, “Lord, tell me what I’m thinking.  

TRANSLATE:  
Reveal my heart to me.”  

TRANSLATE:  
We are going to look at, as I said, 4 or 5 passages 

TRANSLATE:  
….simply to see, in fact, that Jesus knew what was going on.  

TRANSLATE:  
I will look first in Luke chapter 6 verses 7 through 11. 

TRANSLATE:  
Each of these stories, by the way, is a teaching in itself, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..but at the center of these stories is a reference to the Lord Jesus knowing what other people were thinking. 

TRANSLATE:  
So listen to that thought as we read the passage. 

TRANSLATE:  
 It says, “The teachers of religious law and the Pharisees watched closely 

TRANSLATE:  
….to see whether Jesus would heal the man on the Sabbath, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..because they were eager to find some legal charge to bring against him, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..but Jesus knew their thoughts. 

TRANSLATE:  
He said to the man with the deformed hand, come and stand here where everyone can see. 

TRANSLATE:  
So the man came forward.  Then Jesus said to his critics, 

TRANSLATE:  
I have a question for you. Is it legal to do good deeds on the Sabbath, 

TRANSLATE:  
….or it is a day for doing harm?  
TRANSLATE:  

Is this a day to save life or to destroy it?  

TRANSLATE:  
He looked around at them one by one, and then he said to the man, reach out your hand.  

TRANSLATE:  
The man reached out his hand and it became normal again.  

TRANSLATE:  
At this the enemies of Jesus were wild with rage 

TRANSLATE:  
….and they began to discuss what to do with him.”  

TRANSLATE:  
Jesus healed this man knowing in advance that it was going to cause them to be angry.  

TRANSLATE:  
It says very clearly in verse 8, “But Jesus knew their thoughts,” 

TRANSLATE:  
….so he called the man forth, and he proved to them 

TRANSLATE:  
….who they were and how they felt about things.”  Alleluia!  

TRANSLATE:  
Let’s look in Luke chapter 7 verses 39 through 48. 

TRANSLATE:  
Remember we are looking for instances of the Lord Jesus 

TRANSLATE:  
….knowing what people were thinking in advance while he was with them. 

TRANSLATE:  
It says,  “When the Pharisee who was the host saw what was happening 

TRANSLATE:  
….and who the woman was, he said to himself, this proves that Jesus is no prophet.  

TRANSLATE:  
If God had really sent him, he would know what kind of a woman is touching him.  

TRANSLATE:  
She is a sinner. 

TRANSLATE:  
Then Jesus spoke up and answered his thoughts.  

TRANSLATE:  
Simon, he said to the Pharisee, I have something to say to you. 

TRANSLATE:  
All right, Teacher, Simon replied, go on ahead.  

TRANSLATE:  
Then Jesus told him this story. A man loaned money to 2 people, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..500 pieces of silver to one and 50 pieces to the other, 

TRANSLATE:  
….but neither of them could repay him, so he kindly forgave them both canceling the debts.  

TRANSLATE:  
Who do you suppose loved him more after that?  

TRANSLATE:  
Simon answered I suppose the one for whom he cancelled the larger debt. 

TRANSLATE:  
That’s right, Jesus said.  

TRANSLATE:  
Then he turned to the woman and said to Simon. 

TRANSLATE:  
Look at this woman kneeling here.  

TRANSLATE:  
When I entered your home, you didn’t offer me water to wash the dust from my feet, 

TRANSLATE:  
….but she has washed them with her tears and wiped them with her hair.  

TRANSLATE:  
You didn’t give me a kiss of greeting, 
TRANSLATE:  

….but she has kissed my feet again and again from the time I first came in.  

TRANSLATE:  
You neglected the courtesy of olive oil to anoint my head.  

TRANSLATE:  
She has anointed my feet with rare perfume. 

TRANSLATE:  
I tell you, her sins, and they are many, have been forgiven, 
TRANSLATE:  

so she has shown me much love.  

TRANSLATE:  
But a person who has forgiven little, shows only little love.  

