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TRANSLATE:  
We live in a time when more than ever before we are constantly bombarded with advertisements, 

TRANSLATE:  

….on the radio, in the mail, on signs by the road, and on the Internet, too.

TRANSLATE:  
……and all of the advertisements say that their product is the answer. 

TRANSLATE:  
 If you buy this or that, you will be happier. 

TRANSLATE:  
You will have more fun.  You will be a more attractive person.

TRANSLATE:  

You will have more money.  

TRANSLATE:  
What if I suggested to you that there is a way that you could spend 30 minutes a day, 

TRANSLATE:  
….that would result in your having more money, 

TRANSLATE:  
A mere 30 minutes a day…

TRANSLATE:  
….to bring increase to your life, be richer, have more friends, have greater peace. 

TRANSLATE:  
TRANSLATE:  
Most people are interested in those things. 

TRANSLATE:  
They want to be more prosperous and they want to be healthier….

TRANSLATE:  

…. and they want to live longer, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and yet the answer is so simple that many people refuse it.

TRANSLATE:  

They turn away from it. But the answer is simple.  
TRANSLATE:  
It is “eat the word of God”….

TRANSLATE:  
Eat the word of God. Take part of a spiritual meal on a regular basis.  

TRANSLATE:  
Man doesn’t live by bread alone, but by every word that proceeds out of the mouth of God. 

TRANSLATE:  
How can you know if it’s a preceding word from God if you don’t know the written word of God? 

TRANSLATE:  
You see, the preceding word is what God is telling you to do today, 

TRANSLATE:  
….but it always agrees with the written word, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and that makes it possible for us to hear and obey the preceding word, 
TRANSLATE:  

….that is, the voice of Jesus, the call of the Lord in our life today. 

TRANSLATE:  
If we haven’t fed on the written word, 

TRANSLATE:  
….then we are in danger of hearing one of the many voices that exists in the world, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..including our own lust and evil desires.  

TRANSLATE:  
Proverbs 15:21 tells us that “folly delights a man who lacks judgment, 

TRANSLATE:  
….but a man of understanding keeps a straight course.” 

TRANSLATE:  
We will talk about that straight course today.  

TRANSLATE:  
That straight course means put your hand on the plow and don’t turn back.
TRANSLATE:  

If you are not from the farm, then you don’t have a picture of a man plowing a field to plant a crop.
TRANSLATE:  
It means to decide to invest in God’s work, and to fix your eye on the goal.  

TRANSLATE:  
Paul said that I press on toward the mark of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus.  

TRANSLATE:  
His heart was fixed on the goal. His hand was on the plow.  

TRANSLATE:  
A man of understanding keeps a straight course.  

TRANSLATE:  
What we are going to show here is that it is very difficult to have understanding…. 

TRANSLATE:  
….unless you are familiar with, or have knowledge of the word of God.  

TRANSLATE:  
Looking at the negative side of the Proverb 

TRANSLATE:  
…..for a minute before we dig into the positive side. 

TRANSLATE:  
On the negative side it says, “Foolishness brings joy to those who have no sense,” 

TRANSLATE:  
or “folly is a joy to him that is destitute of wisdom.”  

TRANSLATE:  
I think I like the New Living Testament here: 

TRANSLATE:  
“Foolishness brings joy to those that have no sense.”  

TRANSLATE:  
I have seen people take joy in their ignorance. 

TRANSLATE:  
I have seen people rejoice in their lack of common sense, making fun of it, 

TRANSLATE:  
….making themselves proud of it, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..proud of their foolishness, proud of their lack of common sense.  

TRANSLATE:  
The Bible says foolishness brings joy to those that have no sense, 

TRANSLATE:  
….but a sensible person stays on the right path. 

TRANSLATE:  
What is the right path?  Jesus is that path.  

TRANSLATE:  
Jesus is the way, the truth and the light. Jesus is the word.  

TRANSLATE:  
The word became flesh and dwelled among men.  

