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193 Appointed Preaching – Wednesday Week 39

TRANSLATE:  
Today we are going to talk about a barnyard disease.  

TRANSLATE:  
Do you understand what Hoof and Mouth Disease is? 
TRANSLATE:  

It is a contagious viral disease that affects mostly cows and pigs.  

TRANSLATE:  

They have high fevers and get blisters in their mouths and feet.
TRANSLATE:  

There are very few outbreaks in the world, today and humans rarely get catch the disease.
TRANSLATE: 

….but we have a saying in the US about people having Hoof and Mouth Disease.

TRANSLATE: 

It means to stick your dirty foot into your mouth and, as a result, you get sick.  
TRANSLATE:  

Of course people really don’t do this: it really means you say something embarrassing.  

TRANSLATE:  
How many of us have that problem that we have Hoof and Mouth disease, 

TRANSLATE:  
We said something that we shouldn’t have said, 

TRANSLATE:  
 …..or we said something that we should have said, except we said it at the wrong time.  

TRANSLATE:  
The Lord Jesus would heal us of Hoof and Mouth disease today by his word.  

TRANSLATE:  
He would give us instruction from his word  

TRANSLATE:  
…..that would lead us in the path of righteousness and cause us to be profitable servants.  

TRANSLATE:  
Hear the word of the Lord from Proverbs chapter 15 verse 23. 

TRANSLATE:  
“ A man finds joy in giving an apt reply, and how good is a timely word.”  

TRANSLATE:  
An apt reply! That’s something that’s just the right thing to say, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and “how good is a timely word.”  

TRANSLATE:  
It tells us here that we find joy in speaking the right thing at the right time.  

TRANSLATE:  
The King James Version tells us that a man hath joy by the answer of his mouth, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..and a word spoken in due season, how good it is!  

TRANSLATE:  
Does your talk bring you joy?  

TRANSLATE:  
Have you had recently the experience of being joyful 

TRANSLATE:  
…..because you know you said the right thing at the right time?  

TRANSLATE:  
The New Living Testament says, “Everyone enjoys a fitting reply.  

TRANSLATE:  
It’s a wonderful thing to say the right thing at the right time.” 

TRANSLATE:  
One of the reasons I am happy to preach on this particular scripture is because it leads me to Proverbs 25:11.  

TRANSLATE:  
This is one of my all-time favorite verses out of the book of Proverbs. 

TRANSLATE:  
It says, “A word fitly spoken is like apples of gold in pictures of silver.”  Alleluia. 

TRANSLATE:  
I guess that’s the poet in me that likes that particular verse, 

TRANSLATE:  
I can see this picture of this beautiful bowl made out of silver, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and inside it, there are apples made out of pure gold.  

TRANSLATE:  
Oh, how would that delight our eyes?  

TRANSLATE:  
What a beautiful thing that would be for us to behold.  

TRANSLATE:  
Timely advice is as lovely as golden apples in a silver basket, 

TRANSLATE:  
I do teach, and occasionally I do get a little fired up to preach, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..but I get joy out of teaching or preaching the right word at the right time, 

TRANSLATE:  
…because everybody enjoys a fitting reply. 

TRANSLATE:  
Today I am going to give a little exhortation about preaching 

TRANSLATE:  
….and you may be surprised when I tell you that ultimately where we are going with this 

TRANSLATE:  
….is that all of us are called to be preachers.  

TRANSLATE:  
All of us are called to preach.  I will show you that in just a minute.  

TRANSLATE:  
Let’s look in the book of James chapter 1 verses 19 through 21. 

TRANSLATE:  
I know that in the course of doing A PROVERB A DAY, 

TRANSLATE:  
….we have read this verse many times, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..because the book of Proverbs speaks over and over again about our tongue, 
TRANSLATE:  
….and it always leads us to James chapter 1.  Hear the word of the Lord.  

TRANSLATE:  
“My dear brothers, take note of this.  Everyone should be quick to listen, 

TRANSLATE:  
….slow to speak and slow to become angry. 

TRANSLATE:  
For a man’s anger does not bring about the righteous life that God desires.” 

TRANSLATE:  
Recently we taught in this verse of being cleansed from anger, 

TRANSLATE:  
….but this time we are going to focus on being SLOW to speak.  

TRANSLATE:  
Being slow to speak means to wait for the right time to say the right word.  

TRANSLATE:  
Proverbs 25:11 speaks about timely advice, 

TRANSLATE:  
….advice that comes at exactly the right time. 

TRANSLATE:  
You see, you may have a daughter that is in love with the wrong man.  

TRANSLATE:  
And you can see that he is the wrong man.  

TRANSLATE:  
There is nothing about him that you desire for her life, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..but this particular Friday or Saturday or Sunday, 

TRANSLATE:  
…. her body chemistry and her emotions are flowing out toward this young man, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and for you to speak to her right at this moment would put you on a collision course with her.  

TRANSLATE:  
Suddenly you would find that you were having yourself a great big battle royal, 

TRANSLATE:  
….but if you obey what James is talking about and be slow to speak, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..and look for the right time, when God was beginning to show her that this is not the right man, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and she was beginning to be dissatisfied with him, 

TRANSLATE:  
….then you would know that the Lord is already talking to her, 

TRANSLATE:  
….so now you can confirm what the Lord is saying to her. 

TRANSLATE:  
You see, the Holy Spirit is working in her conscience 

TRANSLATE:  
….and then you can simply join with what God is doing with her. 

TRANSLATE:  
If you jump in prematurely, and criticize the young man, 

TRANSLATE:  
….chances are, all you will do, is start a great big argument with her, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and if she is fighting you, she is going to have to defend her right to go out with this man.  

