It will cause health to reside within our bodies.

It will enable us to walk in the pathway of light,….. 

Translate here: 

….and the Lord himself will be like the Day Star arising in our heart,…. 

Translate here: 

…..and we will see more and more clearly the purposes and plans of God for our life,….. 

Translate here: 

….and we will be able to enter into that abundant life 

Translate here: 

……that the Lord Jesus declared he had come to provide for us.  

Translate here: 

In process though of learning to be wise, sometimes we need to think about,….

Translate here: 

…..and look at things we don’t normally think about. 

Translate here: 

I pray that that is going to occur today. 

Translate here: 

It will be what I call a little fine-tuning of our spirit,…. 

Translate here: 

….an opportunity to correct an area of our life that we may not even realize needs to be corrected,…. 

Translate here: 

…..a very practical area of our life, a portion of how we think and act…. 

Translate here: 

…..that we don’t necessarily even consider needing to be fixed,….
Translate here: 

…. but I pray that as we look at the word of the Lord today,…. 

Translate here: 

…..we will be transformed by the renewing of our mind.  

Translate here: 

We will have a little more information about what pleases the Lord,.… 

Translate here: 

…..and what doesn’t please him.
Translate here: 

Hear the word of the Lord from Proverbs chapter 17 verse 15.  
Translate here: 

The King James Version says, “He that justifies the wicked, and he that condemns the just,…. 

Translate here: 

…even they both are an abomination to the Lord.”
Translate here: 

Well I am not clear from the King James Version at least, how this affects my daily life,…. 

Translate here: 

…..but as we look at this scripture in some other translations,….  

Translate here: 

……I think we will see that it really does affect our daily life. 

Translate here: 

 Let’s start with the fact that something is declared to be an abomination to the Lord,…
Translate here: 

….something that the Lord hates. 

Translate here: 

There are several things that the scripture tells us that God hates.  

Translate here: 

One of them is that he hates divorce.  

Translate here: 

Yes, it says that in the Bible.  It says God hates divorce,…. 

Translate here: 

….and yet our society has embraced divorce. 

Translate here: 

It’s a way of life to people in our communities today to be divorced,…. 

Translate here: 

….and yet the scriptures say that God hates divorce,…. 

Translate here: 

…..and there is something else that he hates.  

Translate here: 

The New International Version says it this way. 

Translate here: 

 “Acquitting the guilty and condemning the innocent, the Lord detests them both”. 

Translate here: 

We are fortunate in our society to have a system of law,…. 

Translate here: 

….that imperfect, as it may be, is probably one of the best on the face of the earth.  

Translate here: 

It truly does endeavor to condemn the guilty and set free the innocent. 

Translate here: 

There are other systems of law that are not based on law at all.  

Translate here: 

They are just based on the whims of the people that are in power.  

Translate here: 

Part of the reason we are so concerned about condemning the guilty and acquitting the just…. 

Translate here: 

….is because our society is really based on the wisdom of the word of God.
Translate here: 

Centuries ago, our constitution was written, using the laws of the Bible as the guide to right and wrong.
Translate here: 

Proverbs 17:15 says in the New American Standard Bible:  

Translate here: 

“He who justifies the wicked and he who condemns the righteous,…. 

Translate here: 

….both of them alike are an abomination to the Lord.” 

Translate here: 

I like the Living Bible though. 

Translate here: 

It states it very clearly, what we can learn today from Proverbs 17 verse 15.
Translate here: 

It says that the Lord despises those who say that bad is good, and good is bad.”  

Translate here: 

That is very straight forward.  

Translate here: 

The Lord despises those who say that bad is good and good is bad.  

Translate here: 

You know we today develop language that apparently is detestable to the Lord.  

Translate here: 

The young people have a slang expression that says, “Man, he is really bad.”  

Translate here: 

And what they are trying to say is that he is good, but they say the opposite. 

Translate here: 

“Wow! he is bad, man.  Man, that’s a bad man.  That’s a bad woman,” 

Translate here: 

….and all along they are trying to praise that person…. 

Translate here: 

…..or say that that person is someone that they admire. 

Translate here: 

But the scripture says that the Lord despises those who say bad is good and good is bad…. 

Translate here: 

…..and so what we have, is we have a slang expression that defies the scripture,… 

Translate here: 

…..and not knowing that God has spoken out against this, we can fall into the trap of speaking that way.  

Translate here: 

We have adopted the words and the ways of the world.  

Translate here: 

Now the Old Testament teaches us that we are a chosen people, a separate people,….
Translate here: 

….a people who are called to NOT be like the rest of the world,… 

Translate here: 

….not to act like them, not to think like them and not to talk like them.  

Translate here: 

Hear what the instruction was to the children of Israel as they were getting ready to go into Caanan Land. 

Translate here: 

They were wandering around in the wilderness, and now they were finally going in,…. 

Translate here: 

…..so the Lord gave them some very clear instructions.  

Translate here: 

Reading out of Deuteronomy chapter 12 verses 29 through 32.  

Translate here: 

Basically he is telling them that I am going to send you into this land,…. 

Translate here: 

…and I am going to give you victory,...
Translate here: 

…but he tells them when you have driven them out and settled in the land,…. 

Translate here: 

…..and after they have been destroyed before you, be careful not to be ensnared…..
Translate here: 

….by enquiring after their gods, saying how do these nations serve their gods, we will do the same.  

Translate here: 

You must not worship the Lord your God, in THEIR way,…. 

Translate here: 

…..because in worshipping their gods, they do all kinds of detestable things the Lord hates.  

Translate here: 

They even burn their sons and daughters in the fire as sacrifices to their gods.  

Translate here: 

See that you do all that I command you.  

Translate here: 

Do not add to it or take away from it.”  

Translate here: 

Well, as we listen to this we say what does this have to do with us?  

Translate here: 

These were instructions to the children of Israel thousands of years ago…. 

Translate here: 

…..when they were getting ready to go into Caanan Land,…. 

Translate here: 

…..and surely we don’t have a society that burns their children, or do we?  

Translate here: 

In a society that doesn’t have any control over the children…. 

Translate here: 

….and allows their children to do anything whatsoever,…. 

Translate here: 

…..isn’t that exactly the same as sending them into the fire?  

Translate here: 

You can walk around the malls around America on Friday night…. 

Translate here: 

…..and see young children who are dressing to draw attention to themselves.  

Translate here: 

They are obviously unclean.  

Translate here: 

They are wearing Satanic shirts with pictures on them, pictures of demons. 

Translate here: 

Their language in their mouth is filled with profanity and perversity,…. 

Translate here: 

….and what we see is the children of the world being burned by hellfire itself. 

Translate here: 

Now the question is, how much do we act like them?  

Translate here: 

How much do we talk like them?  

Translate here: 

We are told in the scriptures that we are not to be like the unrighteous. 

Translate here: 

In Proverbs chapter 3 verses 27 through 32.it gives some instruction.  

Translate here: 

It says don’t withhold repayment of your debts. 

Translate here: 

Don’t say another time if you can pay now.  

Translate here: 

Now isn’t that what the world is all about?  

Translate here: 

Borrowing money and not paying it back?  

Translate here: 

Looking for an excuse to not pay it back?  

Translate here: 

Don’t plot against your neighbor who is trusting you.  

Translate here: 

Don’t get into needless fights.  

Translate here: 

Don’t envy violent men.  

Translate here: 

Don’t copy their ways, for such men are an abomination to the Lord,…. 

Translate here: 

…..but he gives his friendship to the Godly.  

Translate here: 

We are not to copy the evil ways of the world.  

Translate here: 

Our purpose in life is to delight the Lord. 

Translate here: 

The upright in their way are the delight of the Lord. 

Translate here: 

It tells us that lying lips are an abomination to the Lord,….
Translate here: 

 ……but they that deal truly are his delight. 

Translate here: 

We can delight the Lord.  We can truly make God happy! 

Translate here: 

But we have to watch our words,….

Translate here: 

…. are they like the words of the world?  

Translate here: 

We are called to be a separate people…..  

Translate here: 

…to think and act differently.
Translate here: 

I want to jump back to the statement about calling good, bad and bad, ….
Translate here: 

In Isaiah 5:20, it says,  “Woe to those who call evil, good and good, evil,… 

Translate here: 

….who put darkness for light and light for darkness,…. 

Translate here: 

….who put bitter for sweet and sweet for bitter.” 

Translate here: 

 The Living Bible says, “They say that what is right, is wrong and what is wrong, is right,… 

Translate here: 

….that black is white, and white is black.  

Translate here: 

Bitter is sweet and sweet is bitter.”  

Translate here: 

Isn’t that like the way of the world?
Translate here: 

Isn’t it the way of the world to say that that’s a bad woman, when it is in fact a good woman?

Translate here: 

The way of the world….we are not to copy it.  

Translate here: 

We are not to be like them.  We are not to talk the way they talk.  

Translate here: 

We have been given an entrance into the kingdom of God, into the land of the living,… 

Translate here: 

……and we are to be like Jesus, not like the world. 

Translate here: 

“He that justifies the wicked and condemns the righteous,….
Translate here: 

……both of them alike are an abomination unto the Lord.”

I pray that thinking on these things will cause us to draw a little closer to the Lord Jesus today,….
