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Translate here:  

If you  listened to A Proverb A Day the last time,….
Translate here:  

….you remember all too well that we were speaking about the perverse tongue and the perverse heart,…. 

Translate here:  

……because I believe that there was some conviction by the Holy Spirit.  

Translate here:  

Some of you said, “Yes,, I need to get adjusted right there.”
Translate here:  

Well guess what?  It is going to get worked on again today. 

Translate here:  

Now remember I am only the messenger.  

Translate here:  

I am here simply fulfilling a direction from God to move through the book of Proverbs,…. 

Translate here:  

….and it’s no accident that we are in that part of Proverbs that is very concerned about the tongue and the heart.  

Translate here:  

Today we are going to go to Proverbs 17:19.  

Translate here:  

Proverbs 17:19 says that “he that loves transgression, that loves strife,…
Translate here:  

….and he that is exalted at the gate, seeks destruction.”  

Translate here:  

Now let’s try it again in the modern translation.  

Translate here:  

In the New American Standard, it says, “He who loves transgression, LOVES strife,…. 

Translate here:  

…..and he who raises his door, seeks destruction.”  Whew!  

Translate here:  

“Raises his door.”  Ah, there are some things in the book of Proverbs that are very puzzling.  

Translate here:  

What does it mean, “He who raises his door?” 

Translate here:  

Most doors open from the side?  

Translate here:  

Let’s try to comprehend what the Lord is saying.  

Translate here:  

Now the New International Version is a little clearer.  

Translate here:  

“He who loves a quarrel,…”  oh, I have met some people that love quarrels.  

Translate here:  

You say one little word, and they are ready to start an argument.  

Translate here:  

But it says here, “He who loves a quarrel, loves sin.”  

Translate here:  

That may be what “transgression” means, “he that loves transgression, that loves strife.  

Translate here:  

These things are connected together.  

Translate here:  

People that love strife,… people that love quarrelling,… they love sin. 

Translate here:  

Now the unfortunate thing is that none of us ever really admit that we are sinning when we are doing it.  

Translate here:  

We think that we are supposed to get up set with others when they are “wrong”.  

Translate here:  

Somebody has got to set the world right.  

Translate here:  

Were you one of the people appointed to set the world right?  

Translate here:  

Then you are probably one of those quarreling, strike-filled people.  

Translate here:  

You are going around setting things right. 

Translate here:  

Well, that may be what you think you are doing,…. 

Translate here:  

…..but the word of the Lord says, you do it because you love sin.  

Translate here:  

He who loves quarreling, loves sin, it says.  

Translate here:  

The Living Bible says, “Sinners love to fight.”  

Translate here:  

And then it goes on and says, “Boasting is looking for trouble.”  Wow!  

Translate here:  

Doesn’t the Bible talk about us!  God knows what we are capable of doing.  

Translate here:  

Boasting is looking for trouble.  Sinners love to fight.  

Translate here:  

Now, it doesn’t say the righteous love to fight.  

Translate here:  

As a matter of fact, in a moment we are going to read about Jesus.  

Translate here:  

It says that he didn’t even lift his voice. We are supposed to be like Jesus.  

Translate here:  

But before we get there though, let’s look a little more at the sinner.  

Translate here:  

Let’s hear some of the other Proverbs that speak about this person that loves strife.  

Translate here:  

Proverbs 15:18: “The hot-tempered man stirs up dissention, but a patient man calms a quarrel.”  

Translate here:  

We said it the last time.  Are you a peacemaker or a peace breaker?  

Translate here:  

Do you stir up or do you calm down?  

Translate here:  

Are you one that loves to quarrel or loves to make peace?  Ah!  

Translate here:  

In Proverbs 17:14 which we have looked at recently. 

Translate here:  

It says that starting a quarrel is like breaching a dam, so drop the matter before a dispute breaks out.  

Translate here:  

What it’s saying here, that once you start that quarrel, it’s like making a hole in a dam.
Translate here:  

I didn’t mention it the other day, but there is an ancient story about a little boy in Holland…. 

Translate here:  

…..who became a national hero because he put his finger in a hole in the dike or dam. 

Translate here:  

The dike is this big mound of dirt that holds the ocean out,… 

Translate here:  

…..and he was walking along, and he saw water coming through a very small hole,… 

Translate here:  

…..and so he did a very heroic thing.  He stuck his finger in the little hole,…. 

Translate here:  

…..and he stood there for hours until somebody came along and found him,…. 

Translate here:  

….and when they found what he had done, everybody praised him.  

Translate here:  

He was a hero, because they all knew that if he hadn’t put his finger in the hole,…. 

Translate here:  

…..the little bit of water that was coming through it, would soon become a little bit more,… 

Translate here:  

…..and then it would become a little bit more 

Translate here:  

…..and then it would become a gushing amount of water, 

Translate here:  

….and then the ocean would come into the town and flood it. 

Translate here:  

So this little boy, who stuck his finger in the hole in the dam saved the town.
Translate here:  

I wonder if the story about him is somehow connected to this proverb in Proverbs 17:14 

Translate here:  

……where it says, “Starting a quarrel is like breaching a dam.”  

Translate here:  

When we allow ourselves to quarrel, it’s like putting a hole in a dam.
Translate here:  

It starts out small, and before long it grows like a mushroom.  

Translate here:  

It gets bigger and bigger and bigger.  

Translate here:  

And then you have got a full-fledged fight on your hands.  

Translate here:  

Well, Proverbs 20 chapter 20 verse 3 tells us, it is a man’s honor,…. 

Translate here:  

….AN HONOR, get this. AN HONOR to avoid strife,…. 

Translate here:  

…..but every fool is quick to quarrel, ooh!  That’s getting close to home.  

Translate here:  

If I love strife, I love sin.  That is very straight forward, 

Translate here:  

Proverbs speaks a lot about this, and we won’t give up on it when we get to these verses.  

Translate here:  

Later on we will refresh our minds regarding these things,…. 

Translate here:  

…..but Proverbs 26:17 says, “Like one who seizes a dog by the ears,….

Translate here:  

….. is a passer-by who mettles in a quarrel not of his own.”  

Translate here:  

Whew!  Now, it’s bad enough that you start your own quarrel,…… 

Translate here:  

…..but have you ever walked into a room where a fight was going on, 

Translate here:  

…..and you joined right in?  

Translate here:  

The book of Proverbs says that’s just like yanking a dog’s ear.  

Translate here:  

You are going to get bit.  

Translate here:  

And as you contribute, as you add your energy to that quarrel,…. 

Translate here:  

……it’s only going to get bigger and bigger and bigger. 

Translate here:  

And somebody’s going to get hurt.  

Translate here:  

Proverbs 26:20 says, “Without wood the fire goes out. 

Translate here:  

Without gossip a quarrel dies down.”  Well, I think that I can understand that.  

Translate here:  

Gossip, it says, is like fuel for the fire.  

Translate here:  

If you don’t add wood to the fire, the fire goes out.  

Translate here:  

If you don’t gossip, the fight will stop.  

Translate here:  

Well, that’s the wisdom in Proverbs. In Matthew, it tells us something about Jesus.  

Translate here:  

And A Proverb A Day is here ultimately to lift up the Lord Jesus.  

Translate here:  

He’s our role model.  He’s the One we look to….. 

Translate here:  

……and he is our example.
Translate here:  

Matthew 12:19 says that he will not quarrel or cry out. 

Translate here:  

No one will hear his voice in the streets.  

Translate here:  

In just a moment we are going to read that more completely.  

Translate here:  

A quote from Isaiah 42 is where that came from,…. 

Translate here:  

….but Matthew knew about Jesus…. that he was a man who would not quarrel or cry out.  

Translate here:  

This is sound doctrine from Paul to Timothy to the churches of Christ.   

Translate here:  

He tells them, the Lord’s servant must not quarrel.  

Translate here:  

Instead, he must be kind to everyone, able to teach, and not resentful.  

Translate here:  

If people think of themselves as servants of God, but find themselves in strife and quarrelling,…. 

Translate here:  

…..they need to examine their heart.  

Translate here:  

There is an indication here that they have a problem.  

Translate here:  

They might think they are high and mighty and full of the Holy Ghost,…. 

Translate here:  

……but the scripture says the Lord’s servant must not quarrel.  

Translate here:  

Why does it say that?  Because of the description of Jesus that is found in Isaiah 42.  

Translate here:  

Hear the word of the Lord from Isaiah 42:1-4.  

Translate here:  

“Hear is my servant whom I uphold, my chosen one in whom I delight.”  

Translate here:  

…talking about Jesus. “I will put my spirit on him and he will bring justice to the nations.  

Translate here:  

He will not shout or cry out or raise his voice in the streets.”  

Translate here:  

Now when some people preach, they get very excited,….. 

Translate here:  

……and they get rather loud.  
Translate here:  

….but it says here about Jesus, he will not shout or cry out.  

Translate here:  

The spirit of Jesus doesn’t shout or cry out.  

Translate here:  

A bruised reed will he not break, and a smoldering wick, he will not snuff out.  

Translate here:  

In faithfulness, he will bring forth justice.  

Translate here:  

And he will not falter or be discouraged until he establishes justice on earth, and his laws in the islands.  

Translate here:  

I really appreciate this.   A bruised reed will he not break.  

Translate here:  

So often in a quarrel, one or both of the people are wounded people,… 

Translate here:  

…..people who were hurt before they ever got in this particular quarrel,…. 

Translate here:  

……and unfortunately  there always seems to be a winner and a loser.  

Translate here:  

Some one who is just a little stronger than the other one,…. 

Translate here:  

….and the stronger one bruises the weaker one, who was probably wounded in other arguments, ….
Translate here:  

….but it said here about Jesus, a bruised reed will he not break.  

Translate here:  

Jesus, finding that wounded person, speaks words of healing, soothing words, words that restore them. Alleluia.  

Translate here:  

James tells us,  “You want some things but you don’t get them. 

Translate here:  

You kill and covet and can’t have what you want.   

Translate here:  

You quarrel and fight.  You do not have because you do not ask God.  

Translate here:  

Most of us know about that.  You don’t have because you don’t’ ask,…. 

Translate here:  

……but did you know that right before that, it says you quarrel and fight. 

Translate here:  

You quarrel and fight!, and you can’t get from God what he wants to give you.  

Translate here:  

Alleluia.  Let’s beware of our quarreling and fighting.  

Translate here:  

Let’s get our hearts fixed, and have a great eternity.

Translate here:
