Translate here:  

Yesterday we were in Proverbs 17:27 where we learned this, 

Translate here:  

“The man of few words and settled mind is wise;….. 

Translate here:  

…….therefore, even a fool is thought to be wise even when he is silent.  

Translate here:  

It pays him to keep his mouth shut.”  

Translate here:  

We mentioned how wonderful it is to have a settled mind,…. 

Translate here:  

……to have an excellent spirit,…. 

Translate here:  

……to be even tempered,….. 

Translate here:  

……to have what the New American Standard Bible calls, “a cool spirit.”  

Translate here:  

Well, Proverbs 17:28 continues to talk about the some subject.  

Translate here:  

Hear the word of the Lord.  

Translate here:  

“Even a fool when he keeps silent is considered wise.  

Translate here:  

When he closes his lips, he is considered prudent.”  

Translate here:  

The King James Version says that even a fool when he holds his peace is counted wise,…. 

Translate here:  

…..and he that shuts his lips is esteemed a man of understanding.”  

Translate here:  

The New International Version says, “Even a fool is thought wise if he keeps silent,….. 

Translate here:  

……and discerning if he holds his tongue.”  

Translate here:  

Well, that’s an interesting thought right there.  

Translate here:  

Usually we think that if anybody is going to respect us,….. 

Translate here:  

…..it will be because they hear what we have to say,….. 

Translate here:  

……but the book of Proverbs is telling us….. 

Translate here:  

…..that sometimes it’s better to simply keep your mouth shut….. 

Translate here:  

……and not say anything at all,….. 

Translate here:  

…..and people will assume that you are wise.  

Translate here:  

An interesting thought, you see, God’s ways are not man’s ways.  

Translate here:  

Man thinks he has got to do it one way,….. 

Translate here:  

……but God turns around and says look…. 

Translate here:  

I’ll show you a better way, the higher way.  

Translate here:  

There is another Proverb that is not in the book of Proverbs,…. 

Translate here:  

……but it does make a lot of sense. 
Translate here:  

It says, “still waters run deep.” 

Translate here:  

In a stream or river, the rushing water usually is shallow water,…. 

Translate here:  

…..but still waters run deep.  

Translate here:  

Is your spirit still?  Is your spirit satisfied?  

Translate here:  

Do you have that cool-tempered….. 

Translate here:  

…..that even spirit spoken of here in the book of Proverbs?  

Translate here:  

If you do, you can restrain your words,…. 

Translate here:  

…..and not say the first thing that comes in your head, when you are in a situation ….
Translate here:  

…..and be considered by others to be wise. 

Translate here:  

The book of Proverbs has a lot to say about the fruit of our lips.  

Translate here:  

We have mentioned this subject over and over,….
Translate here:  

……as we have talked on the book of Proverbs,…. 

Translate here:  

…..but today I thought we would read several other Proverbs on the subject.  

Translate here:  

Hear the word of the Lord from Proverbs 8:13.  

Translate here:  

“The fear of the Lord is to hate evil.  

Translate here:  

Pride and arrogance and the evil way and perverted mouth, I hate.”  

Translate here:  

Here we find that God hates a perverted mouth. 

Translate here:  

Proverbs 10:6 says that “Blessings are on the head of the righteous,…. 

Translate here:  

……but the mouth of the wicked conceals violence.”  

Translate here:  

So we see something about our mouth and wicked heart that are hooked together…. 

Translate here:  

In Proverbs 10:11 it says, “The mouth of the righteous is a fountain of life,…. 

Translate here:  

…..but the mouth of the wicked conceals violence.”  

Translate here:  

That idea of the mouth of the wicked concealing violence is repeated here again.  

Translate here:  

But the mouth of the righteous is a fountain of life.  

Translate here:  

Proverbs 10:14 says that wise men store up knowledge….. 

Translate here:  

……but in the mouth of the foolish, ruin is at hand.”  

Translate here:  

Even the foolish man is considered to be wise, when he keeps his mouth shut.  

Translate here:  

But in the mouth of the foolish is ruin, it says.  

Translate here:  

How many times have we ruined a relationship by saying things that we hadn’t thought through? 

Translate here:  

Or that the Lord himself had not directed us to say?  

Translate here:  

Proverbs 10:31 tells us that the mouth of the righteous flows with wisdom, ….
Translate here:  

…..but the perverted tongue will be cut out. 

Translate here:  

So there is a righteous mouth.  

Translate here:  

There is a mouth that speaks as a fountain of light,…. 

Translate here:  

….but the perverted tongue, the tongue that conceals violence,…. 

Translate here:  

……according to the word of God, ultimately will be cut out.  

Translate here:  

How many times we have hurt others by the fruit of our lips?  

Translate here:  

In the book of Proverbs tells us to restrain our tongue,…. 

Translate here:  

…..to hold back, to bridle our tongue.  Alleluia!  

Translate here:  

Proverbs 10:32:  “The lips of the righteous bring forth what is acceptable,…. 

Translate here:  

……but the mouth of the wicked is perverted.”  

Translate here:  

Are we going to speak acceptable words today?  

Translate here:  

Are we going to challenge people to the truth regarding the Lord today? 

Translate here:  

Or are we going to simply speak something bad without thinking?  

Translate here:  

Proverbs 11:9, “With his mouth, the godless man destroys his neighbor,…. 

Translate here:  

…..but through knowledge, the righteous will be delivered.”  

Translate here:  

Here we thought all along that we destroyed our neighbor with guns or knives,

Translate here:  

It says here that we, with the mouth, the godless man destroys his neighbor.  

Translate here:  

What a terrible accusation.  

Translate here:  

Proverbs 11:11 says, “By the blessing of the upright, a city is exalted,…. 

Translate here:  

….. but by the mouth of the wicked, it is torn down.  

Translate here:  

A city, it says, can be exalted by the blessing of the upright.  

Translate here:  

We can speak blessing on our community.  

Translate here:  

We can speak blessing on our neighborhood,….. 

Translate here:  

……or we can tear our neighborhood down.  

Translate here:  

By our mouth we can make it a better place to be,…… 

Translate here:  

….or we can make it a worse place to be.  

Translate here:  

Your mouth will determine that.  

Translate here:  

How do you speak about the neighborhood that you live in?  

Translate here:  

What do you have to say about your neighbors?  

Translate here:  

Do you edify them?  Do you build them up?  

Translate here:  

Do you speak possibilities into their lives,…. 

Translate here:  

…..or are you constantly criticizing them,…. 

Translate here:  

…..tearing them down, destroying the neighborhood in which you live?  

Translate here:  

By blessings, by the blessings of the upright, a city is exalted,….. 

Translate here:  

……but by the mouth of the wicked, it is torn down.  

Translate here:  

Proverbs 12:6 tells us that the words of the wicked lie in wait for blood,…. 

Translate here:  

…..but the mouth of the upright will deliver them. 

Translate here:  

The mouth of the upright will deliver them. 

Translate here:  

We can speak blessings. 

Translate here:  

Jesus says whomever you bless will be blessed.  

Translate here:  

Whomever you curse will be cursed.   

Translate here:  

We have the keys of life in our mouth, but let’s say it again.  

Translate here:  

We have said it before; let’s say it again.  

Translate here:  

Your mouth is going to speak of that which your heart is full of. 

Translate here:  

Does Jesus rule in your heart?  

Translate here:  

Is the King sitting on the throne of your heart?  

Translate here:  

Is the King the doorkeeper of your mouth?  

Translate here:  

Does Jesus permit the things that you will say….. 

Translate here:  

…..and things that you will not say?  

Translate here:  

That’s an important question,…. 

Translate here:  

…..because if you do not have a settled heart, a settled mind, a cool spirit,….. 

Translate here:  

……then Jesus is not enthroned in your heart.  

Translate here:  

You are only living the way the world lives,…. 

Translate here:  

……willing to say the first thing that comes into your mind.  

Translate here:  

Brothers and sisters, I exhort you to place your heart under God’s leadership,…. 

Translate here:  

….the authority, the lordship of Jesus Christ…. 

Translate here:  

……that you make a commitment not to speak unless He speaks,…. 

Translate here:  

…..that you would make a commitment to have him be the author of your conversation,…. 

Translate here:  

…..that which you speak about be that which he speaks.  

Translate here:  

I am reminded of Ezekiel the Prophet.  

Translate here:  

This is a little known fact and I have mentioned it before,….
Translate here:  

…..and maybe by mentioning it again, it will become important to you,…. 

Translate here:  

We read in the book of Ezekiel that Ezekiel was in a peculiar situation.  

Translate here:  

He could not talk.  

Translate here:  

He was what the Bible calls “mute”.  

Translate here:  

He was unable to speak unless he was speaking the word of the Lord.  

Translate here:  

His vocal chords did not work unless he was speaking the word of the Lord.  

Translate here:  

When Ezekiel spoke, people listened.
Translate here:  

Why?....because he spoke the words of God.  

Translate here:  

Do they listen when you speak?  

Translate here:  

I am grateful that my vocal chords are not restrained,…. 

Translate here:  

…..that I can speak at will, but I desire to speak the will of God.  

Translate here:  

I desire to speak the words of God,…. 

Translate here:  

….and I hope that that’s your desire also.  

Translate here:  

It can only occur when our heart is fixed, 

Translate here:  

…..when our mind is settled, …..
Translate here:  

….when we have submitted to the leadership of Jesus in our life. 

Translate here:  

Does Jesus rule our life? 

Translate here:  

……or does our fear of what our neighbors are going to think rule our life. 

Translate here:  

Are we led by the fear of man, or by the fear of God?  

Translate here:  

That’s a big question.  

Translate here:  

The fruit of our lips reveals who we fear.  

Translate here:  

But even a fool is thought wise if he keeps silent,…. 

Translate here:  

…..and he is considered to be discerning if he holds his tongue.  

Translate here:  

Maybe you don’t know exactly what God wants you to say yet,…. 

Translate here:  

……so if you do nothing else, hold your tongue.  

Translate here:  

Restrain your ways.
Translate here:  

Any effort you make to the glory of God will be a blessing.
