I want my tongue to be controlled by the Lord Jesus Christ.

I want to be free from that quarrelsome spirit.  

Translate here:  

I want to be able to restrain my words.  

Translate here:  

I want to be able to only speak things that are useful and profitable,…. 

Translate here:  

……and stop speaking harsh words that start quarrels and make anger flow.  

Translate here:  

There is someone listening this week who desires to be made well,….. 

Translate here:  

…..to be set free, that desires to have that heart fixed….. 

Translate here:  

……so that he can say like David: my heart is fixed.  

Translate here:  

I will sing to God and give Him praise.”  

Translate here:  

The Holy Spirit has not given up on you.  

Translate here:  

He is warning you.  He is crying out to you. 

Translate here:  

He is calling out to you.  

Translate here:  

He is speaking to you wise sayings from the book of Proverbs.  

Translate here:  

Hear another wise saying, all of you who have dirt on your face.  

Translate here:  

Proverbs 18:2:  “A fool does not delight in understanding,…. 

Translate here:  

……but only in revealing his own mind.”  

Translate here:  

Getting to the point, the Living Bible says this: 

Translate here:  

“A rebel doesn’t care about the facts.  All he wants to do is yell.”  

Translate here:  

The New International Version says that a fool finds no pleasure in understanding,…. 

Translate here:  

…..but delights in airing his own opinions.  

Translate here:  

You see, there is a certain delight associated with blurting out everything you know,…. 

Translate here:  

…..and going about trying to correct everybody,….. 

Translate here:  

…..and make people see things the way you see things,….. 

Translate here:  

…..as if somehow wisdom has departed from the rest of the world,….. 

Translate here:  

…..and you are the only person left that really understands what’s going on.  

Translate here:  

That’s simply pride.  That’s all it is.  

Translate here:  

It’s spiritual pride, that you think that you have got the answer….. 

Translate here:  

…..and everybody ought to listen to you.  

Translate here:  

That proud person, according to Proverbs 18 verse 2, is a fool.  

Translate here:  

You see, a fool has no delight in real understanding.  

Translate here:  

He is only interested in his own opinion.  

Translate here:  

How do I know that some of you listening to this Christian radio station….. 

Translate here:  

…….are guilty of what Proverbs 18:2 talks about?  

Translate here:  

I will tell you how I know,…. because it is common to man.  

Translate here:  

It is the way mankind is built…… 

Translate here:  

……to want to share your own opinion,…. 

Translate here:  

……to discover your own heart, it says in the King James Version of the Bible.  

Translate here:  

We have an excellent example of it in the Gospels.  
Translate here:  

Peter, the one that Jesus said about him, “on this rock of revelation,….. 

Translate here:  

I am going to build my church..”  

Translate here:  

He gave Peter the keys of the kingdom..  

Translate here:  

But there’s an interesting thing that happened….. 

Translate here:  

…… at the time Jesus was giving the keys of the kingdom to Peter.  

Translate here:  

Let’s read about it in Mark chapter 8.  

Translate here:  

“Jesus and his disciples all left Galilee and went out to the villages of Ceserea and Phillipi.  

Translate here:  

As they were walking along, he asked them who do people think I am? 

Translate here:  

Some of them think you are John the Baptist, the disciples replied, … 

Translate here:  

…… and others say that you are Elijah, or some other ancient prophet come back to life.  

Translate here:  

Then he asked, who do you think I am?  

Translate here:  

Peter replied, you are the Messiah,…. 

Translate here:  

……but Jesus warned them not to tell anyone.”  

Translate here:  

At this point, Jesus said, “flesh and blood did not reveal this to you.  

Translate here:  

You got this revelation from my Father in heaven.” 

Translate here:  

And then he gives him this amazing statement,…. 

Translate here:  

….. he says that, upon this rock I am going to build my church,….. 

Translate here:  

…..and then he says I am going to give you the keys to the kingdom,….. 

Translate here:  

…..and any door you shall unlock, is going to stay unlocked,….. 

Translate here:  

……..and any door that you lock is going to stay locked……  

Translate here:  

Now he is talking to Peter, a powerful man, 

Translate here:  

……but listen in the account in the Book of Mark.  

Translate here:  

If Peter can go about airing his own opinion,….. 

Translate here:  

……then why should we be surprised to find other people in the church today…… 

Translate here:  

…..who all they want to do is yell.  

Translate here:  

Verse 31 of Mark chapter 8 says, “Then he began to tell them,….

Translate here:  

…..about the terrible things that he would suffer,…..
Translate here:  

……that he would be rejected by the elders and chief priests and the other Jewish leaders….. 

Translate here:  

……and be killed, and that he would rise again 3 days afterwards.  

Translate here:  

He talked quite frankly about it.
Translate here:  

Now listen to what Peter said.  

Translate here:  

Imagine this.  Peter took Jesus, the King of the Universe aside,…. 

Translate here:  

…..and the Living Bible says he chided him. 

Translate here:  

 ‘You shouldn’t say things like that,’ he told Jesus.  

Translate here:  

Jesus turned and looked at his disciples, and then said to Peter very sternly,…. 

Translate here:  

 …..‘Satan, get behind me.  You are only looking at this from a human point of view,….. 

Translate here:  

…..and not from God’s point of view.’”  

Translate here:  

 If Peter could be guilty of expressing his own opinion…… 

Translate here:  

…….then anybody in the church,…. bishop, elder, deacon, usher, pew warmer,…
Translate here:  

…….I don’t care who you are, can make the same mistakes.   

Translate here:  

We are all able to air our own opinions and to look at things through the eyes of man,…… 

Translate here:  

……instead of looking at things through the eyes of God.  

Translate here:  

So this verse in Proverbs 18:2 could easily apply to any one of us.  

Translate here:  

It tells us a fool finds no pleasure in understanding,….. 

Translate here:  

…..but delights in airing his own opinions.  

Translate here:  

I believe that the Holy Spirit covered the answer to this problem earlier this week….. 

Translate here:  

…….when we were looking at the end of Proverbs 17.  

Translate here:  

The word of the Lord that said that a wise man restrains his tongue, or spares his words.  

Translate here:  

He said that it would be useful if you were slow to speak.  

Translate here:  

What’s going on while you are slow to speak?  

Translate here:  

James says, be quick to listen and slow to speak.  

Translate here:  

While you are slowing down your speech,…. 

Translate here:  

…..instead of just making your own argument a little stronger,….. 

Translate here:  

……perhaps what we should be doing something else.
Translate here:  

We could pray, “Lord Jesus, what do you want to say about this situation?  

Translate here:  

Lord Jesus, I feel like saying such-and-such.  

Translate here:  

Do you want me to say such-and-such?”  

Translate here:  

You can think these thoughts, while you are being slow to speak, ….
Translate here:  

…..and then the Lord Jesus either says, Get thee behind me, Satan, …..
Translate here:  

…..or he says, Yes, my son, that’s my word.  Speak it fearlessly.  

Translate here:  

Oh, that we would have bridled tongues.  

Translate here:  

Oh, that we would submit our mouth to the lordship of Jesus Christ,…. 

Translate here:  

…….because a fool finds no pleasure in understanding.  

Translate here:  

A fool is unwise.  He speaks fast and gets involved in quarrels. 

Translate here:  

He defies all common wisdom, because he has an unbridled tongue. 

Translate here:  

We have said it before.  We are going to say it again.  

Translate here:  

Your tongue and your heart are tied together.  

Translate here:  

What you speak through your mouth reveals what your heart is full of.  

Translate here:  

Is your heart the throne room of the Lord Jesus Christ?  

Translate here:  

Is it the chair on which Jesus sits and rules and reigns?  

Translate here:  

You may think it is, but what if your tongue is revealing a different truth? 

Translate here:  

What if your tongue is producing quarreling and your own opinion?
Translate here:  

Then you need to have your heart fixed.  

Translate here:  

We said at the beginning of this message.  

Translate here:  

Is there someone who has looked in the mirror and seen the dirt on his face …
Translate here:  

….and now he wants his face to be made clean?
Translate here:  

If you are that person, join with me as we seek the face of God in prayer.  

Translate here:  

Just pray with me.  

Translate here:  

Lord Jesus, I have heard your word.  

Translate here:  

I do not want to be like that person in James that looks in the mirror…. 

Translate here:  

……and goes away and forgets what he looked like. 

Translate here:  

Cleanse my heart, O Lord.  

Translate here:  

Create in me a clean heart.  

Translate here:  

Renew in me a right spirit.   

Translate here:  

Give me that excellent spirit.  

Translate here:  

Give me that even-tempered spirit.  

Translate here:  

Give me the spirit of Jesus in my life and in my heart.  

Translate here:  

Give me the ability to restrain my words, to speak with few words,….. 

Translate here:  

…….only those words that you would have me speak.  

Translate here:  

Come into my life, Lord Jesus.  I pray in the name of Jesus. Amen.

Did you pray that prayer?  

Translate here:  

If you didn’t, it’s not too late. 

Translate here:  

You don’t have to use the words that I have given you.  

Translate here:  

Use the words that the Lord Jesus himself gives you.  

Translate here:  

Repent of your quarreling spirit. Learn to hate it.

Turn away from it. Ask the Lord to give you wholesome words,…..

……profitable words, words of blessing, instead of words of cursing,…..
Translate here:  

……words that will exalt rather than tear the city down,…..
Translate here:  

…..words that will lift up your family,…..

….words that will make your children whole and healthy,….

….words that will make your husband or wife have a satisfied heart.  

Translate here:  

Alleluia, cry out to God, and he will hear you, and he will answer your prayer.
