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Translate here:  

Again today, my prayer is to make this time that you are listening to mean something to you,….. 

Translate here:  

…..that it makes sense, that it have relevance in your life,…..
Translate here:  

….and it’s my prayer that it will change your life,…. 

Translate here:  

…..that as you listen to these words of wisdom from God through the book of Proverbs,…. 

Translate here:  

….that your character and your personality would be changed. 

Translate here:  

A proverb a day should create in us a better image of Jesus Christ.  

Translate here:  

Our destiny in Christ is to be conformed to the image of Jesus,…. 

Translate here:  

…..that Jesus would flow through us,…. 

Translate here:  

…..that people would see Jesus when they see us,…. 

Translate here:  

……and they would hear Jesus, when they hear us.  

Translate here:  

That when we speak, we would speak the words of God, the word of God.  

Translate here:  

In John it says the Word became flesh and dwelt among men.  

Translate here:  

Our prayer is that these words from the book of Proverbs,…. 

Translate here:  

……which is the wisdom of God, will become part of you.  

Translate here:  

One of the ways that it’s going to become part of you,….. 

Translate here:  

……is that you are going to hear it often..  

Translate here:  

You are going to hear certain themes often enough…..
Translate here:  

 …..that you are going to say, “Well, maybe God really is concerned about that.  

Translate here:  

He writes about that a lot.  

Translate here:  

Brother Steve talks about it a lot.”  

Translate here:  

Well, the reason I am talking about it a lot is because it is written about a lot.  

Translate here:  

It’s in the book of Proverbs over and over again.  

Translate here:  

Proverbs 18:4 says,  “The words of a man’s mouth are deep waters,…. 

Translate here:  

……but the fountain of wisdom is a bubbling brook.”  

Translate here:  

Are we talking about bubbling brooks and deep water?
Translate here:  

No, we are not talking about bubbling brooks and deep water.  

Translate here:  

We are talking about the WORDS OF OUR MOUTH. 

Translate here:  

“The words of a man’s mouth are as deep waters,…. 

Translate here:  

……and the well-spring of wisdom is a flowing brook.” 

Translate here:  

That’s what the King James Version says.  

Translate here:  

And the Living Bible says,  “A wise man’s words express deep streams of thought.”  

Translate here:  

This subject of a man’s words is spoken of over and over again in the book of Proverbs.  

Translate here:  

Only last week we were looking at Proverbs 17:27,…. 

Translate here:  

……where it says the man of few words and settled mind is wise;…. 

Translate here:  

…..therefore, even a fool is thought to be wise when he is silent.  

Translate here:  

It pays him to keep his mouth shut.  

Translate here:  

As we looked at that, we saw something about the spirit of a man.  

Translate here:  

It said that a man of understanding is even-tempered.  AH! 

Translate here:  

To have an even-tempered spirit!  

Translate here:  

The new American Standard Bible says that he has a “cool spirit.”  

Translate here:  

Do you remember hearing that, that a wise man,…. 

Translate here:  

…. who uses his words with restraint, has a “cool spirit”?  

Translate here:  

You see, if you are NOT an even-tempered man or woman,…. 

Translate here:  

…..if you do not have a cool spirit, then I am encouraging, the Holy Spirit is encouraging you,…. 

Translate here:  

……to say that this is where the Lord wants to take you.  

Translate here:  

This is what he wants to create in your life.  

Translate here:  

He wants to give you an excellent spirit. 

Translate here:  

It has to do with the words of your mouth.  

Translate here:  

The words of a man’s mouth are deep waters…… 

Translate here:  

……but the fountain of wisdom is a bubbling brook.  

Translate here:  

Proverbs 10:11 tells us, “The mouth of the righteous is a FOUNTAIN OF LIFE. 

Translate here:  

But the mouth of the wicked conceals violence.”  

Translate here:  

We are not focusing on the wicked today.  

Translate here:  

We are focusing on the righteous.  

Translate here:  

The mouth of the righteous is a fountain of life.  

Translate here:  

What pours out of your mouth should be life and wisdom.  

Translate here:  

Proverbs 13:14 says that the teaching of the wise is a fountain of life.  

Translate here:  

There is a fountain of life.  

Translate here:  

There is a drink that can make people live longer and better,….. 

Translate here:  

….better health, more productivity, greater peace of mind….

Translate here:  

…...there is a fountain of life!  

Translate here:  

Jesus stood up before the people and said that out of your belly shall flow rivers of living water.  

Translate here:  

It sounds like he was talking about that fountain of life, doesn’t it? 

Translate here:  

Imagine, out of your bellies shall flow RIVERS of living water.  

Translate here:  

He was speaking of the Holy Spirit when he said that.  

Translate here:  

I think he knew what it said in Proverbs,…..
Translate here:  

“Understanding is a fountain of life to one who has it.”  

Translate here:  

Well, that brings us back to Proverbs 18:4.  

Translate here:  

It tells us the words of a man’s mouth are deep waters.  

Translate here:  

The fountain of wisdom is a bubbling brook.  

Translate here:  

You could think of a bubbling brook .as a flowing brook..  

Translate here:  

Now we have instruction in another place in the book of Proverbs…. 

Translate here:  

…..where it says: shut off the flow. .  

Translate here:  

Don’t let your mouth continue to run without thinking about what you are saying.  

Translate here:  

Ultimately we need a mouth that’s under the Lordship of Jesus Christ, . 

Translate here:  

James told us that we are to be quick to listen and slow to speak.  

Translate here:  

But a mouth of wisdom, it says, should be like a flowing stream,…. 

Translate here:  

…..like a bubbling brook.  

Translate here:  

When our mouth is speaking wisdom, many will be eager to hear it.  

Translate here:  

How about the young couple that has a child that acts very badly? 

Translate here:  

They are frustrated and don’t know what to do.  

Translate here:  

And along comes the mouth of experience,…. 

Translate here:  

….and the mouth of wisdom, that speaks of how to bring that child into submission.  

Translate here:  

I tell you, I have had the opportunity to speak that way as a father,…. 

Translate here:  

…..having seen my children come to rest because of the discipline that I brought to them,….. 

Translate here:  

…..and then I have had young parents who were at their wits ends, ….
Translate here:  

…..and when they heard the words of wisdom about how to train their children,…. 

Translate here:  

……they were eager to hear it.  

Translate here:  

They wanted to hear it,…. 

Translate here:  

……because they knew they needed to bring rest into their home.  

Translate here:  

How about the example of the person who is having financial difficulties,…. 

Translate here:  

…..and they can’t ever seem to have enough money to pay their bills.  

Translate here:  

They haven’t learned God’s principle about the payment of their bills,….. 

Translate here:  

…….and when they speak to a person of wisdom and experience,…. 
Translate here:  

……every word that comes out of the mouth of that wise person is as a drink of water to them….. 

Translate here:  

……because they know that they have got a problem.  

Translate here:  

A spiritual man speaks wisdom.  

Translate here:  

His tongue, his mouth is as a bubbling brook.  

Translate here:  

It is like a stream of water out of which flows understanding and knowledge.  

Translate here:  

I’d like to mention that a mouth of wisdom doesn’t mean you talk all the time. 

Translate here:  

Last week we looked at the word that said a man of knowledge and wisdom restrains his words.  

Translate here:  

You may have the words of wisdom that a person needs,….. 

Translate here:  

……but it may not be the right time for them to receive it.  

Translate here:  

They may not be open to hear it. 

Translate here:  

Your tongue needs to be under the lordship of Jesus Christ,….  

Translate here:  

…….or controlled by the Holy Spirit. 

Translate here:
If it is, then it will be a bubbling brook.  It will flow with wisdom.  

Translate here:  

Streams of deep water will come forth from your mouth. Alleluia!  

Translate here:  

David said in Psalm 1, we are not to sit in the seat of the ungodly.  

Translate here:  

We are not to listen to the wisdom of the ungodly.  

Translate here:  

We are to take counsel from the godly.  

Translate here:  

Godly people speak wisdom and knowledge. 

Translate here:  

Praise the Lord, and that wisdom and knowledge comes from a relationship with him,…. 

Translate here:  

…..from seeking out his face through a daily look into the Word of God.
Translate here:  

Then you can speak to others out of the Word of God.  

Translate here:  

If there is any usefulness from this radio program, it doesn’t come from my wisdom.  

Translate here:  

It comes from the wisdom of God.  

Translate here:  

I endeavor to bring forth treasures, that are stored up in the Word of God,…. 

Translate here:  

…..and I encourage you to seek wisdom as you would for a treasure in a field,… 

Translate here:  

…..that you would dig into the Word of God,….
Translate here:  

….and say, give me words, not only for me,….. 

Translate here:  

…….but let me have enough for myself and some for somebody else also.  

Translate here:  

That’s a prayer that will be answered.  

Translate here:  

If you ask for wisdom, it tells us in James, he gives it liberally.  

Translate here:  

He gives wisdom to those that ask for it.  

Translate here:  

Are you seeking after it as if for treasure hidden in the middle of the field?  

Translate here:  

Are you willing to search out the matter, to explore and untangle it,…. 

Translate here:  

…..to look for the meaning of the riddles that are found in the word of God?  

Translate here:  

If you are, then he will meet you and he will give you that wisdom and understanding,…. 

Translate here:  

……and it won’t be just abstract wisdom and understanding.  

Translate here:  

It will have to do with real issues in people’s lives like getting along with your wife……. 

Translate here:  

…..and paying your bills…… and taking care of your children. 

Translate here:  

It’s there.  It’s available.  

Translate here:  

Those that hunger and thirst for righteousness, shall be filled. Praise the Lord.  

Translate here:  

Oh, that our tongues would be bubbling brooks of life.  
Translate here:  

God bless you and have a wonderful eternity.
