“A fool’s lips bring strife, and his mouth calls for blows.  

Translate here:  

A fool’s mouth is his ruin, and his lips are the snare of his soul.”  

Translate here:  

A fool’s mouth is his destruction, and his lips are the snare of his soul.”  

Translate here:  

The Living Bible says, “A fool gets into constant fights.  His mouth is his undoing.  

Translate here:  

His words endanger him.”  

Translate here:  

Ah, a fool’s lips bring fighting.  

Translate here:  

A fool’s lips bring contention. 

Translate here:  

They bring strife. 

Translate here:  

His mouth is his undoing. 

Translate here:  

His mouth calls for strokes.  

Translate here:  

The stripes or strokes that are referred to here are literally lashes on the back.  

Translate here:  

A fool when he lets his mouth run wild is endangering himself.  

Translate here:  

He is getting into fights, and he is setting himself up to get a beating. 

Translate here:  

That’s what it says in the New International Version. 

Translate here:  

“A fool’s lips bring him strife, and his mouth invites a beating.”  

Translate here:  

Actually I have seen this.  

Translate here:  

I have seen men invite a beating into their lives.  

Translate here:  

As I mentioned, there was a season in my life,….. 

Translate here:  

…..when I was a volunteer chaplain in a maximum custody prison,…. 

Translate here:  

…… I watched and listened as men ensnared themselves with their lips,…. 

Translate here:  

…..as they cried out and said things with their mouth 

Translate here:  

that would for sure get them into fights,…. 

Translate here:  

…..and in addition to getting them into fights, causing them to get a beating.
Translate here:  

They would actually invite someone to beat them. 

Translate here:  

Their mouths were their undoing. 

Translate here:  

Their words endangered them.  

Translate here:  

Now in a moment, we are going to see just how dangerous danger is.  

Translate here:  

But right now I’d like to say that it was very clear to me,….. 

Translate here:  

…..that I saw men inviting a beating upon themselves, 

Translate here:  

It was their mouth in every case that stirred up fights. 
Translate here:  

There were things driving them to such foolish behavior. 

Translate here:  

….. either fear in their lives or incredible pain in their lives.  

Translate here:  

A fool gets into constant fights, the word of the Lord tells us,…. 

Translate here:  

…..and it says that his words endanger him.  

Translate here:  

Now you don’t have to go to a maximum custody prison to find people making foolish remarks. 

Translate here:  

Some people simply have a bad attitude.  

Translate here:  

It is often called a “chip on their shoulders.”  

Translate here:  

It seems like when they walk into the room, they start talking,…. 

Translate here:  

…….that it is only a matter of moments before they are going to be starting an argument.  

Translate here:  

These verses from Proverbs tell us that these lips are a snare to his soul, that his words endanger him.  

Translate here:  

Let’s see how clearly they endangered, as we read again from Matthew chapter 12. 

Translate here:  

Jesus says, “Either makes the tree good and its fruit good,….. 

Translate here:  

……or else make the tree corrupt and its fruit corrupt, for the tree is known by its fruit.  

Translate here:  

Oh, generation of vipers, how can you being evil speak good things.  

Translate here:  

For out of the abundance of the heart, the mouth speaks.  

Translate here:  

A good man out of a good treasure of the heart brings forth good things,…. 

Translate here:  

…..and an evil man out of the evil treasure brings forth evil things,…. 

Translate here:  

….but I say unto you that every idle word that men speak,…. 

Translate here:  

….they shall give account for it in the day of judgment,…. 

Translate here:  

….for by your words, you shall be justified,…. 

Translate here:  

….and by your words, you shall be condemned.”  

Translate here:  

Have you heard this word?  

Translate here:  

Have you heard this word from the Bible, from the book of truth?  

Translate here:  

Jesus is speaking.  

Translate here:  

He is saying every idle word that men speak,… 

Translate here:  

…..they will be asked to give an account of that in the day of judgment,…. 

Translate here:  

…..and it says that by your words you will either be justified or condemned. 

Translate here:  

The writer of Proverbs says that a fool’s mouth is his destruction,…. 

Translate here:  

……and his lips are a snare for his soul.  

Translate here:  

Let’s try to grasp this teaching from the Lord Jesus.  

Translate here:  

Let’s try to comprehend what’s being said here,…. 

Translate here:  

…..because each of us every day is in danger of violating these scriptures,…. 

Translate here:  

…..of going out and seeking a fight by being quick to reply angrily, ….
Translate here:  

….quick to criticize, quick to judge, …… 

Translate here:  

…. though James says that the man of God will be quick to listen and slow to speak.  

Translate here:  

Reading again the same verses from Matthew chapter 12 verses 33 through 37.  

Translate here:  

“Either make the tree good and its fruit good,….. 

Translate here:  

……or make the tree bad and its fruit bad, for the tree is known by its fruit.   

Translate here:  

How are you known? By your fruit!  

Translate here:  

By the fruit of what?  By the fruit of your lips.  

Translate here:  

The manner in which you speak is the manner in which you are known today.   

Translate here:  

When Jesus says you brood of vipers,…that’s means snakes,…..  

Translate here:  

…… how can you being evil, speak what is good,….. 

Translate here:  

……for the mouth speaks out of that which fills the heart.”  

Translate here:  

I guess that explains why as I was at that maximum custody prison,…. 

Translate here:  

…..these wicked men who have unredeemed hearts, were spewing forth contentious words,….. 

Translate here:  

….seeking fights, and actually inviting beatings into their lives.  

Translate here:  

But it also tells us, “The good man brings out of his good treasure, what is good.  

Translate here:  

The evil man, out of his evil treasure, ….

Translate here:  

….and I tell you, this is what I pray that you will hear today…..

Translate here:  

I tell you that every careless word that people speak,….. 

Translate here:  

…….they shall give an accounting for it in the day of judgment.”  

Translate here:  

That doesn’t say “SOME careless words that you speak.”  

Translate here:  

It says EVERY careless word.  

Translate here:  

A careless word is one that you don’t really care about the consequences of . 

Translate here:  

You say it because you are willing to hurt.  

Translate here:  

You are willing to provoke, and you don’t care about the consequences.  

Translate here:  

The word says that every careless word that you speak,… 

Translate here:  

…..you will have to give an account for it in the day of judgment,…. 

Translate here:  

….for by your words you will be justified,….. 

Translate here:  

…..and by your words you will be condemned.”

Translate here:  

 “To justify” means “to give good reason”.

Translate here:  

If we don’t have a GOOD reason for what we say, then it won’t be justified.  

Translate here:  

 These verses in Matthew sound a lot like Proverbs chapter 18 verses 6 through 7. 

Translate here:  

“A fool’s mouth is his destruction, and his lips are the snare of his soul.”  

Translate here:  

Many times in our study on the book of Proverbs,…. 

Translate here:  

……we have looked at the fruit of the lips,….. 

Translate here:  

…..and talked about the mouth of the fool.  

Translate here:  

We even talked about the mouth of the righteous being a fountain of life.  

Translate here:  

The mouth is more important than we can possiblibly understand. 
Translate here:  

Let’s look at the same set of scriptures from Matthew in the Living Bible.  

Translate here:  

“A tree is identified by its fruit.  

Translate here:  

A tree from a select variety produces good fruit.  Poor varieties don’t.  

Translate here:  

You brood of snakes!  How could evil men like you speak what is good and right,….
Translate here:  

……for a man’s heart determines his speech.  

Translate here:  

A good man’s speech reveals the rich treasures within him.  

Translate here:  

An evil-hearted man is filled with venom, and his speech reveals it.  

Translate here:  

I tell you this, that you must give account on judgment day for every idle word you speak.  

Translate here:  

Your words now reflect your faith,… 

Translate here:  

…..then either you will be justified by them or you will be condemned.”  

Translate here:  

How many times have we said, that your words are a thermometer revealing the spiritual temperature of your heart.  

Translate here:  

Listen to yourself talk.  

Translate here:  

Are you a constructive talker or a destructive talker?  

Translate here:  

Are you a peace maker or a peace breaker?  

Translate here:  

When you answer that question, then you will know if your words are justified or condemned. 

Translate here:  

Proverbs 19:29 tells us that penalties are prepared for mockers,…. 

Translate here:  

…..and beatings for the backs of fools.  

Translate here:  

It sounds a lot like what’s being talked about in Proverbs chapter 18.  

Translate here:  

In the second half of verse 6, it says that the fool’s mouth calls for stokes, or invites a beating.  

Translate here:  

Penalties are prepared for mockers and beatings for the back of fools.  

Translate here:  

Deuteronomy chapter 25 verse 1 says that if a man is guilty of a crime and the penalty is a beating,…. 

Translate here:  

……the judge shall command him to lie down….. 

Translate here:  

…..and be beaten in his presence up to 40 stripes,…. 

Translate here:  

…..in proportion to the seriousness of the crime,….. 

Translate here:  

…..but no more than 40 stripes may be given lest the punishment seem too severe, 

Translate here:  

…..and your brother be degraded in your eyes…..  

Translate here:  

When we talk, we invite beatings, but here is good news.  

Translate here:  

“Jesus was wounded for our transgressions.  

Translate here:  

He was bruised for our iniquities.  

Translate here:  

The chastisement of our peace was upon him,…. 

Translate here:  

…..and with his beatings, we were healed.”  

Translate here:  

If you have that evil heart inviting contention, and asking for a beating,…. 

Translate here:  

…..Jesus has an answer for it. He has taken the beating for you.  

Translate here:  

By his stripes or beating, we are healed.  

Translate here:  

He has been wounded for our transgressions.
Translate here:  

You only need to confess your sinful tongue to Him, and ask him to forgive you.

Translate here:  

Do this as often as you need to.  There is no limit to the number of times He will forgive.

Translate here:  

If you do this in true humility, he will answer you and change your heart.  
Translate here:  

God bless you and have a wonderful eternity.

Translate here:
