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A Proverb a Day, Program #267 “The Name of the Lord”

There are some subjects that are so big and so wonderful. 
Proverbs 18:10 tells us: “The name of the Lord is a strong tower.  
The righteous run into it and are safe.” Alleluia!  
The name of the Lord is a strong tower.  
Proverbs 18:10 in the New International Version: 
“The name of the Lord is a strong tower.  The righteous run to it and are safe.”  
The Living Bible says that the Lord is a strong fortress.  
The Godly run in and are safe.  
There are over a 100 references in the Bible to the “name of the Lord”.  
We couldn’t possibly cover everything on the subject in such a short period of time.  
But we will take a look at a few of the very important references,…. 
…..but before doing that, I would like to mention that a few years ago,…. 
…I had an opportunity to travel to Ireland.  
I visited the ruins of an ancient community…. 
…where Christians had gathered together to live alone, to seek the face of the Lord.  
The community consisted of a church building,…. 
…..and some buildings that were used for agricultural purposes,…. 
…..but one feature of it that was really striking,….. 
….was a tower in the middle of the village, a stone tower.  
And as we toured the ruins of this community,…. 
…..we discovered that it was a tower of safety.  
When a marauding army came in,…. 
…..they were somewhat limited in their ability to attack and destroy,….. 
…..so these people had created a tower of safety.  
It was about 35 to 40 feet in diameter….. 
……and it was quite tall, maybe 5 stories, 6 stories tall, …..
…..as we count the way we build buildings today.  
There was no ground level entrance to this tower. 
You had to climb up a ladder and go through a little hole at the top,… 
…..and once inside, there were several floors in the tower,. 
The tower always had food and water stored in it,…. 
……so when the bandits or outlaws came into the community,…. 
…..the people of the community would climb up the ladder, go through the small hole,…
….and then pull the ladder in behind them, and block up the hole in the wall. 
They were inside the tower, where there was food and water and safety.  
It strikes me that they probably read this scripture…. 
……about the name of the Lord being a strong tower.  
I have a sense that when we go INTO the name of the Lord for protection,…. 
…..that it is similar to going into this tower that I saw in Ireland. 
You see, once they were inside the tower,…. 
…..they were no longer in control of the rest of the community.  
Their crops may have been burned.  
The houses that they were living in could have been pillaged.  
All of their belongings may have been stolen,….. 
……but they themselves were safe.  
They had life, and when the event was over,…. 
…..they could come out and they could rebuild.  
You see, the Lord doesn’t promise that he is going to protect absolutely everything that we own.  
Disasters do occur.  
We do have great upsets, and occasionally the destroyer comes. 
…even sickness and death, but the Lord, the name of the Lord is a strong tower.  
The righteous can run in and be safe.  
The name of the Lord was important way back in Genesis chapter 4. 
There is an example of someone running AWAY from the strong tower which is the Lord.
Cain was cursed for the murder of his brother Abel.
God caused him to be a vagabond and a fugitive with no safe place to run. 
Running is what the Godless person does.
He or she may tell you they are free to go everywhere and do anything.
But at some point in their life, the truth enters their mind.
They admit that they are disappointed, angry, even fearful.
Some of them die young because they have no protection.
The world beats on them and they are defenseless.
They ran away from God instead of into the name of the Lord who is like a strong tower.
How different the Christian’s life is.
They run into the name of the Lord and are safe,… 
…because the name of the Lord is a strong tower.
You might ask the question: Does the Lord have more than one name?
In Zechariah chapter 14 verse 9, it says,  “The Lord shall be King over the whole earth.
On that day there will be one Lord, and his name the only name.”  
Now this isn’t the only reference to his being the only God,… 
…..and his name being the only name. 
But I wanted to mention it, …..
……because there is only one name under heaven by which man can be saved.
The Lord has a name, you know, and what is that name?  
Paul writes to the Philippians in chapter 2 and says….. 
…. that the Lord’s name is above every other name,…. 
…..that at the name of Jesus, every knee shall bow in heaven…. 
….and on earth and under the earth,….. 
……and every tongue shall confess, that Jesus Christ is Lord …..
……to the glory of God the Father.”  
One name Jesus….. I thought it very interesting that Isaiah prophesied… 
……that in the last days, the name of the Lord would be used as a curse word.  
How many times have you heard someone use the name of the Lord,…. 
…..the phrase, Jesus Christ, as a curse word?  
Well, you know that’s fulfillment of prophesy.  
Isaiah knew how important the name of the Lord was,…. 
….and he said that many thousands of years ago,…. 
….that in the end times, men would take that most important name…. 
…..and pervert it and use it as a curse word.  
Just think, every time you hear someone take the name of the Lord in vain,….. 
…..you are experiencing the fulfillment of prophesy,….. 
…..the proof that that is the name… 
That IS the name…..
It is proven because Isaiah said that in the last days,… 
…..they would use that one name, that only name as a curse word,….
…..and it’s occurring today.  Praise the Lord!  
David said in Psalm 20, “Some trust in chariots and some in horses,…. 
…..but we will remember the name of the Lord our God.”  Alleluia!  
How many times did David run into the name of the Lord to be safe?
He fought the bear, the lion, the giant Goliath, and many other battles against the Philistines.
David said, how can I repay the Lord for all his goodness to me?  
I will lift up the cup of salvation,…. 
….and call upon the name of the Lord, Jesus, the name of the Lord.  
He also said in Psalm 116, Oh Lord, truly I am your servant.  
I am your servant, the son of your maidservant. 
You have freed me from my chains.  
I will sacrifice a thank offering to you and call on the name of the Lord.  
In Psalm 118 he said blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord.  
Then again in Acts, it says, “I will show wonders in the heaven above…. 
…..and signs on the earth below, blood and fire and billows of smoke.  
The sun will be turned to darkness and the moon to blood 
…..before the coming of the great and glorious day of the Lord,….. 
…….and everyone who calls upon THE NAME OF THE LORD will be saved.  
I have been meditating on those verses for several days…. 
…..prior to making these remarks about the “name of the Lord”.  
The name of the Lord is a strong tower.  
The righteous shall run in and are safe.  Alleluia! 
I have been meditating on that.  
I have been thinking about my own life, about what a blessing it is…. .
….that I have learned to call upon the name of the Lord,….. 
……and I have found the peace and the security in that strong tower. 
It is the place of true prosperity and provision,…. the place of true confidence and trust.  
What a wonderful, wonderful thing.  
And so I can declare it to others,…. that his name can bring you the deep longings of your heart,….. 
…..those things that you have sought after,…. 
……those things that you have yearned for are available in Christ,….. 
……calling upon the name of the Lord.  
David said in Psalm 27, “One thing have I desired of the Lord.  
And that will I seek after, ….
……that I might dwell in the house of the Lord ….
…..all the days of my life.”  Praise the Lord! 
We can call upon the name of the Lord.  
We can enter in, under the shadow of the wing of the Most High God.  
We can come into that place of refuge, that place of safety,…. 
…..that strong tower, yes, and there may be marauding danger on the outside.  
There may be bandits and killers,….
There may be chaos and destruction,…. 
…..but we can be safe in the arms of Jesus.  Alleluia.  
Ten thousand shall fall at your left,…. but it shall not come near you.  
Call upon the name of the Lord today.
