Yesterday we discussed the value of calling upon the name of the Lord.  

Translate here:  

My attempt was feeble because it is such a grand and wonderful thing to do. 

Translate here:  

It is so full of power,…. 

Translate here:  

….that our attempts to tell you about it can’t begin to touch on the truth,…. 

Translate here:  

…..and the reality of what lies behind the statement found in Proverbs 18:10.

“The name of the Lord is like a strong tower,….. 

Translate here:  

……and the righteous run in and are safe.”  

Translate here:  

Perhaps though, we can receive a greater insight by contrasts,… looking at Proverbs 18:11…..  

Translate here:  

……and by comparison, we can say that the name of the Lord IS a strong tower,…. 

Translate here:  

…..and other places of safety will let you down,…not protect you. 

Translate here:  

Believe it or not, one of these places is sought after by many, many people.  

Translate here:  

Even today, you and I are apt to endanger ourselves seeking it. 

Translate here:  

I will tell you what the other place is.  

Translate here:  

Hear the word of the Lord from Proverbs chapter 18 verse 11.  

Translate here:  

“The rich man’s wealth is HIS strong city,…. 

Translate here:  

…….AND as a high wall in his own conceit.”  

Translate here:  

Do you see the comparison?  

Translate here:  

The name of the Lord is a strong tower,….. 

Translate here:  

….but a rich man’s wealth is his strong city.
Translate here:  

The New American Standard says that it is like a high wall in his own imagination.  

Translate here:  

In other words, he thinks if he can gather up riches,…. 

Translate here:  

…..in his imagination, he believes that those riches are going to protect him.  

Translate here:  

The New International Version says, “The wealth of the rich is their fortified city.  

Translate here:  

They imagine it as an un-scalable wall.”  …a wall no one can climb over.
Translate here:  

David said some trust in chariots and some in horses,…. 

Translate here:  

……but we will remember the name of the Lord our God.  

Translate here:  

What are you trusting in for safety today?  

Translate here:  

Psalm 20 verses 7 through 8 say, “Some nations boast in armies and weaponry,…. 

Translate here:  

…..but our boast is in the Lord our God.  

Translate here:  

Those nations will collapse and perish.  

Translate here:  

We will arise to stand FIRM and SURE.”  

Translate here:  

I think of David facing Goliath.  

Translate here:  

There was a military situation.  

Translate here:  

All of the armies of Israel were trembling in fear…… 

Translate here:  

…..because of the size of the Philistine army,….. 

Translate here:  

……and because of the size of their war leader,….. 

Translate here:  

…..this huge 9 foot-tall man came out on a daily basis and dared anyone to fight him,…. 

Translate here:  

He sneered and laughed at the Israelites.
Translate here:  

David, as a young lad, simply stood up and said, in the name of the Lord,….. 

Translate here:  

…..in the name of the Lord.  David said,….. 

Translate here:  

“This same God that protected me from the lion and from the bear,….. 

Translate here:  

……will protect me from this Philistine giant also.”  

Translate here:  

Was David depending on the armies of Israel?  

Translate here:  

Was David depending on the weapons of warfare that were at their command? 

Translate here:  

No, he was depending on the God of Israel.  Alleluia!  

Translate here:  

Proverbs 11:4 says that your riches won’t help you on judgment day.  

Translate here:  

Only righteousness counts then.  

Translate here:  

You see, the battles that really matter,…. 

Translate here:  

…..the situations that we face that are truly terrible can not be solved by mere money.  

Translate here:  

The richest man facing accidents and sickness,….. 

Translate here:  

….can go to the greatest medical centers in the world,….. 

Translate here:  

……and he can pour millions of dollars into an effort to save his life.  

Translate here:  

Oh yes, and there is some benefit from that,…. 

Translate here:  

……but ultimately it is God himself that either grants life or takes life away,…..

……and no matter how much you spend trying to heal yourself,…. 

Translate here:  

…..unless the Lord releases it, it is not released.  Alleluia!

So we could and we should immediately trust in the name of the Lord.

The name of the Lord is like a strong tower.  

Translate here:  

The righteous run in and find safety.  Alleluia!

I heard a man say just last night that healing is no more difficult to believe for than salvation.

It is found the same way.  

Translate here:  

We believed and we’re saved.  

Translate here:  

We believe and we are healed.  

Translate here:  

Now this was a wise man that said that because he pointed out,….
Translate here:  

……that it is in fact the faith of God that brings salvation,….. 

Translate here:  

…..and it is the faith of God that brings healing.  

Translate here:  

Have you received salvation?  

Translate here:  

Has God’s faith erupted within you? 

Translate here:  

Have you believed with the faith of God and found salvation? 

Translate here:  

Do you know that you are one of the King’s kids?  

Translate here:  

Do you know that you have a ticket to heaven?  

Translate here:  

Do you know that you know that you know?  

Translate here:  

If you do, it’s because the faith of God has been released within you.  

Translate here:  

It is not your faith.  It is God’s faith.  

Translate here:  

He has given it to you as a gift,….. 

Translate here:  

……and he desires to give a gift for healing also,…. 

Translate here:  

….and when you receive that faith, God’s faith, 

Translate here:  

….and exercise it by believing, healing comes forth.  Alleluia!  

Translate here:  

I have experienced it.  I have experienced it.  

Translate here:  

Things that the doctor couldn’t do have been done by faith of God.  

Translate here:  

I had a season in my life where I experienced gout.

Now some of you know what gout is.

Gout is a very painful disease.

 My big toe on my left foot had seasons of pulsating pain,….

……which were so absolutely incredible that I would have to go to bed.

It was like there was a little dial that somebody could turn to the right,…. 

Translate here:  

…..like turning up the volume on the TV set.  

Translate here:  

And the volume of pain would just increase until it would become excruciating.

I would cry out,…. 

Translate here:  

……and I remember clearly going to the doctors….. 

Translate here:  

…….and having the doctors tell me that gout is something that they really can’t heal.  

Translate here:  

It is only something that can be controlled,… 

Translate here:  

…..with diet and with some special medicines.  

Translate here:  

I could reduce it,…. 

Translate here:  

……but it was something that I was going to live with for the rest of my life.

They didn’t know the answer to gout,….. 

Translate here:  

…..but Jesus knew the answer to gout,…. 

Translate here:  

…..because one night in a Christian meeting when people were calling on the name of the Lord,…..

…..God gave me faith, and I simply received and believed that I was free from gout.

And you know what?  That has been about 20 years ago,….

…..and I am free!  I don’t experience that problem any longer.

And if he did it for me, he can do it for you,…..

…..but the fact is, your riches won’t help you on judgment day.

The righteous run into it and are safe,…..

….but the rich man’s wealth is his only strong city.

Then he said, this is what I will do.

I will tear down my barns and build bigger ones,….

…..and there I will store all my grain and my goods,…..

….and I will say to myself: you have plenty of good things laid up for many years.

Take life easy. Eat, drink and be merry.

But God said to him, you fool. 

Translate here:  

This very night your life will be demanded from you.  

Translate here:  

Then who will get what you have prepared for yourself?  

Translate here:  

This is how it will be with anyone who stores up for himself things,…. 

Translate here:  

…..but is not rich toward God.”

I think Solomon knew this better than anybody.  

Translate here:  

He was the writer of the book of Ecclesiastes,…. 

Translate here:  

And he talked about how he accumulated riches ,…..
Translate here:  

……and he used them to fulfill his heart’s desire……

…..in everyway that he could possibly imagine,….. 

Translate here:  

…..and when it was all over, all he could say was ‘vanity of vanities’.  

Translate here:  

Even after he had accomplished it. 

Translate here:  

Even after he had achieved it.  

Translate here:  

Even after his barns had been built …..
Translate here:  

…..and had been filled with everything they could imagine, 

Translate here:  

……thousands and thousands of horses.  

Translate here:  

Just the horses he had alone, 

Translate here:  

…..the building after building after building.  

Translate here:  

He was such a fabulously rich man,…… 

Translate here:  

…..and he turned around and he said ‘vanity of vanities’.  

Translate here:  

It did not satisfy his soul.  

Translate here:  

Now we have Solomon as a teacher….. 

Translate here:  

……and yet you and I both go forth and seek to build our own kingdom…..

…..and to store up wealth, when in fact we should be storing up treasures in heaven.

We should be having faith toward God.  

Translate here:  

I believe that as we have faith toward God,…..

…..he takes care of those mundane worldly needs.

Behold the grass of the field and the birds of the air.
