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#298 Great Anger
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Proverbs says 19:19 says,  A man of great anger will bear the penalty, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
For if you rescue him, you will only have to do it again.
TRANSLATE HERE: 
One of the problems with reading the Book of Proverbs

TRANSLATE HERE: 
is that some proverbs seem to make sense, but at the same time, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
we do not really know what they are talking about.  
TRANSLATE HERE: 
At the beginning of our study of this wonderful book, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
we saw that we need the “spirit of wisdom.” 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Spiritual things are spiritually known. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Many times the spirit reveals multiple truths to multiple people using a single sentence.

TRANSLATE HERE: 
Today’s proverb is one of those verses. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
It speaks about a man of great anger. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
It talks about a penalty, but it does not tell us what the penalty is. \ 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
If refers to rescuing a person with an anger problem 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
and it says that rescuing him only results in the need to rescue him again.

TRANSLATE HERE: 
I have prayed and meditated on this verse for several days. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
In my spirit, I know that it contains a message to many people in very specific circumstances. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Pray with me that the Holy Spirit will speak into needy hearts.

TRANSLATE HERE: 
You may be a hot tempered, angry person. 
\ 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Your husband or father may erupt in outbursts of anger. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
You may be a pastor or a friend of an angry person who needs direction and counsel. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
If you are any of these people, today’s message could be a great help to you.

TRANSLATE HERE: 
Let’s begin by talking to and trying to understand people who are hot tempered or habitually angry.  
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Anger is always justified in the hearts of angry people. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
The typical response is, “I have right to be angry.” 
\ 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Now this may or may not be true. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
In the scriptures we are told to be angry, but do not let the sun go down on our anger.
TRANSLATE HERE: 
 We discover reading the Psalms that there is such a thing as righteous anger. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
We even see the anger of God displayed in several places in the scripture. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Evidently, this is not the type of anger that is being referred to in Proverbs 19:19. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
One translation speaks of “people with bad tempers.” 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Another refers to “hot tempered people.” 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Yet another speaks of “a man of great wrath.” 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
You may know a person like this. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
You may be one of these people. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
We know that this verse is not talking about righteous anger 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
because it says that people with this problem will pay a penalty. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
This angry attitude is expensive. It drives loved ones away.
TRANSLATE HERE: 
 It costs us opportunities to develop profitable business relationships. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
It is like a cancer in our spirit. 

TRANSLATE HERE: 
This bad temper is the very opposite of what we see in Proverbs 17:27, It says, “ 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
He who restrains his words has knowledge, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
And he who has a cool spirit is a man of understanding.”
TRANSLATE HERE: 
If you are that hot tempered person, you did not get that way overnight. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
There are long standing issues in your life that need to be resolved. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
You have a spiritual problem that requires a spiritual answer. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
In a word, you need deliverance. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Chances are you have already developed the habit of avoiding people of power who could help you. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
You very likely have a habit of blaming other people for your anger. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
More that anything else, you have very little hope that things are going to improve. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Hopelessness is fuel for hot tempers. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
If you can receive it, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
I would like to pray for you right now. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Please open your spirit to receive relief from the Holy Spirit.

TRANSLATE HERE: 
Father, I lift this person up before the throne of grace in the precious name of Jesus. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
I know that you are a merciful miraculous 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
God who brings mighty deliverance even when we are not expecting it. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Father this person I am praying for is quiet before you at this moment. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
They are wondering in their hearts 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
if the prayer of a radio preacher could possibly make any difference in their lives. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
They have struggled with hopelessness and blamed others for their anger. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
But, in their heart of hearts, they know that they have a problem 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
and they want to be delivered. They have hurt their loved ones and they are not happy.
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Father, I ask you to send them a spirit of repentance. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
I ask you to allow them to buy the truth 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
about the fact that they own this anger 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
and they need to find the way out by admitting that this is between You and them. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Grant them grace to stop blaming you and stopping blaming their loved ones 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
and to stop blaming their circumstances. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Allow them to admit that they own this anger and that they can disown it. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Lord, I know that the person I am praying for did not expect to receive this prayer today. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
I also know that they have not gone to anyone recently 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
and admitted that they have a problem and need help. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
I pray that they will make a decision in their heart to go to the people
TRANSLATE HERE: 
 that they have been expressing their anger toward and apologize. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
I know that it is impossible for them to do this 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
unless you grant them a change of spirit.  
TRANSLATE HERE: 
I hope that at this moment their anger is quiet 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
and that they are listening carefully to this prayer. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
You know the brokenness that is in their heart. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Grant them grace to ask your Holy Spirit to grant them forgiveness. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Grant them the desire to take control over this ugly spirit 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
and to ask the Holy Spirit to give them the power and understanding 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
that they need to control their tongue and to have a quiet understanding spirit. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Thank you father for placing hope in their hearts. Allow them to marvel at the fact that they heard this prayer. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Let them know that you knew their need 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
and at that you arranged for them to receive the joy of deliverance offered to them today. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Thank you father, in the name of Jesus. Amen

TRANSLATE HERE: 
We praise the Lord for those who are experiencing deliverance at this moment. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
We are going to change direction a bit. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Now, we wish to minister to those who have a father or a mother or a loved one 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
that is beset with this angry, hot-tempered spirit.  
TRANSLATE HERE: 
You who are the target of this anger need to understand several things. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Proverbs 17:27 says, “…he who has a cool spirit is a man of understanding.”  
TRANSLATE HERE: 
The most important thing for you to understand 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
is that the person who is angry toward you is the one with the problem.
TRANSLATE HERE: 
 I know that this is a hard concept. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
You have been told that you are the problem so many times that you have begun to believe it.  
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Yes, your various responses to this anger have caused you to say and do things 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
that have contributed to the anger. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
But here is the truth. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Even if you have been failing miserably 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
and or doing very sinful and hurtful things, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
that does not justify the anger that has been poured out at you.  
TRANSLATE HERE: 
This angry person that has been attacking you has a real problem 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
and whoever is responsible has need for real spiritual deliverance. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Yes, you need to feel sorry for your bad reactions and bad attitudes. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
You too can receive forgiveness by being genuinely sorry and by asking the Lord to forgive you. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
David says in the Psalms that the man who does not hide his sins, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
but confesses them and receives forgiveness is happy indeed.
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Being forgiven yourself will not necessarily change the heart of the angry person that has been attacking you. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Let’s forget about him or her for a moment 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
and let’s concentrate on establishing peace between you and the Lord. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
 I know that the pressure you are experiencing from this angry person is almost suffocating at times. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Find your own peace first. Ask for and receive forgiveness. Be at rest.

TRANSLATE HERE: 
When you are at rest you will find a new power to deal with the person attacking you. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
I know that many times, you have tried to understand this person. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
You have condemned yourself to take the blame away from them. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
You are going to have to stop condemning your self. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
When you are forgiven, self-condemnation is no longer necessary or appropriate. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Hear the word of the Lord from Romans chapter 8 verses 1 and 2, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
 “Therefore there is now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus.   
TRANSLATE HERE: 
For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
has made you free from the law of sin and of death.”
TRANSLATE HERE: 
This is the promise of the scripture. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Even though you are surrounded by evil people and circumstances, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
once you have made peace with God through Christ Jesus, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
you, by faith, will be delivered from the spirit of self-condemnation. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
The Law of the Spirit has made you free. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
If you are at peace with God, you are free. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Enjoy this by receiving it. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Stop listening to the accuser of the brethren who is speaking condemnation into your heart. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
When you hear that condemning voice, speak to it and say simply, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
 “Yes, I have made a mess of things, but I am forgiven.”

TRANSLATE HERE: 
Once you get settled in your spirit that you are forgiven, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
you will have power to respond with a quiet, cool spirit 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
when you are attacked by the angry person in your life. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Please be prepared for even more anger. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
When you are settled in your spirit, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
this will only make the angry person angrier 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
and the chances are good that they will only increase their anger toward you.
TRANSLATE HERE: 
 If you are listening carefully, you will be able to prepare your heart 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
to receive the attack and deflect it. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Pray that your attacker can find peace with God too. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Realize that they are weakened by their hopelessness 
\ 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
and that their anger is mostly a cry for help.  

TRANSLATE HERE: 
At least, he or she needs a revelation that they caused the anger, not you.
TRANSLATE HERE: 
If you are a pastor or a friend of an angry person, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
the second half of Proverbs 19:19 is speaking to you. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
It says,”… if you rescue him, you will only have to do it again.”

TRANSLATE HERE: 
I have personally been guilty of rescuing angry friends by excusing their behavior. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
It is a lot easier to avoid confrontation, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
especially if confrontation is only going to bring on more anger. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
When an angry spirit is confronted, it usually responds by attacking. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
No one likes to be attacked. Failure to confront is the same as enabling the angry person. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
By sweeping things under the rug 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
and covering them up in a vain attempt to rescue this person from their anger 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
you are merely delaying the need to deal with the problem. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
You will only have to rescue them again and again.

TRANSLATE HERE: 
Because this is a spiritual problem, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
you need spiritual weapons to fight it. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Prayer is the main weapon. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
When it has been wielded effectively, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
you may very well be called to confront and speak words of rebuke. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
As the spirit leads, you can tenderly offer understanding 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
and forgiveness without backing away from the truth 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
that this angry person needs to repent 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
and stop allowing self-centered anger to dominate his or her life and the lives of their loved ones.
TRANSLATE HERE: 
There are seldom easy answers or quick fixes for people 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
who have spent years perfecting their hot tempers. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
But the truth is that if you do not confront them, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
the likely hood that the problem will persist is sure. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Vengeance belongs to the Lord, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
but people who are spiritual have a resonsiblity to go to someone 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
who is overtaken with a spiritual fault and endeavor to help them. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
If you do this, both you and the people 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
close to the person with an angry spirit will have a great eternity. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
This is Brother Stephen Keel and this is a Proverb a Day.