TRANSLATE:  
Then Jesus said to the woman, your sins are forgiven.”  

TRANSLATE:  
Now there’s a great story here about how we fall in love with Jesus. 

TRANSLATE:  
There is a great lesson here about he who has been forgiven much loves much.  

TRANSLATE:  
But right in the middle,…maybe you didn’t see this before, 

TRANSLATE:  
….it says Jesus spoke up and answered his thoughts.  

TRANSLATE:  
He spoke to Simon according to what was going on inside of his heart. Alleluia!  

TRANSLATE:  
It’s one of the things I really enjoy about the preaching of the gospel, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..there are times when the Spirit of the Lord speaks through me into the heart of someone 
TRANSLATE:  

because God knows his heart.  

TRANSLATE:  
I may not know his heart.  

TRANSLATE:  
I may not even know that I am being used of the Lord to speak into a person’s heart.  

TRANSLATE:  
But the Lord knows your heart today. He knows what you are thinking about today.  

TRANSLATE:  
He knows what you need to hear today.  

TRANSLATE:  
He says Simon, let me have this conversation with you.  

TRANSLATE:  
Let me talk to you about something that you can understand, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..and he brought up the issue of the money being loaned and being owed.  

TRANSLATE:  
Another example of this is also found in Luke chapter 9. 

TRANSLATE:  
There was an argument among the desciples as to which of them would be the greatest, 

TRANSLATE:  
……but Jesus knew their thoughts, so he brought a little child to his side.  

TRANSLATE:  
Then he said to them, anyone who welcomes a little child like this on my behalf, welcomes me, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and anyone who welcomes me, welcomes my Father who sent me. 

TRANSLATE:  
You see, he knew their thoughts.  

TRANSLATE:  
Again Matthew chapter 9 verse 2.  

TRANSLATE:  
“Some people brought him a paralyzed man on a mat. 

TRANSLATE:  
Seeing their faith, Jesus said to the paralyzed man, 

TRANSLATE:  
….take heart, son.  Your sins are forgiven.”  

TRANSLATE:  
In verse 4 it says Jesus knew what they were thinking.  

TRANSLATE:  
So he asked them “why are you thinking such evil thoughts? 

TRANSLATE:  
Is it easier to say your sins are forgiven or get up and walk?  

TRANSLATE:  
I will prove that I am the son of man and have the authority on earth to forgive sins.  

TRANSLATE:  
Then Jesus turned to the paralyzed man and he said stand up.  

TRANSLATE:  
Take up your mat and go home because you are healed.” 

TRANSLATE:  
Again it tells us, he knew their thoughts. 

TRANSLATE:  
Proverbs 15:11 says.  “Hell and destruction are before the Lord, 
TRANSLATE:  

….how much more then the hearts of the children of men?”  

TRANSLATE:  
How much more does he know the human heart? 

TRANSLATE:  
We have seen these references in the scripture.  

TRANSLATE:  
He knows our hearts. He knows our thoughts 

TRANSLATE:  
…..and praise God, he responded to those people who were having those thoughts.  

TRANSLATE:  
This God we serve is intimately involved with us.  

TRANSLATE:  
He not only hears everything we say and watches everything we do….

TRANSLATE:  

…he knows everything we think!

TRANSLATE:  
Remember the eyes of the Lord are everywhere searching all over the earth.  

TRANSLATE:  
Not only does he hear and see, but he can see deep within our heart. 

TRANSLATE:  
What is he seeing inside of your heart today?  What is there in your heart?  

TRANSLATE:  
Are you on the pathway to peace?  Are you seeking the peace of God?  

TRANSLATE:  
Are you pursuing righteousness today?  Are you crying out to the Savior? 

TRANSLATE:  
If you are not, it would be a good day to do it. 

TRANSLATE:  
I pray that the Lord will move in your life in a powerful and wonderful way today 

TRANSLATE:  
….and that you will be aware of the fact that he knows your hearts, 

TRANSLATE:  
This is Brother Stephen Keel.  This is A PROVERB A DAY.  

TRANSLATE:  
Have a great eternity! 
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