TRANSLATE:  
Do you know Jesus?  Do you know the word?  

TRANSLATE:  
If you don’t know the word, your knowledge of Jesus is highly limited.  

TRANSLATE:  
You must know the word.  Wisdom comes from the word. Alleluia!  

TRANSLATE:  
Proverbs 16:16 says, “How much better to get wisdom than gold, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and understanding than silver, 

TRANSLATE:  
….or spending hours of the day trying to get gold and silver, 
TRANSLATE:  

….working overtime to increase our paychecks, 

TRANSLATE:  
….so that we can live a more comfortable life, 

TRANSLATE:  
….when the real comfort that is available to us comes from on high, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and it comes as we seek understanding, as we seek wisdom.  

TRANSLATE:  
Thirty minutes a day! I am just suggesting 30 minutes a day.  

TRANSLATE:  
Can you read the Bible?
TRANSLATE:  

If you can’t read or don’t have a Bible, 

TRANSLATE:  

….then think about and pray about a scripture you heard in church or on this program. 

TRANSLATE:  
Can you seek the face of God for a mere 30 minutes a day?  

TRANSLATE:  
That’s not a lot of time, 

TRANSLATE:  
….but the returns are absolutely incredible, 

TRANSLATE:  
….because as that word begins to penetrate your soul and your spirit, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..as you become more and more familiar with the written word of God, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..then the living word of God starts bubbling up inside of you. 

TRANSLATE:  
Proverbs 18:4 says that a person’s words can be a life-giving water.  

TRANSLATE:  
Words of true wisdom are as refreshing as a bubbling brook.  Alleluia! 

TRANSLATE:  
It tells us when you have eaten the word, 

TRANSLATE:  
….when you have read the word, when you have made the word part of your life, 

TRANSLATE:  
….when the time comes and a word of wisdom is needed, 

TRANSLATE:  
….you have the answer from the manufacturer’s handbook.  

TRANSLATE:  
You know exactly what the Lord is saying. 

TRANSLATE:  
I have seen churches split, having arguments over this, that or the other thing.  

TRANSLATE:  
I have seen it happen 3 or 4 times, kind of up close . 

TRANSLATE:  
The one thing that was always missing in the midst of a church split was a spokesman, 

TRANSLATE:  
….a person who was standing up and saying, “Well the Bible says such and such.”  

TRANSLATE:  
In all of these church splits that I have ever seen, 

TRANSLATE:  
….virtually all arguments were about things that had nothing to do with the word of God. 

TRANSLATE:  
They were arguing over the color of the carpet. 

TRANSLATE:  
They were arguing over the temperature in the room. 

TRANSLATE:  
They were arguing about how long the meeting was or how short the meeting was, 

TRANSLATE:  
….or what kind of songs they sang and how many..  

TRANSLATE:  
If there had been someone present with the word of God, with wisdom, true wisdom, 

TRANSLATE:  
….many of those splits would not have had to occur.  

TRANSLATE:  
I encourage you to spend 30 minutes a day spent pursuing the written word of God.  

TRANSLATE:  
….and spend the rest of your time with the preceding word, with the living word.  

TRANSLATE:  
Spend the rest of your time hearing the voice of Jesus.  

TRANSLATE:  
But how are you going to know whether it’s the voice of Jesus or not,

TRANSLATE:  
…. if you haven’t made yourself familiar with the written word.  

TRANSLATE:  
Proverbs 24:4 through 5 tells us

TRANSLATE:  
“A wise man is mightier than a strong man.  

TRANSLATE:  
A man of knowledge is more powerful than a strong man. 

TRANSLATE:  
Now, isn’t that true?  

TRANSLATE:  
A man of knowledge is more powerful than a strong man. 

TRANSLATE:  
A man can have absolute, brute force and strength, 

TRANSLATE:  
….but when he comes up against a man with wisdom and knowledge, 

TRANSLATE:  
….he looses every time, if the man has real wisdom and true understanding. 

TRANSLATE:  
“Knowledge fills its rooms with all sorts of precious riches and valuables.”  Alleluia. 

TRANSLATE:  
I am so grateful to the fact that I have a bank account in heaven. 

TRANSLATE:  
I’ve stored up treasures in heaven, and those treasures, 

TRANSLATE:  
….many of them, are in the form of the words that have come alive to me off the pages, 

TRANSLATE:  
….as I’ve personally spent my 30 minutes a day seeking wisdom and seeking knowledge.  

TRANSLATE:  
The way of the Godly leads to life.  

TRANSLATE:  
The path does not lead to death. The Godly feed on the word of God.  

TRANSLATE:  
David in Psalm 119 made a big point about this. He said, 

TRANSLATE:  
“Truly each of your commandments is right, that is why I hate every false way.  

TRANSLATE:  
Your decrees are wonderful.  

TRANSLATE:  
No wonder I obey them. As your words are taught, they give life. 

TRANSLATE:  
Even the simple can understand them.”  

TRANSLATE:  
Some people avoid the word of God because they think it is too complicated. 

TRANSLATE:  
They think it’s too hard to understand.  

TRANSLATE:  
Part of that idea is brought to us by certain preachers. 

TRANSLATE:  
When they preach, they make it so hard to understand 

TRANSLATE:  
….that the people that are listening think, I can’t understand that. 

TRANSLATE:  
They don’t even try to understand that.   

TRANSLATE:  
But David says that the words of God give light, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and even the simple can understand them.  

TRANSLATE:  
When you read the word for yourself, 
TRANSLATE:  
….you have within you the Holy Spirit bearing witness to the truth, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and it is not necessary for any man to interpret it for you, or to explain it to you, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..because the Spirit Himself, the Holy Spirit, the Comforter, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..the Teacher will show you the truth of the word of God.  

TRANSLATE:  
If you come across things that are hard to understand, you can ask him.  

TRANSLATE:  
You can ask the Lord.  You can ask the Holy Spirit to make it plain, 

TRANSLATE:  
….to make it clear, to make it simple, because he has promised that it is simple.  

TRANSLATE:  
It’s light.  It’s not darkness.  

TRANSLATE:  
Again in Proverbs, we have read this before but I love these words….

TRANSLATE:  
….it says, “Don’t lose sight of my words.  

TRANSLATE:  
Let them penetrate deep within your heart, 

TRANSLATE:  
….for they bring radiant health and life to anyone that discovers their meaning.” 

TRANSLATE:  
I told you 30 minutes a day; richer, healthier, live longer. …. 

TRANSLATE:  
It tells us right here that the words of God bring life and radiant health to anyone that discovers their meaning.  

TRANSLATE:  
Will you plunder the word of God?  Will you seek the word of God?  

TRANSLATE:  
Above all else, guard your heart.  Look straight ahead.  

TRANSLATE:  
Fix your eyes on the path that lies before you.  

TRANSLATE:  
Mark out a straight path for your feet and stick to that path and stay safe. 

TRANSLATE:  
Don’t get sidetracked.  Keep your feet from following evil. 

TRANSLATE:  
That’s the wisdom of Proverbs chapter 4:27.  

TRANSLATE:  
It agrees with 15:21: “A man of understanding keeps a straight course.”  

TRANSLATE:  
Don’t get sidetracked.  Mark out a straight path for your feet.  

TRANSLATE:  
Set your mind on things above, not on things here on earth.  

TRANSLATE:  
Jesus said, “Seek and ye shall find, knock and the door SHALL be opened to you, 

TRANSLATE:  
….ask and it shall be given to you.”  Alleluia.  

TRANSLATE:  
I’m just trying to provoke you today to be a man or woman of understanding 

TRANSLATE:  
….and to keep a straight path, and to have good solid judgment.  

TRANSLATE:  
This is Brother Stephen Keel.   This is A PROVERB A DAY.  

TRANSLATE:  
Have a great eternity and God bless you on that straight path.