TRANSLATE:  
She is going to have to do it because that’s the nature of the fight.  

TRANSLATE:  
You are one side.  She is on the other side, 

TRANSLATE:  
…and she will come up with every answer she can think of….. 

TRANSLATE:  
….that justifies her going out with this young man, that you just know is not the right man for her. 

TRANSLATE:  
So you listen to the wisdom of James and you cause yourself to hold your tongue, 

TRANSLATE:  
….to hold your tongue, to be slow to speak, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and then to speak in what’s referred in Bible words, in scripture language, 

TRANSLATE:  
….it’s called the appointed season. I find that verse in Titus chapter 1.  

TRANSLATE:  
It says, “Paul, a servant of God and an apostle of Jesus Christ, for the faith of God’s elect 

TRANSLATE:  
…and the knowledge of the truth that leads to Godliness,” 

TRANSLATE:  
…..and moving on to the next verse, he says, 

TRANSLATE:  
 “But at his appointed season, he brought his word to life through the preaching

TRANSLATE:  
 ….entrusted to me by the command of God our Savior.”  

TRANSLATE:  
Oh, there are several rich things in that phrase right there.  

TRANSLATE:  
It says “at his appointed season”.  His appointed season!  

TRANSLATE:  
The Lord has a time to rescue this daughter of yours from that man.  

TRANSLATE:  
He has a time and he has a way.  It’s a season, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and if you now are under the Lordship of Jesus Christ and preaching to your daughter 

TRANSLATE:  
…at the command of God our Savior, you can be sure that you are going to be successful. 

TRANSLATE:  
You can look for walls to be torn down, but if you jump in too soon, 

TRANSLATE:  
….if you are unwise, if you let your fear and your anger get a hold of you too soon, 

TRANSLATE:  
….you may simply end up doing nothing but fighting.  

TRANSLATE:  
Now that is on a personal level. Well, let’s talk about preaching for just a minute.  

TRANSLATE:  
In II Timothy, Paul instructs Timothy, he says, “Preach the word.”  

TRANSLATE:  
He says, “Be prepared in season and out of season.”  

TRANSLATE:  
There’s a timely word.  How good is a timely word, it says in Proverbs 15:23.  

TRANSLATE:  
There is a time for saying everything. 

TRANSLATE:  
Ecclesiastes says, “There is a time to speak and there is a time to remain silent.”  

TRANSLATE:  
But Paul says to Timothy, “Be prepared both in season and out of season 

TRANSLATE:  
….because you never know when the season is going to change.”  

TRANSLATE:  
All of a sudden it may be now the season.  So he says be prepared. Be prepared.  

TRANSLATE:  
Now Jesus gave us instructions. 

TRANSLATE:  
There were people who came to him who wanted to be his disciples.  

TRANSLATE:  
He said, “Come, be my disciple.”  

TRANSLATE:  
A man agreed, but he said first let me return home and bury my father. 

TRANSLATE:  
Jesus replied, “Let those that are spiritually dead bury their own dead.  

TRANSLATE:  
Your duty is to go and preach the coming of the Kingdom of God.”  

TRANSLATE:  
Now he was saying this to an INDIVIDUAL that wanted to be his disciple.  

TRANSLATE:  
Are you a disciple of Jesus?  Do you want to be a disciple of Jesus?  

TRANSLATE:  
If you are, then your duty is to go and to preach the coming of the Kingdom of God.  

TRANSLATE:  
Oh, Brother Steve, I thought preaching just took place on Sunday morning.  

TRANSLATE:  
I thought you had to go to church in order to get preaching. 

TRANSLATE:  
Well let me show you that Paul made a point of preaching where there was no church. 

TRANSLATE:  
Listen to what he says in Romans chapter 15 verse 20.  He says, 

TRANSLATE:  
“My ambition has always been to preach the good news where the name of Christ has never been heard, 

TRANSLATE:  
….rather than where a church has already been started by someone else.”  

TRANSLATE:  
Well, that’s interesting.  Paul says I want to preach, 

TRANSLATE:  
….but I want to preach where there isn’t even a church. 

TRANSLATE:  

What does this mean to us?  

TRANSLATE:  
It means, okay, let the preacher preach on Sunday morning in the church where the gospel has already been heard, 

TRANSLATE:  
…but you and I, we want to be disciples of the Lord Jesus Christ, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and according Luke chapter 9, it is our duty to go and to preach the coming of the kingdom of God.  

TRANSLATE:  
Some of us have tried to preach it and have fallen flat on our faces. Why?  

TRANSLATE:  
Because we were not doing it in the appointed season…..at the right time.
TRANSLATE:  
….at the right time.  Be prepared to preach both in season and out of season 

TRANSLATE:  
….and then under the Lordship and the command of the Lord Jesus Christ, preach the word. 

TRANSLATE:  
Listen to the Lord and preach the word. You don’t need a pulpit. 

TRANSLATE:  
You don’t need a church building.  You don’t need a collar turned around backwards.  

TRANSLATE:  
You don’t need a robe.  All you need is the leadership of the Lord Jesus Christ.  

TRANSLATE:  
All you need is to be a disciple of Jesus, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and then if you will use this advice from Proverbs:  

TRANSLATE:  
…. “a man finds joy in giving an apt reply, and how good is a timely word.”  

TRANSLATE:  
Ask the Lord to give you a timely word today.  

TRANSLATE:  
Say Lord, is it the right time for this person.  I’m ready.  Are you ready?  

TRANSLATE:  
And if he is, tell him the good news about the gospel.  

TRANSLATE:  
If he isn’t, just keep your mouth shut.  Alleluia.  

TRANSLATE:  
In the meantime, have a great eternity.  

TRANSLATE:
